ET. PETERSEURG, June 18.—It is ro-
Portad In naval circles this morning that
& ferce naval battle has taken place off
the sntrmnte w Port Arthur barbor, in
which the battleship Retvizan and the
eruiser Bayan were s0 badly damaged
that they had to be beached to prevent
thelr stoking.

The Japanese are reported to have lost
four ahlps dQuring the encounter, but
“whetber they wers sunk or =mply so
badly damaged that they wers compelled
o withdraw s not known.

According to the report, ths Japanese
anade an attack under cover of the dark-
sess In the early moming Sunday, and
wttempted to slnk merchantmen in the
Sharbor to block the sntrance. They ware
dincoversd and the shore batteries opened
on them. The escorting squadron replied
and poured in a hot fire on the forts,

Beveral Russian torpedo-boats sallled
forth and sank a steamer which was closs
in-shore and headed directly for the har-
bor entrance. Two Japanese crulsers at-
tempted Lo cut the Rusalan torpedo craft
bff, and the entire Russian squadron mads
& sortie and sttacked the Japancse. A
battle foliowed, in which some of the
#hips came so close together that thair
big gun batterles were practically uscless,

Floally the Japanese squadron, seeing
that it was impessible to accomplish Its
puTpose, drew off. and the remnants of
the Russian fieet relired into the harbor.
Acconfing to the report the damage to
thoe Retvimn and Bayan s extromely
morfous. This s cotmaidered vory unfortu-
nate at thix time, az the battleship had
Just been repaired and placed in com-
mission after belng disabled since the
commencement of hostilities,

BETRAYED BY BASHAW FRIEND

American Is Held That Moroccan's
QOwn Men Held for Ransom Shall
Be Released From Prison In
City of Tangler.

LONDON, June 11 —The Dally Mafl this
marning publishes & letter written to Al
I. Dawson, the novellst and traveler by
lon Perdiemris, the American citizen who
wus captured d% Ratsull, the Moroecan
bandit. It is dated at Tesaradon, Juns 4
and says:

“Nothing more startiing and onexpectsd
than the clrcumstances of our caplure
oould be lmagined, A quiet domestic dinner
without guests, the windows open, the
table 3 mass of flowers, then suddenly,
like an avalanche, the yalllng onset of
Ralsull's men—it was a classic scens of
mapine and confusiom. Nor could It be
eary to concolve a pletures more wild and
gloomy than sur forced journey; in fact
the libretto was perfect

“It is easy mow to write in this strain
when we are assured that negotiations for
our relewse are concluding, but during that
terribie 24 houry' ride over rocks and
boulders, and through dense thickets
where our captors had at Umes literally
to cut their way In onder to avold the
villages on tha beaten track—wall, we had
no such consalatien then—nons of any
sort, indeed '’

After describing the dread which he long
has had of being kidnaped on account of
his family, Perdicaris says:

“You may cohcelve my feellngs while
thus being dragged along by ruMans who
began their amisble stientions by clud-
bing us with rifies and threatsning us
with thelr munierous-looking curved dag-
g 1 was sstonished to learn that our
fears were not really well founded. We
have learned that Ralsull's chief? ogbiect
I= to secure the rolease of members of his
awn Kabyies unjustly or at jeast trench-
erously entrapped and imprisoned by the
Bashaw of Tangler, &2 former friend and
foster brother of Ralsull, who had trusted
this man apd had been betrayed What-
ever (i he may have done, the fact re-
matns that he was betrayed.

"“The runsom demanded ln not so much
the price of our releass as the remand for
their recouping of the losses infllcted by
order of the sald Basbaw, from whom
Ralsull clalms payment.

“Another staruing surprise is to find in
Halsull himself the most interesting and
sood-hearted gentleman it has been my
good fortune to have known. It ls impos-
sible not to like the man, consafous =8 1
am of the injury il Tangier has suffered
at his hands.™

After dealing with some private matters
and reflerring to the courage of his wile
and the mentsl anglush she s endured,
Mr. Perdicaris expresses the bope that
some good will come 10 the trouble to
Tangler and its people. He then procesds:

“I am writing this at the mouth of &
handsome tent placed at our dlsposal by
Moull All, the Wassini Bhereef. The
brightest episode of our detention hers
was our first sight of his and his brother
Moull Ashmet's caravan, accompanied by
an armed escort. Signal guns fired an-
nounced ths arrival of this reiief expedi-
tion ,which we saw later on winding along
the hiliside. Moull All himeself has re-
mained with us ever since

“Our relonse will be very welcome, but
it in at hand now, #0 you most not pity us
too mush,
