LONG STARTS TAFT BOOM.

He Regards the Secretary of War the
Man for Vice-President.

CHITAGO, June 20.—John D, Long, of
Mussachusetts, ex-Secretary of the
Navy, today authorizeqd the Assoclated
Press to announce that his candidate
for the Vice-Presidency was William
H Tuft, Secretary of War. whom he
regards as in every way the most avall-
able man

“There can be no guestion of Mr
Taft,” said Mr. Long, “He hos made
hin record The country knows him, and
the ticket "Roosevelt and Taft' would,
in my opinion, sweep the country. My
reasons for favoring Mr. Taft are these:

“First, eminent quallfications as a
presiding officer; dignity, sound judg-
monl and deliberation are charactaris-
tic of the man

“Second, his closs and warm friend-
ship for the Presldent He certainly
would make an agreeable running mate
for Mr; Roosevell.

“Third, the fact that he is splondidly
gquaiified for the responstbllities which
davalve upon the Vice-Presidant in case
of an emergency, and, lastly, or per-
hapa, 1 should have sald, first, the fact
that there s n strong sentiment
throughout the country trending to-
ward Taft for the Presidency in 1508

“Objection would be urged to Mr.
Taft on the ground that It would re-
move o strong man from the Cabinet
and put him in a4 position less promi-
nent before the country. To the first
objection I should say that Mr. Taft
would be of Immense asnistance to the
President, as he is now; and to the sec-
ond point, Mr. Taft is s0 weil known
that it Is lmpossible to lose sight of
him. True, he has recent?y assumed
the war portfollo, but his work s in
a wonss completed, so far as the Fhillp-
pines is concerned, and there is no
greatl emergency which would necessl-
tate his remuining Secretary of War.

“My suggestion of Mr. Taft is every-
where bsing warmly recsaived, and es-
pecially nmong the Eantern delegations
the sentiment seems to favor him for
the Vice-Presldential nomination.'

Cummins’ Protection Plank Is Tabled
by a Large Vote.

Sena-
tor Alllson, whoe had been <lected chalr-
man of the delegation, presided. J. W.
Blythe, of the delegation., a well-known
“standpatter,” was unanimously chosen
as the lows member of the resolutions
committes The Cummins resolution,
which ts the “lowa ldea™ up to date, are
as follows:

“Rewclved, Thal It Is the sense of the
delegation that the National! Republican
platform should be broad emough 10 fur-
alsh comfortable standing room for’ all
Republicans who belleve in the essential
principies and policles of the party; tast
upon the subject of tarilf and recliprocity
It should embody In some forme fOrst
a clear and emphatic declaration of the
time-proven policy of proteciion; second,
an anmistakable recognition of the faoct
that tarllf schodules must be readjosted
at reasonable intervals to meet the chang
Ing conditions of protection; and that any
such readjusiment should be made by the
friends of protection

“Third, that at the next sesslon of the
preeent convention the subject should
be taken up and such changes scheduled
whould be made as provided for our pro-
ducers and secure for our consumers ade-
quate Jrtection—no more, no less

“Fourth. a plain and forcible decision
for reciprocity, to be sstahlishad elther
by troaly or act of Congress, as cireum-
stances may deem expedient. when the
policy can be employed to Increnss pro-
ection at home and increase the welfare
In competitive or noncompetitive things.*™
