On the correaponding day last year,
with the conditions at the track the same
as today, with the exception that book-
making was permittad, more than 6.0G
pecsons pald for admission to the grounds
The officlals of the track declare that de
spite the poor attendunce and the conse-
quent losa »r monoy, the meeting will
run the fuil 35 days. no matier bow much
it will cost the Washington Park Jockey
Club.

A bad secident oecurred in the Afth
race, in which Sky Pilot broke his leg
and was afterward shot upen ordar of the
horse's owner. Jockey Conley, who had
the mount was severely Injured when
Sky Pilot foll, and waa carried off the
field insensible.
