CRUSADER CHARTERED TO LOAD
HERE FOR CHINA.

Hamburg-American Cémpany Pro-
tests Agalnst Loading Contraband
on Its Vessels at Portiand.

Another tramp steamer has been
chartered to carry a cargoe of Oregon
fumbser to the Orlent. She is the Cru-
sader, a Britluh vessel, that has never
before visited this port. The steamer
was chartered by the Pacific Export
Lumber Company and is duo to arrive
hore August 15, She will take to China
about 2,700,000 feet.

The Crusader is now crossing the Pa-
cific bound for Vancouver, with a cargo
of Java sugar conzlgned to the British
Columbia Sugar Refinery. She loaded
her cargo at Cheribon and was last
reported at Mojl. where nho coaled for
the trip mcross, sailing from the Jap-
anese port June 27. She has a net reg-
isterod tonnage of 2744 and I8 com-
manded by Captlain Brown.

The Pacifie Export Company now has
here the big British steamship Totten<
ham, taking on o lumber cargo at In-
man Poulsen & Co's miil for Teintau.
Only falr progress has 80 far been made
in loading the vessel. At the FPortiand
Lumber Compans’'s mill, the Plelades
has taken on 1,200,000 fset of the
1,500,000 feet that she Is to transport
to Manila for the Government, and as
sopn &5 the remalnder ls aboard, she
will 1oad the half milllon feer that the
Pnelfie Export Company is to send to
the same port.

LARGEST SAILER AFLOAT.

New Preussen Makes Record Passage
From Germany to Iquigue.

A trip of the sailing vessel Preussen,
which left its German home p Year g0,
attracts the llvellest attentlon. Gener-
ally speaking, the opinlon prevalls that,
on account of the progress made with
steamers, salling ships are doomed. For
this reason the resilts of recent efforts
to utilize lnrge sailing vessels in LTans-
oceanio traffic dessrve specinl mention,
The Preussen has storaga room for over
#5.000 tons of frelght. According to re-
ports, it has fully Justified expectations,
and furnished proof that salling vessela
are not yot to be left out of consider-
atlon,

The trip to the Chilean port Iguique,
a distance of 12,000 nantical miles, was
made in 57 days, a new record for sail-
ing wvesseix being thereby established.
It must be borne in mind that the
wenther was not always favorable, and
that the trip prognd Cape Horm was
extremely tempestuous

The Puris Cosmos remarks, with ref-
erenco to the voyuge of the Preussen,
that “if one considers the expenses of
this vessel on such & trip, compared
with those of a steamer, it becomes evi-
dent that =uiling vessels will never
disapponr.”

The Hamburg-American Steamahip
Company, owners of the steamer Ara-
sonla, through Captain Schuld:, her
master, have filed & formal protest with
the Portland &  Asiatic Company
nkainet loading any contraband ciargo
for Oriental ports. This protest will
probably have no effect on the loading
of the vessel and her salling on sched-
ule time. The captaln was notifiad by
ofelals of the Portland comgany that
if he refused to accept any of the
freight offered, he would have to sall
from this port empty. Fe put himsalf
in wire communication with the agents
of hin owners at New York and In
awalting further instructions

When the steamship Arabla, of the
same line, was In port last month, her
shipper mada the same kind of a pro-
test, but It was of no avall, as the ves-
sel salled from here with all the
frelght that was offered.

rons of the World's Falr on the grounds
of the Loulslana Purchase Expositlon at
the present time. These bartenders and
walters serve the crowds from @ Dbeer
halls, drinking boaraars and restauranis
whose chlef sxie i= bheer,

The entire Exposition is hardly more
than a gigantic beer preserve. Many of
the bast attractions are hidden behind beer
halls. Beer and wine exhibits, all out of
propottion to the legitimate Industries,
Rpi=rhr l‘\'f_‘f)"'h{"ﬂ‘. in l‘ll‘ll.l‘i,\' EVEry por-
tlon of the great show.

In the carioad afier cariond of stuff
dally dealt out by the nearly 2000 wallers
and bartenders, no =uch prodiglous tors
rent of bear has probably ever beon on
view in the history of the countiry, sava
perhaps during the Spanish War under the
regime of the Army cantaen,

In the forming of the great Exposition,
the St. Louls brewers made an !mmensa
contributlon to the managers—something
ke $00,000. This contribution was made
with the understanding that the beer in-
teresta would bave & sort of “right of
way"” in opportunitics to "“got thelr money
back.” How falthfully the Falr managers
kept thelr agreement, a most casual tonr
of the grounds reveals, The hrewer men
are “getting thelr money's worth.™

And besides, they are all operated on a
quasl-blind-tiger hasis. For when the
queation of loense came up. the noble
court was dispased to be “accommodil-
ing.” It was solemnly decided by a St
Louls disciple of Attorney-Goenernl Griggs
that {t was not necessary for #ach of the
5 beer halls on the grounds to tmke cut a
license—that it the Exposition simply took
out a xingle “blanket feense™ for the en-
tire grounds, 1t would be unnecessary for
the B patriots to do lkewlse

And so the whole Institution was prac-
tically turned aver Lo the brewers, to be
squeezed like a gigantic lemon.

As the vigitor crosaca the “Joliet” bridge
to the entrance of the Education butlding,
the first exhibit thut heo sncountérs is that
of 2 Milwaukes brewery school The word
“Joller,"” with Its famous penitentiary, hns
a most wsinlster relationship with the
brewery “school.”” At the oppoxite side of
the Educationnl building Is & model jall to
take care of the prodocis of the brewery
schan]l while on thelr way to “Joliet.™

On another part of the grounds—between
the Fine Arts bullding and the Boer War
exhfslt, ls another exceedingly Instructive
“educational exhibit,.” It conslsts of a
model eountry schooihouse in a litle grove
—a quaint, neat Uttle bullding, with & jan-
Itor to sweep 1t out. Only a few feet
away and in the same grove, is a mam-
moth beer hall with great signs displayed
extolling the merits of “A. B. C."" beer.
BEverybody should take their children
eround 1o these two “cducational exhib-
tts” and explain to the llttie ones the
merits of “A. B, C." beer.

In the Transportation bullding another
strange pbenomenon presents Itseif. An
exhibit js made of o mammoth model
brewer's car and beside It stands meekly a
model gospel wagon. The gospel wagon

appears samewhat ashamed of ts com-
pany, but It Is fastensd and cannot getl
sway. .

Back of the Manufactures bullding !s
founded 4 “Model City.” At one end in a
beor garden, and at the other Is s bucket-
shop in foll operation. Just outside the
“elity Imits” Is located the headquariers
of the W. C. T. . The brewers forgot to
“chuck in™ a Y. M. C. A. bullding.

In the splendld Philippine exhibit, two
maore beer gandens are located among the
Tagals and the Igorrotes. The whole ros-
ervation |s fenced In, and It costs 5 cents
to gel beyvond the stockades. The twa
beer gardens wiihin the Inclosure are
doubtleas designed to prevent the “‘sav-
ages" from drinking at the outside "re-
soria” Tempting dispiays of Manila beer,
vino, anispdo and divers other horrid
things appear in the native exhibits

Even Washington University bulldings,
inken possession of for “Administration™
purposes, are made to harbor more “heer”
interests. And why not* For 4ld not
Adolphus Busch, 1n 1500, donate the money
to bulid the “Buosch Annex™ bullding of
the university, and 4id ke mnot get the
privilege of opérsting a saloon on the
grounds during its conetruction to furnish
the workmen with beer? S0 now, in def-
erence to the celobrated brewer, the “Ad-
minisiration restaurant” bullt on the
Unlversity grounds and directly in the rear
of the “Busch Annex,” Is turned into a
beer hall for the sale of Busch's llquor.

Opposite the Agricultural bullding, on
University Way, Is located the “Model
Poultry Farm."” It is squecsed in between
two beer halls, one of which parades It-
=tlf s a “chicken restaurant.”™ The
“chicken restaurunt” s a cheap place
where dead hen soup Is served to take the
taste of bad beer out of the customers'
mouths. The Exposition idea of a “Model
Poultry Farm'" seems to be o lot of {n-
differeat hens huddled in between two un-
leensed beer jolnts.

Even on the *‘big hill" the “Wast Ter-
race” of “Festival Hall" §s turned into s
snake hole for the sale of bad beer. Every
morning at § o'clock, as a prelude to the
apening of the besr hall, there is glven a
shered organ recital in Pestival Hall, ‘The
organ moans and camplalns for an hour
or so and then the booxing ken in West
Terrace opens and trouble begins,

In the Agricsltural bullding proper from
2 to B prr cont of the whole space s tak-
en up with exhiblta of intoxicants of
Various sorts and from various countries.
John Dewar & Son, from Perth, Scotland,
have a reproduction of the “House of the
Mauld of Perth,” whatever that s, This is
the whisky Nrm from whom Andrew Car-
negle bought o barrel of whisky years ago
and presented It to President Harrison.
Harrison never told how-the stuff tasted.
It is sald to be the same sort of whisky 13
cases of which Bishop Potter brought
from England a few years ago and tried
1o evade payment of the H0 duty on I
The bishop has since resigned the presi.
dency of the Church Temperance Saclety.
This whisky evidently cured him of tem-
perance.

Judge George yesterday decided that the
ondinance passed by the City Councll &
Yoar ago, to regulate gravel-pits, and pro-
viding that siuch a pit cannot be operated
without the consent of the Council Is un-
constituticnal and vold. The declslon was
rendered in the habeas corpus case of Wil-
llam Lind, a contractor, who was urrested
and fined in the Municipal Court for dig-
Eing gravel at Woodluwn.

Lind through his attorney, M. L. Pipes,
took this means of avoiding the payment
of the fine and beating the case, and suc-
ceeded. After passing upon varfous legal
polnts involved, Judge George discussed
the ordinince as follows:

All an applicant has to do is to publish
where hie proposed gravel-pit will be, and then
tha City Council becomes the absolute and arbi-
trary Judge, mcoording, nolely to it awn ldew,
whether the owner shall so tse his properiy at
all under any conditlon whatever; and In event
the Clty Couneli does mot see fit (o allow an
OwWner to open. then if he digs any ground, or
Gprns up a pit, bowever olighl, or TeEmoves
any of his ground at all, he becomes a orim.
inul and punishable by fine und imprisonment,
howover (pnocent he may be of uny harm to
others, or however much he may realiy® lm
prove the ltaks or value of his property, or
however Ultle he may annoy others., While,
on the other hand, If the gravel-pit owner had
nirondy scarted before August 7, 1808, notwith-
standing be may be digging a dangerous and
lacreasingly dangerous pitfall, and npotwith-
manding Me o producing an everincreasing eye-
wore Lo thy puablle, It is all right, and be can
pursee his endangesing and unsightly excava-
tlan and pitfall at his own plensure, wilhoul
regulation, let or hindrance, and, for that mst.
ter, when an applicant in luck passes the In-
vestigation of the City Counell and gots nis
permii, he then, onder sanction of thie ordi-
vance, can deface or imjure the landscape for
the public, or dix a pit of any depth or danger,
anywhere In the city st his own unrestrained
pleasure, s Inr as the orlinance ls concerned.

It i= miso & guestion whether the provision
constituting the City Conacil & tribunal to hear
und determine whether ¢ne applicant ahall be
permitted and others dented, corsitites &
praper tribunal, to enjoin practically, In faor,
the apening of any gravel plt in the clty, and
whethor it I not an encToachment on the Ju.
diclal function of & court of equity. Can the
Clty Cotinell by ordinancs constitute itself the
sole judge in the yremises whether or how o
eaforce iIts own lawe at its own pleasure in
uny individunl case? Certainly, It sughl 10
maks ils vwn ordinances applicable generally
alike to all =und not attempt, tnelf, a foncting
of toth Iayman and court in all inetances.

The ootrt thinks this onlinance vold, and the
petitioner should be discharged.

AVALANCHE OF DAMAGE SUITS

Court's Decision May Cause Property-
Owner Big Loss.

All the lodgers In the Tremont House,
whose effects were thrown upop the street
and who were summarily ejected on April
2t by Depury Sheriffz, will be antitied to
recover damages from the owner of the
property, J. H. MeClung. This opinion
wiet expressed  yesterday morning by
Judge Beara. If they all sue MeClung for
damages, the total of the clalms will
amount to a arge sum, as there were
mhout 40 of them.

W. E. MbiPherson, the lessee of the
place, wos servedd with notiee to maove
out, but he refused to obey, nileging that
his lease wax atill gool. As the court has
decided in his favor, he will also probably
demand damuges for having been forcibly
elected.

The Tremont House s on the pornor of
Beventh and Everett streets. McPherson
had a lense for two years, with a clause
that It could be terminated upon 60 days®
notice. He was served with notiee to
move, but asserted that It was not legal,
His rent waa ralsed 320 per Jday, and he
contended that this did not amount to
potlee to vacate, because he could remain
in possession If he patd the Increased rent.
Various other legal polnts were presented
McPherson jost in the Justice Court, and
appealed, In declding the case Judge
Searn =ald that legal nolles to jeave the
premises had not been given to McePher-
gon. As an Intimation that his remowval
was desired, the rent was ralsed to $20 per
day. This amount was unreasonable and
Mcung had no right to try to force Me-
Phersan to surrender his lease by such
means, The bullding was  Jeassd f{rom
month to month, and notlee to vacate
ouzht to bhe glven st the expiration of
#ach montl. The court ordered that Me-
Pherson be reatorsd to the premises.
Thomas McNamee, the new lesace, Is now
In possession.

Ownership of Wheat Crop Disputed.

Yesterday afternoon Judge Bellingsr
heard the argument on demurrer In the
onse of Philomene Smith against Hy Yo
Tse Milkin, which involved the right of
Samus! Pambrun and Matt Mosgrove to
harvest a valuable wheat crop on 180 acres
of land in Umasila County. In this case
Hy Yu Tse Milkin claimed the land, and
Philomene Smith, who ls also an Indlan,
alleged that he had selected It and was
entitled to allotment from the Govern-
ment. He brought sult and won In the
lower court, and also In the United Siates
Buprome Court. Pambrun and Mosgrove
have possesaion of the iand through the
defendant. Pambrun and Mosgrove were
not parties to the origing! sult. The court

BREWERS ASK MORE PAY.

Union Men Want Wages Raised One
Dollar a Week.

The unlon brewers of Portland and
thelr bogees are having soms trouble
coming to6 a decislon on the scale of
wages for next year. This being the
time of yemr when there is the largest
quuantity of beer golid, the brewers have
set it as the time for the signing of
the annaal contract wilth their em-
ploysrs,

The question now b whether it is
rensonable for the brewers to demand
521 inatead of $20 m week wages In
California, where there Is a simlinr
#trike omn, the brewers sre asking §22
This fact and the increased cost of liv-
Iing are the reasons given by the hrew-
erxs for thelr action. The employers say
that they are in & rather precaricus
position on aceount of the passing of
the local option aquestion, and do not
feel like ralsing wages, butl rather like
lowering them.

There Is not likely to pe a beer fam-
ine. however, as the yearly contract
does not hnve to be signed Immodiataly,
and the gquestion has been roferred to
the Nationnl headquariers of the Unlon
Brewery Workers of Amerlea at Clu-
cinnat), and the deacision of that body
wlill be discussed here when made he-
fore a decision Is arrived at. At any
rate, If there Is a strike, It Is not likely
to come till the Summetr s woll along.
