OREGON'S CLAIM SEEMS POOR.

Sand Island at Mouth of Columbia ls
Ruled by Washington.

A dlspute has arisen as to whether Sand
Island, at the mouth of the Columbia
River, beiongs to the State of Oregon of
Washington, as shown by reparts from
Astoria published recently In The Ore-
gonian. _News was published Friday of
the =ale of part of the island by the land
oficlals of the Stage of Washington to
the Tallant-Grant Packing Company and
P. J. MeGowan & Bona.

United States Distriot Attorney John H.
Hall says Sand Island is the property of
the State of Oregon, and that the disptue
regarding the ¥ will probably have o
be eettled In the Federal courta. Mr. Hall
asserts that in 1884 the United Btates Gov-
ernment recognised the title of Oregon to
Sand Ialand by making appllcation to the
State Legisiature to have the island ceded
to the Government. In acoordapcs with
the applieation the Lagislature dld cede
the sland to the Government. It is nc-
cordingly a Government ressrve, but sitn-
ated, it is clalmed, within the boundarics
©of this state.

Tha bhoundary line between Oregon and
Warhington near the mouth of the Colum-
bia River s described as *a point due
west and opposite the middie of the north
ship channsl of the Columbis River,
thence easterly to and wup the middle
channel of the river, and where it In di-
vidad by the lslands, up the middle of the
widest channel thereaf," éte

The Btate of Washington comtenda that
Sand Island, which was formed of shift-
ing sand and sediment from the river, is
on the Waskington side, and It seems so.
The Washington authorities have refussd
to recognize on Sand Island Oregon If-
cennscs imsued to fishermen, and demand
that they procurs Washington llcenses to
fish there, Mr. Hall peserts that Oregon
should ralse at least §1000 to SW000 to con-
test its cislms for ownership to Sand
Izland, which he says there Ia lttle ques-
tion of. He 41 not say that he desired
to represent the stats as counsel.
