The business ¢f growing oysters on this
Coast from “seedd” transplanted from the
Erstern coast bifs fair to be a grander
success than ¢ven the experiments of for-
mer yesrs bave foreshadowed, Judging
from the reports of Mrs. Greenman, of
Oysterville, Bhonlwater Bay, who has re-
cently come to Portland to spend the Win-
ter. She owns & large area of oyster-beds
near Oysterviile, and some two Years agoe
got up a stock company in which several
Portland people invested some capital
She imported. and planted seven carioads
of seed oywters, four of which were plant-
o0 in June, 138, about IT months ago, and
the other three in May Inst, the whole
covering about 3 ncres of beds. The
oysters when planted wore on an average
about the size of a N-cent piece many
not so lurge, and they have thriven so
well that they can now be harvested in
any quantity, aversging four inches In
jength, and some five inches. They are
raid to be of exoallent quality and much
superior to the large tough ones brought
here from the East. They are Biue Polnta
The first planting comprised HE2 barrels,
contalning about #i seed oysters each,
gpmounting in all 1o betwaen mix and seven

BEARBERS' UNION AGREES TO
S8HOPS REMAINING OPEN.

Committes Wil Confer With Employ-
ers ang New Regulations Will
Be Issued at Once.

Bhaves up to 3 o'clock at night will In
all probability be obtalnable within a few
days

This rule will apply not only to the
Hotel Portland ghop, which began ths pre-
sent agitation and is now open untl] that
hour, but also to every ahop in ths eity,
whose managers wish to serve custommers
up to that time

At & moeting of the Barbers’ Union In
the Allsky building last svening It was
informally agreed to allow the barber
ahops to remain opeén. A conferemce of
the exscutive commitise of the uzlon, the
special commitise of 1} appolnted severul
days ago for the purpose, and & pumber
of shop managers will ba hald at noga
today. The formal agreement will then
be decided upon, and the new regulations
lssund at cnoe.

The unfon mesting last evening was at-
tended by over X0 members. After a dis-
cussion lasting severn] hours & vols was
taken on the longer hours gquestion. Thare
ware but two dissenting votes, for the ma-
Jority fell in with the proposal submitted.

The members of the committees keep
the exael terms of the probahle agree-
ment to themseives, but the real meat
of the proposition is that a barber's day
shall hereafter be gauged by the number
of hours of work, apd not by any fixed
length of time for the shop to be open
for business.

BiX months ago & similar resclution
was Introduced Into the union bLut was
turned down, as It was thought best to
let mattors stand as they were. The ac-
tion of the Hotel Portland shop managers
in hiring non-unfon men and keeping
their shop open until 10 o'clock, bowever,
was quickly followed by the requests of
other shops who 4id not wish to throw
out union men, bot who 4id wish to cateh
all Ixte trade,

“It wah't affect the union at all. Men
will work so many hours on Jifferent
ahifts, that's all" sald 7. M. Leabo, busi.
s agont of the union, after the masting.
Othér members of the unlon joined in the
statement that the new regulations would
not mean the bhreaking-up of the union
In any way. But the munagers of the
shopa who have rebelled aguinet the hours
fixed by the unlon as the time in which to
do dbusiness feel that It is & victory for
them, and that the sontrol of the union
upon the shops s mlackening.

Hereafter the shops will probably open
st 7 o'clock In the morning. Some barbers
will go to work at that hour. As ¥ hours
a day will probably be the Hmit seitiad
upon, the men will quit in the iate arter-
noott, Others’ who have come on at noon
will then take thelr chalrs, =0 that cus-
tomers may be served until a late hour
without forcing any barber to work be-
yond a reasonable length of time,

“All T want la the chancs to keep the
shop open for myself and ons or two men
after 7 o'clock.” sald the proprietor of &
seven-chalr establishment yesterday. *1

Both the uniom barbers and ths em-
ployers will almost cartainly unite in try-
ing to keep a mcale of regular Hours for
nil the shops, however.
