Discoverer of Columbia and First Set-
tier on Willamette Came Thence.
There is a pronounced historicsl co-

Incidence in the fact that Massachu-
setts In the first state fto sand an offi-
clal representative to Oregon to ar-
range for participation in the Lewiz and
Clark Fair., It happens that the state
sent out the first American to land in
Oregon. This was Captaln Gray, whose
trading expedition salled Into the Col-
umbia River 112 years ago. It was the
discovery of the big river and that dis-
covery was one of the grounds on
which the United SBtates clalmad sov-
ersignty over the Oregon country,

Captaln Nathanlal Wyelh, ths founder
of & settlement at the mouth of the
Willamette River 0 years ago, was
also a nitive of Massachusetts and
started from Boston on the exploring
expedition which brought him to Ore-
gon and caused the establishment of
the settlement.

Of these historical facts, Maasachu-
setts’ commissioper, Mr. Fairbank, Is
Justiy proud and bo is now arranging
for the printing of a folder setting
them out and also eetling forth the
commercinl ralations now existing be-
twaen his state and the Oregon country.

WHERE ARBITRATION WOK.

Monuments to Be Unveiled Teday on
San Juan islands.

A ceremony of more than passing inter-
est will be the unveiling of two monu-
ments on the Ban Juan Islands this mom-
Ing -'n commemoration of the settlemem
of the boundary question. The monu-
ments witl be dadicated under the aus-
pices of the Washington Unlversity His-
torical Soclety., and both the American
and British nations will have warships
there. The monitor Wyoming represents
the United States. Hon G. H. Willlams
was to have daliversd the principal ad-
but being unsable to attend
personally his address will be read. This,
it ia anticipated. will be of unusual in-
terest from the fact that Mayor Willams
is the only survivor on the wmids of tha
United States of tha joint high .
alon which framed the treaty submitting
the San Juan case to arbitration.

When the boundary line between the
United States and Grest Britain was set-
tled, In 1548, the question of the San Juan
Island was nol considered. When the
Frazer River excitement drew large num-
bors of prospectors to that locality from
both nides of the litne the possession of
the lalands was disputed. With the growth
of the population the contentlon grew, and
there were many attempts at settiement
When the Territory of Washington was
formed Ban Juan Islands wers tm:luﬂe.d in
Whatcom County. The Hudson's Bay Com-
pany established n post there but refused
to pay the taxes. The county authorities
then advertised their property and sold It
and this started the real trouble. The ar-
rest of an American citizen by a Britlan
Magistrate was another source of trouble.
Varions commisisons wers appolnted, but
the matter dragged along until the treaty
of Washington submitted the matter of
the disputed boundary to the arbitration
of Hix Majesty. the Emperor of Germany,
“finally and without appeal

The award was mads by William L Em-
peror, October =1, 1872, and recited: “Most
in acordance with the trus interpretations
of the ireaty concluded on the 16th of
between the of

-

ernment of the United States that the
boundary line betwsen the territorios of
Her Britannic Majeaty and the United
States should be drawn through the Hare
Channel.”
