Jection to the principle of the act for
legisiation in this connection bas been
universally desired. but it s considersd
that the nct in its present shape is not

practical

In the firet place, the soxls of fees In
looked upon as being too elaborate, and
the fees thomselves too beavy. In the
sscond place, it ls considered that It will
be impossibie for the Chinese government
tn carry out the scheme, owing to the
absence of an adeguate and properly
trained bureau. If the act goes into ope-
ration on the I2¢ Wnstant, as ocontem-
plated, It is expected that It will give rise
to much confusion and dlnsatisiaction.
The Governments of Great Britain and
the United States approved the draft of
the measure, which was largely of Jap-
aness construction, without, it is alleged
adequately consaltlng the mercantiis com.-
munities which would be affected by It
With the view of preventing the en-
forcement of an immature and defective
schems, the German Minister, Baron
Mumm von Bchwarzenstein, though oor-
dially welcoming the general principles
of the aot. endsavored to obiain & post-
ponemant of it operation, so that oppor-
tunity might be given for its reconstruc-
tion. Up to this date official sanction for
such postponement has not been obtalned,
but the correspondent of the Associnted
Press learned today that the British Min-
ister, Bir B. M. Bartow, has. been In-
siructad to endeavor to have the operation
of the act deferred.

It Is mow con-
sidered on all sides that It would ba much
better to recast the act on lines which
would be acceptable generally than to pre-
cipliately enforoe an unsatisfactory meas.

ency for such snforcement.

MAEKES HERSELF A PRISONER

Woman Unknowingly Locks Hamﬂ
in Closet, anid s Thers Four Dayn.

NEW YORK, Oct. 20.—After a fruitiess
search which began last Baturday and
had been taken up by the police of the
five baroughs of Greater New York, Mre
Rae Singer, 20 years old, has been found
locked in & closet within less than & block
of her home In East New York, Bhe bad
been imprisoned four days without food
or waler.
