Oregon Agricultural College
is Very Exclusive.

TURNS MULTNOMAH DOWN

Reason Advanced Is That the Port-

land Team Is Composed of Star
Men, Who Are Paid to Go on

Football Team.

The Oregon Agricultural College has
taken on a peculiarly biased mental at-
titude about a number of things. It
has become iSare exclusive than Wash-
ington, and firmly refuses to play Mult-
nomah. Regarding both matters it
keeps an impressive silence, which has
been broken only once by the Coryallls
press, and that in a violent

As to the excluslveness It has said
nothing. It has firmly refused to play
Albany, or Pacific, and no'
reason is given. It has the open dates
and all three of the teams worthy
of steel. It cannot be merely hold-
ing off to keep Its men in condition for
Oregon, for nothing will do team so
much good- as the actual playing of
games. Whatever personal reason the
Farmers have for not playing these
three colleges, it has shown startling
excluslveness. Corvallls should be
above in sport. It has done
this year's football season in the Valley
Irreparable damage. The smaller col-
leges do not know where they stand,
they would like to have a chance at
a big team, Just to see what they could'
do and they would like, above all
things, to play the team which defeat-
ed Washington, to see If they would
get done, up so badly. It has done the
much greater damage of making the
Oregon season disjointed, so that at the
end none of the teams will be thorough-
ly satisfied. ,

Harvard, Tale, Princeton and the
big Eastern colleges, play all the

they can, so that at
the end everyone, from Bates to Swath-mor- e,

knows Just how It stands in rela-
tion to the big. fellows.
tied Harvard yesterday. Harvard
would not be small enough to refuse

in fear of such a conse-
quence. Is Corvf.llls afraid of some-
thing of the sort?

The other point on which Corvallls
has taken a stand is regarding a game
with the Multnomah Club. The O. A.
C faculty refused the boys permission
to play Multnomah, which was well
enough, and. as Corvallls men have ex-
plained to Tho Oregonlan, It was be-
cause Multnomah was composed of
older, more hardy men, and the game
was too much for them. But that is,
apparently, not public opinion In the
school itself. Hero Is what the Coryal-
lls Gazette has to say about it: 'The
O. A. C boys are amateurs,, and that Is
all they claim to be, while every man
on the Multnomah team Is a star, and Is
paid to simply play football."

Is that what Corvallls really thinks
about Multnomah? It 'is not true, of
course, as every one here knows. The
Multnomah players are lawyers,
bank clerks, etc., and play as clean ball
as even Corvallls. If Corvallls would
stick to Its statement that-I- t does not
wish, to-- play against older and mors.

ALL READY FOR WASHINGTON

Oregon Football Team to Play With
Coach Smith Away.

UNIVERSITY OF OREGON, Eugene,
Nov. 6. (Special.) Another week of hard
football practice Is ended, and the 'varsity
eleven Is improved. Several members of
the college team demonstrated such ag-
gressiveness and aptness last week that
they have forced themselves Into recogni-
tion as urst-tea-m material and as a con-
sequence some radical changes are con-
templated. Chandler. Mclntyre, Gray,
Barker and F. Templetorr are the men
who will probably complete the back field,
with Kerron and Captain Templeton,
while Crow, Stelwer, McClaln, Hug.
Hammond and Held make It difficult to
name the center trio.

This week little scrimmage work will
be done and no time will be spared in
perfecting the offensive work of the eleven
for the game as scheduled to be played
with the University of Washington here
next Saturday, November 12. The contest
with the Seattle men Is the one college
game that the Oregon squad la deter-
mined to win. No one has forgotten "last
year's 6 to 5 score.

The captain of the second team and
soine of his men quit the game, yet the
stable men of the university continued
to work hard. The, second team men who
have failed to show genuine college pride
by passing In their suits are Ignored by
the students generally. The university
sentiment is that such men do tho insti-
tution no good and they are not urged
to appear on the football field again. The
feeling, although not expressed, Is In-

tense. After the regular practice held
Saturday the squad was called together
and It was decided to give the action of
the second team no consideration.

Coach Smith has announced that he has
been asked to officiate In the big game
between Berkeley and Stanford next Sat-
urday. Realizing that It Is unprecedented
in the history of Oregon athletes for the
coach to be absent when the team Is in
ectlon, especially In an Interstate game,
and also desiring to be assured that the
eleven would fight hard if he were not
here, Smith asked for the opinion of the
squad. Without hesitation a motion was
voiced and unanimously supported to the
effect that the team would not permit
their coach to return and find them de-
feated. The players urged their coach to
go, showing that they have confidence In
themselves.

As a consequence of the action of his
team Smith telegraphed last night that
he would officiate the Berkeley-Stanfor- d

game, and he leaves Thursday for
San Francisco. Mr. Smith Is the first
Oregon man to be so honored and the fact
that he Is considered competent to off-
iciate the big game indicates that Oregon
and California athletics are considered
to be on an equal basis. It Is for the pur-
pose of fostering an attitude of equality
between the rival state Institutions that
the offer was accepted.

EASTERN FOOTBALLPERPLEXING

Princeton and' Pennsylvania Teams
Have Equal Records.

Princeton is up alongside Pennsylvania
in "Eastern football, since defeating West
Point on Saturday, 12 to 6. And if these
two teams were to play, Princeton would
probably win. For the Tigers played the
Army at its best, and Pennsylvania
caught Harvard with a system played' by
men who did not know the rudiments of
the game.

West Point has defeated Yale by crafty
means, and when Princeton went to West
Point It had' up Its sleeve Just the sort
of tricks that the Army has been using,
and It beat the Army at Its own game.
Princeton was twice as eraftv as Wpqf
Point Whether this foxlness will count
against Yale on November 19 depends
upon whether the Ells can shove the
Tigers down theiftlq" fastcrthan the can
trick themselves back. It was to be ex-
pected, after the defeat by Annapolis, that
Princeton would call up tsome of Its old-ti-

skill, and It has done so. Now It Is
being figured out whether it will have
enoligh to defeat Yale, as last year.

As to Yale, It had no trouble with
Brown, which Is not saying much either
way; but Harvard fought to a standstill
with Dartmouth. This was not so bad as
It looks, for Harvard has cpme out cf Its
lethargy and was Jolted Into tho belief
when defeated by Pennsylvania that Its
coaching system was all wrong. Harvard's
ends in that game were the worst ever
known. Neither had had more than a few
weeks of coaching In their lives, and had
been played because they were clever. But
cleverness would not make up for lack
of training. The whole Harvard line was
weak Individually also. Pennsylvania
bolted right through the center readily,
and the defensive work of the backs was
not organized. Prospects in general,
which were looking up before that defeat,
make all Cambridge glum now. There is
still the hope of winning from Yale,
though, and that would be well worth
while. And for that matter, that Is about
all tho consolation Yale has to look for-
ward to. If Princeton can repeat Its
game. It should win against Yale. Har-
vard's being tied by Dartmouth has no
particular significance, as there Is a gen-
eral overhauling gclng on In Cambridge
these days, and Harvard did well to keep
Dartmouth from scoring.

Pacific Team Is Recovering.
