Sallors Say Astoria Quarantine Sta-
tion Is in Bad Condition.

Although they do not blame the attend-
ants, officers and men of the steamer El-
teric, now lying In the Willamette River,
pear the steel bridge. are dissatisfied with
the accommodations provided for them
when they were detalned at the Quaran-
tine Hospltal, near Astoria, December 2

taln Macleod, was sick with an attack of
smallpox when we arrived at the mouth of
the Columbin River, sald one of the
officers last night “He was
promptly sent to the Quarantine Hospital,
where he s now belng treated, but the
remalnder of the offcery and crew were
kept for more than three hours at the
Quarantine Station and wers only covered

with bathing sults while thelr own clothes |

were being disinfected. 1t was as cold as
Labrador., Officers had to remain with
the crew, to the danger of discipline, No
mattresses or blankets wore served Lo us,
and the floor on which we tried to sleap
was dirty and chilly.

Wy were very glad
to jump into our own clothes again, I can
tell you. The physician and attendantis
were very kind and really did all they
could for us with the wretched accommo-
dations at their disposal. | was told that
the State of Oregon has appropriated
money to buy furniture and clothing for
people temporarily detalned at the Quar-
antine Station, but that there is delay in
the money belng so expended.
