Kill Themselves at Defeat.

MUKDEN, Dec, 22 —Apparently thers
is litile personal animoxity toward the
Japanese among the Buropean Rus-
wiane The Russinn reservist goes
out te Gght =imply because the
Empsror wills it, and takes little in-
terest  in the political reasons In-
volved in the struggle. But with the
Sibarians it s different. The war In
clomer to thelr native soil, and they
regard the Japaness ux their natural
ensmies. For this reason the only an-
fmosily that has been displayed to-
ward the Japaness wounded has been
in those hospitals whera there were a
majority of Siberlans. The Sisters of
Meorey, on the other hand, have showed
& decided partiaiity for Japaness pa-
tiaots, and thers has besn some jeal-
ousy arovsed among the Siberians, who
thought the Japunese were getling
“the best of it” at the hands of the
nurses.
