SEATTLE IS CONFIDENT.

Expects to Score Against Local Team
In New Year's Game.

The Seattlo Athletic Club Is all hope
for the New Tear's game since It has
defeated Multnomah, and Is talking about
the coming contest as if there were no
doubt in the world that Seattle would
have everything Its- - own way. The best
of the University of "Washington team
has been drawn on for material, and
the holes In the line-u- p caused by Inju-
ries to players have all been filled up.

Players like Tom MacDonald and

and Roller, the man who raised havoc
with the Mulnomah center-me-n In the
Sea'ttle game is now at fullback on of-
fensive, where he can do damage effect-
ively. Huntoon, who is accredited by
the Seattle papers with having played a
"sensational game" against Multnomah,
will be the other half. Every effort is
being made to strengthen the already
strong offense. Seattle had a taste of
victory in smashing through the stout
Multnomah center, and It Is just a lit-

tle afraid that the smashing was an ac-

cident, and that it will not happen again.
From this end, it is not expected to hap-
pen again.

There will be some queen arrange-
ments In the Seattle line-u- p. MacDonald
will be a guard on offense and quarter
on defense.

English, German, French and Italian
Crews in Contest.

This afternoon at 3 o'clock will occur
the International boatrace for tho beau
tiful pennant on exhibition In tho win
dow of Feldenhelmer's Jewelry store.

MAIL CONTINUES HEAVY

HOLIDAY RUSH KEEPS POSTOF-FIC- E

FORCE SNOWED UNDER.

Not Until the Middle of the Week
Will All Christmas Mail. Be Out

of the Way.

Those who have not received the ex-

pected Christmas presents from rela-
tives and others who usually send just
what is desired at this season ot the
year, should not despair, for the mall
Is so heavy at the Postofilce that It will
at least be Wednesday before the piles
of packages are taken home.

"Snowed under," is the way the Post-offi- ce

employes express It. Yesterday
letter-carrie- rs and others worked hard
delivering mall matter during the al-

lotted eight hours provided by law, and
brought Joy to many waiting ones eager
to clutch Christmas presents. In not a
few cases Postoffice people have them-
selves experienced Christmas hospi-
tality. They say that one of their best
friends today is Sheriff Word, who dis-

tributed about 1500 fine cigars at tho
Postoffice and among employes of street
railway companies.

At the offices or tne express com-
panies arriving packages were rushed
to their owners ana pacKages mat
reached this city yesterday morning

rtilvrfi in the afternoon by the
Wells, Fargo and Pacific Express Com
panies. Eugene Shelby nas Deen agent
in this city for 21 years ior tne wens,
Vnriro & Co. exnress. and he said last
night that the increase of business this
year has been about 20 per cent, over
last. The agents of other express and
delivery companies all reported that
good progress was being made with the
handling of packages, and that these
are generally sent out the same day as
received. The same rule applied yes-
terday to residence districts, but not
to stores in the business districts, which
were closed all 'day.

W0M)EE - WORKING- - VANADIUM

It Is Used in the Manufacture of Steel
for Defense.

Vanadium, when added to steel in the

proportion of 10 to 15 pounds to the ton of
steel. Imparts to the latter somo most ex-

traordinary qualities. It gives the steel
a tensile strength of 238,000 pounds at an
elongation of 19 per cent The average

.tensile strength of low carbon steel Is
110,000 pounds, or less tnan nan tnat ot
tho vanadium steel. Tools made or vana
dlum steel retain their temper and hard
noss at red heat This means that plan
ers and other metalworking machines can
turn out an increased output, for It will
make no difference now if the machines
aro crowded until the friction heats the
tools redhot

Large projectiles arc heated by Impact
with armor plates so that they lose in
penetrating power. If thoy are made ot
vanadium steel they may bo heated to
redness by the violence of impact, yet
thoy will not mushroom, but will retain
their maximum penetrating power. Big
guns made, of .vanadium steel will be so
much stronger that greatly Increased
powder charges may be used In them
But if the other fellow protects his ships
with vanadium steel the armor will be so
very much harder and tougher that its
Increased resisting power will offset the
hard projectile and the increased charge,
and there you are.

Soldiers, Southern editors, Colorado
mine bosses and others frequently under
fire can have helmets and breastplates, or
even armor covering tne entire body,
made of vanadium, steel so strong tha?
it will afford, complete protection, yet so
light that it may bo worn without incon
vcnlencc. Stamps for stampmllls in min
ing regions, if made ot vanadium steel,
would wear very much longer. Locomo
tive tires of vanadium steel would last as
long as the locomotive Itself. Boilers
made of vanadium steel could carry large
ly Increased pressure without reducing
the margin of safety. Skyscrapers with
a skeleton of vanadium steel would be in
far less danger of collapse In case of fire.
even If the terra cotta protection should
be destroyed, than is now the case, for
the steel even if redhot would be as sta.-

ble as at tho freezing point To bo de
stroyed the framework would have to be
melted, and vanadium steel melts only at
a temperature of 2000 degrees Centigrade.

The discovery of a commercially prac-
ticable method of procuring vanadium
seems to promise a most important effect
on the steel industry. Steel Is the most
important metal known to man. Any
process, therefore, which will Increase
the efficiency of the metal required for
a given purpose will reduce the cost to
the consumer by Just that much or in
crease the profits of the steel trust.

The metal Is a silver-whit- e, lustrous
crystalline powder that Is unaffected by
the air at ordinary temperatures. It melts
at 2O0O degrees Centigrade and is not at
tacked by hydrochloric or sulphuric
acid, but is easily soluble in nitric or hy
drofiuoric acid. In addition to the pur-
poses already mentioned. It Is used for
the highest-grad- e black for printing silks
and calicoes.

The metal Is extracted from an ore that
looks exactly like sandstone. In fact it
Is a sandstone of a bright yellow color.
There are Inexhaustible deposits ot It
In the Paradox Valley and elsewhere In
Western Colorado. It has also been found
In the lava from Vesuvius, and the spec
troscope shows that It exists In tne sun
In considerable quantities, though prob
ably not large enough quantities to pay to
work.

Vanadium possesses properties analo-
gous to those of radium. It is found In
carnotlte, from which radium is extract
ed. Indeed, there are so many possibili-
ties bound up in vanadium that Mr. Fren- -
zel has contributed 5250 to a fund for in
vestigating the physical properties ot
vanadium steel by the Colorado State
School of Mines at Golden.

Mr. Frenzel lias also offered In the same
school a prize of $250 for tho investigation
of the occurrence of rare minerals in
Colorado and their application and $104
worth of textbooks to the students most
proficient in this work. He has also of
fared the Electro-Chemic- al Society of
New York a prize of $250 for original re
search in rare elements.

All this prizeglvlng Is the result of Mr.
Frenzel's discovers of his vanadium mine
and a cheap process of extracting the
metal, and a resultant hope that he may
make another big find, for Colorado seems
to be a sort of storehouse for rare mm
crals. to say nothing of an abundant sup-
ply of the other kind. When a mineralo-
gist doesn't see what he wants he Just
goes out to Colorado, and dig around un
til he finds it There is an abundance of
uranium, valuable as an alloy, largely
used in photography and for producing
the amber color in glass and beautiful col
ors on pottery and porcelain. It Is found
in Colorado. When painters mixed their
own colors they used uranium oxides.
Uranium contains radio-activ- e principles.

Tho discoverer of the cheap process of
obtaining vanadium, which promises to
havo such effects, Is a most
Interesting personality. In appearance he
Is a combination of a "college professor
and a successful merchant, with an extra
touch of alertness not usual In either. He
is ar keen business man who has a genius
for turning his hand to whatsoever the
exigencies of the moment may require.
Not only is he a mineralogist and geolo-
gist who can find things where things
ought to be, but he Is also a sturdy miner.
who can swing a pick and shovel with
tho best of them to prove his theory hy
producing the ore. He. can. and he does
go out prospecting; he superintends tho
development ot the mine and takes a hand
In the work. At his Denver laboratory
he wields skillfully the tools of the car
