He sald that sleesping-cars had
not been otiginally conildered in connec-
tion with rate regulation at the time the
bill was first consldered in committes, but
as the dangerouy doctrine of specification
had been adopted, ho bellaved that slesp-
ing-cnrs stiould be included in the bill

Grosvenor (O.) sald that the position of
the House was the same ar when the con-
ference asked for by the Senate had been
agreed to,

De Armond (Mo.) called the rule “gag
Iaw,” and sald now was the time to vota
on the amendments as to sleeping-car
companies and passes for rallroud wm-
ployes,

Dalxell relterated his position that he
was in faver of the sleepIng-car amend-
mant and In favor of exempting rallway
employes from the operstion of the anti-
pass amendment,

House miy ugree to lenve the matier
under the present luw.

There Is a further prediction regard-
ing the result of the second conference
that Pullman ecors will be made sub-
Ject 1o regulation by the Interstate
Commerce Commission, Jjust as are
other facilitles of Interstate commerce,

Speaker Cunnon expressed himself
emphatically nguinst the probibition
of passes to rallroad employes,

The conferess have arranged to meet
at 10:30 o'clock tomorrow. It Is e&x-
pected that an agreement on all dif-
ferences will be reached apeedily.

CLOSING THE DEAL..

Senate Returns Statehood Bill
to Conferees.

WILL PUT IN COMPROMISE

Bill Passed Extending Time of
Transit for Livestock—Lodge
Gives Beef Packers Rap
on Knuckles.

WASHINGTON, June 12—The confer-
ence report on the statehood bill was to-
day withdrawn from and again presented
to the Senste, the new report conltaining
the eomptomiss provision agreed upou by
the confereas of the two houses. There
wuns some discussion of the powsr of tha
conferves to withdraw the report and ths
withdrawih! wus only permitted by &
vote. The new report was not consldersed.

Much of the remainder of the day was
devoled to the bill extending to 3 hours
the time that lvestock may ‘be carried In
transit without unloading, Warren being
in charge. During the discussion there
was some reference to the proposed legis-
tion for the regulation of packing
houses, and Lodge sald the puckers are
standing In thelr own light in not in-

viting the most rigld Inspection. The
LIl was piased.

TIME . OF TRANSIT

Senate Passes Bill and Lodge Raps
Puackers on Knuckles.

WASHINGTON, Juns 12—By a vole of
54 \o § the Senate today declded to, con-
sider the bIIl extending from =5 to 38
hours the time that NHvestock may be
kept In cars without unloading. The pus-
gage of the bill was advocated by War-
ren., who sald that under itg terms the
time can only be extended on the written
applieation of the owners of the stook,
and that often unloading is more harm-
ful to stock than to extand for a few
hours the time of thelr confinement.

The bill was opposad by Lodge, Scott
and Spooner, who contended that an ex-
tenslon of time would work a cruelty.
Hcott expressed the opinion that, In view
of the present agitation of the fresh-meat
question, it I8 not wise to give further
oceaslon for criticism.

Billey advocated the passage of the bill,
saying that it is impossible o enforee the
existing Inw, and that the President had
directed that the law be suspended during
the present Congress,

vanrdtng to tha view of Carter, aelf-
interest would compel shippers to protect
their stock, and he declared they would
tuko ;rrlm-r care of them in the absence
of any law on the subject

Piutterson decinred it the height of ab-
surdity, as well as of cruelty, to unload
stock within 5 few hours of thelr destina-
tlot, He suld that wild cattle conld not
be taken out of or Into cxrs without great
inhumanity.

Bpeaking from practleal experience, An-
keny expressed the opinton that the bill
would result boneficially

Lodge expressed the opinlonm that the
House would have done well to luglalate
on the alleged packing-house Abuses, «s
the Sonute had done.

Warren protested against the connec-
tion of the cattlegrowers with the pack-
ers, saying the former have far more to
complidn ©f s agalnst the packers then
have the public sty large.

Lodge sald tfat the Chleago packers
were standing In thelr own light In try-
ing to prevent legislation. *I1If they had
not been absolutely stupefled by greed,”
he wald, *‘they would have welcomed in-
spection that wounld assist them in reach-
ing the markets of the world."

Hopking daenlared that the Chlcage pack-
ers were not obstructing legislation; ““they
will weloome any Inspection or anything
that will stop the hysteria that is sweep-
ing over the world.”

The bill was then passed without divis-
lon.

SENT BACK TO

Report Will Now
Place to Compromise.

WASHINGTON, June 12—In the Senate
today, Benitor Beverldge sought to with-
draw the conference report on the state-
hood bill, so that the confarees might
tiike up the compromise agreed upon yes-
terday, but the request was opposed’ by
Blackburn, who made the peint of order
that a conference report, balng the prop-

erty of the two houses of Congress, can-
not be withdrawn, except by unanimous
cansent,

Carter replied that technically the report
in this case had not been presented to the
Houge. He contended that under the prac-
tioe of the Senate, a conferance report
could be withdrawn at any time previous
to action by the BSonate. He took lasue
with a statemont by Blackburn that the
report is tha joint property of both
Houses, saying that the papera are all
in tha Benate, and the matter has not
been presentad to the Hounse,

Lodge and Foraker took the position
that upon objection to the withdrawal of
a veport, such permission can only be
granted hy a vote of the Benate. Bever-
Idge thersupon moved that leave e grant-
ed to withdraw the report, und this was
earrled without division. He then formal-
lyv withdrew the report, thus taking #t
back to conference.

The confersss met Informally today and
agreed upon the new report to be made in
accordance with the compremise plan In
regard to Arizona and New Mexico. In
view of some dlssatlsfaction among the
Democrats in the Senate, It was thought
best not to bring In & report until tomor-
row. In the meantime, efforts are being
made to placate the Democrats in order
to aveld reopuning discussion of the ques.
tion.

Later in the day a second mesting of
the conferces was held apd It was decided
to make the report. It was presente to
tha Senate by Beveridege just prior to
adjournment and on motlon of Carter
it was ordered to e on the table, It prob-
ably wlil be called up tomorTow,

FRENCH POLICY

Promlises Concessions to Labor and

I§ DECLARED

Hopes for Disarmament.

PARIS, June 12—The Cablnet's declara-~
tion of polley was read in the Senats and
Chamber of Deputies today. It claborates
numarous social and economlie reforms,
Including an income tax, workmen's pen-
slong and a reduction of the hours of
labor, and says tha government proposss
to carry out with firmness, but without
roprianis the law providing for the wsep-
aration of church and state and to intro-
duce a general amnesty measure covering
strike and religious offenders,

Cancerning tue movement to bs under-
taken at the Hague peace conference 1o
reduce the navies of the powers, the dec-
laration of the Cabinet says:

“While continuing its entire coufidence
in the army and navy, France hopes that
the nations will gradually recognize right
as & busis for the solution of international
difficultles, until universal opinion parmits
the nations to decrease the welght of
thelr military expennes.’”

M. Jaures, on behalf of the Boclalista,
sternly oondemned Minister of the In-
terfor Clemenceau for suppreasion of the
strigze movement and designated the Gov-
ernmént's nction ne violating the Uberty
of workingmen. He also declared that
his party favored the exproprintion of
capital.

BEconomy the Cry in Chnla.

PEKIN, Juns 12— hina is in financial
stralts, The expenses of tho government
are multiplying without increased reve-
nues. The pay of the new army Is con-
slderably in arrears, and s great per-
centage of desertions Is resulting. The
Dowager Empress has fasued a long edlct,
tmpressing on all officials tha necessity
of economy. The edlet is addressed to
the people, and attempts lo jusiify the
course of the government.. It aanys that
no one appreciates so much as the throne
tho sufferings of the people from the tax-
atlon necessary (o meet the great for-
e¢lgn indemnity and new government proj-
ects—asufferings which have been Increas-
ing by the disfuvor of heaven in falling
to send rain.

British Rout Rebel Zulus.

DURBAN, Natal, June 12 — Cplonal
Mackenszle's column yestorday attacked
the rebel natives, who hoad sought shelter
in the bush. The latter c¢limbed trees,
whence they hurled assegals on the
troopa, but bullets dropped them out of
branches, Over 40 were thus killed, and
altogether 180 natives were sisin. Dark-
ness ended the operations of the troops,
but the rout of the rebels is practically
complste,

Rout the Pretender's Forces.

TANGIER, June 13.—(Special.)—After a
flerce eungagement, In which loss of life
on both sides was large, loyal troops suc-
cesafully stormed the maln positions of
the pretender's forces near Tunburin and
put them to rout. The rebels lost 66
killed and many wounded, whils the loss
to the loyal troops wis much larger,

Shriners to Meet in Los Angeles.

CHICAGO, June 18—Upwards of &0
nobles of the Mystle Shrine from all
partg of the country atianded the open-
Ing session of thelr convantion today. At
the afternoon session it wad deeclded (o

Dies From Auto Accldent.

CHICAGO, June 12—Miss Alvina J.
Pinger died in the Evanston Hospital to-
night from the Injuries she suffered Sun-
day night when she was crushed be-
neath an automobile. Walter Stafford,
tribune - of .the House and shouted
the same accldent, is dying.

Thess are purchases of land
tarough the peasants’ banks and
transmigration to BSiberia, eapecinlly
commending the latter, and recom-
monding the granting of free land In
HBiberia and exemption from taxes for
a perlod of years. The congress also
indorsed the government's proposition
for a dissolution of the commune Sys-
tem wherae it is desired.

An Influential but small minority,
hesded by Count Uvaroff, of Baratofl,
protested aguinst the selfish attitude
of the nobility, urging, unavallingly,
that the large landlords, If they wished
to éscape from utter ruln, must cede
something to the country and at least
congent to the expropriation of the
surplis estates.
