If His Majesty
favors Podbilelsk) it will constituts a
disavowai of Buelow, pnecessitating the
latier's retireoment from office

A week ago uSturday Prince Buelow
papused to bp published In ¢one of the
Government organs the announcement
that General Podbielskl had asked ear-
l¥ in the week to have his resignation
lald before the Kalser. Thursday night
Genernl Podblelskt authorised a Bearlin
paper to gay that up to that hour he
had not thought of resigning.

According to Prince Bwliaw, this
statement was made when the Minls-
ter's resignation was actunlly in the
hands of the Chancellor. It is gener-
nlly nssumed that the Kalser will stand
by Prince Buclow and dismmiss the gen-
eral. If this shall prove to be the
ease, it will be gratifylog to the pub-
e, which Is of the opinlon that Pod-
blelski has viclated the German tradi-
tion that no Minlster of the Crown
should be mixed up In business con-
cerns deriving profit from the Govern-
ment.

From the popular point of wiew, the

BOMBS MEANT FOR FALLIERES

Italinn Arrested on Susplelon of
Aims to Kill President,

MARSEILLES, Aug. 20.—The police
yesterday arrested an Itallan anarch-
ist named Cirillo Francesz, a bootmak-
er, on susplelon of belng In a plot to
nssadsinate President Fallleray on his
appronching visit to the Marseilles ax-
position. When Francexz's lodgings
were searched the pollce found 4
ounces of fulminate, 38 lead screws
and other bomb asccessories. anl] of
which bhad been brought from Italy.
Thhe arrest was the result of the re-
celpt of an anonymous letter. describ-
lng the plot, which had wide ramifica-
tions, and it |8 bellaved to be gonnected
with the arrest of the Jinlian on the
Franco-Spanish frontier at the time of
the attempt on the llves of King Al-
fonso and Queen Vietorin in Madrid
This Italian  was released by the
French police for want of evidence, but
wite expelled fram the country.
