That Tom Word, late Sheriff. of Mult-
nomih County, is determined to force the
tixpayers to reimburse him for expenses
incurred in closing up the gambling
establishments and dens of vice in Port-
land, {8 evident from the fact that yes-

terday he presented a bill to County
Auditor Brandss for §60.%, based on
his outlay of money for watchmen

statloned at the Warwick Club, Portiand
Cluh, Paris House, Little Parls House,
and other establishments of similar
charaoter.

This is not the first time Mr. Word has
tried to collect the money he clajms is
dus him on this score. but heretofors his
efforts have heen frowned on by the
County Commissioners. and his appeals
to higher courts have met with no more
gratifying resul To be sure. ths ex-
Bheriff has included in this Jjast state-
ment of Account expenses not enumerated
in any previous bill, but it is thought they
will &l look alike to the muthorities, and
that Mr. Word will have to invoke tha
wid of the ¢ourts if he expects to realize
anything.

Of the kespers for thess establishments,
Fuller and Sperry both have died sglnce
the clalms opriginated, and if the sent|-
ment of the County Commissioners is any
eriterion, a greal many earthly changes
will take place bafore Mr. Word gets his
monay, althourh County Auditor Brandes
admits having approved Mr, Word's sug-
gestion In the start to place kespers in
churrge of the establishments.

The ex-Sheriff In his complaint filed at
the time ho brought suit to recover from
tha county, clglms to have c¢ollected in
cxoess of 30400 In fines during his crusade
against gambling. a®s & result of which
the fllegal priactice was suppressed in this
county. The bill presented yesterday
reads, "‘expenses incurred In enforcing
the gambling ordinances.™

The record of Mr. Word's litigation in-
dicatezs that the demurrer of Multnomah
County was gustained by Judge Frazer to
lils original complaint, as well as to ths
amended complaint when it came up for
conslderation, whereupon Word dismissed
the suits without prejudice to & new
action.

Complrinant sets farth also that her
husband is the owner of 17 shares of the
cipitnl stock of the Fortland Manufac-
turing Company which is made a party to
the suft under injunction proceedinga to
restrain {t from transferring the stock on
the books of the corporation, it being
allaged that by reason of his dissolute
habits her husband s rapldly dissipat-
ing his property. and iz likely ta ssll the
stock unless restrained.

Plalutiff prays for a decree dissolving
the bonds of matrimony existing between
herself and husband: that the custody of

the childrén be awarded her, and for
$10,000 to apply towsrd education of the
