Balfour Says Unfair BIilL

Mr. Balfour, opposition leader, charac-
teriged the bill as grossiy unfair, as tha
irish members of Parllament were %
able (o Interfere In BEnglish and Scotch
affairs whila the Housa of Coammons
would be unabls to say & word In the
annlogous business about to be trans-
ferred to the new Council. The measure
would not legitimately relleve the aspira-
tions of the Irish and would only causse
confusion (n the administration and en-
tEl]l real grievances In S¢otiand and Eng-
Tand

More preposterous suggestlons regard-
ing the local government had never boen
made. he declared. They would cause
rolligions with the authorities and Inevit-
ably involve a breakdown of the whaols
schemse, The proposals would satisfy
nelther the English nor the Scoltch and
still less the Irish.

RHedmond Asks for More Money.

After expressing doubt regarding
cartain minor features, Mr. Redmond
discussed the financizl features Ha
sald he belleved the fund of £650,600
wis most Inadequate. The whola
amount would be mortgaged at oncs,
leaving nothing for the development
of Ireland. Therefore it would he Im-
posxsible, successfully to work the
schemae, The police department was
the only one In which a real saving
could be effected, and that was with-
held from them.

Mr. Redmond confessed that al-
though he viewed the question from
i positlon opponite to that of Mr. Bal-
four, ha feit the force of some of the
latter's arguments. Howevar, If the
mensurs showad tsell even moderataly
succeasful, hix party wsould gladly ac-
cept It.
