Night Jaller Phillips and Detective Ser-
geant Baty went out on the call and on
arriving at the place, found Blakely In a
serious condition He waa attended by a
physician, but was violent and beyond
control of his relatives

‘T'he muan was placed on a stretcher and
taken to the station, where Dr. Zelgler
was walting. At first it seemed that the
man was not critically il and he was
placed In jall S8oon, howover, he grew
worse, and the physiclan fearing the
erigis ordered the man taken out of jail.
and sent upstairs A cot was arranged
and the man placed on it He became
worns rapldiy and within a few hours
died. The body was taken in charge by
relatives.

The need of An emergency hospital wan
forcibly shown by the incldant. As the
lotn! hospitals refuss patients suffering
from dellrfum tremens, and relatives iIn
mmil cases are unabls to give them
proper care. the police station 1s the only
place for the unfortithate wretches who
fall victims to their overindulgence. The
lark of adequate hospital facilitles and
the poor accommodations In the Jall 4o
not tend to Increase the chances of the
patient's recovery.

Late Officer of Fur Company
Cnnada Resembled McLoughlin.

Soon after he finlehed hils studias the
Hudson's Bay Company was In search
of an honest) competent and =netive
peraon to take charge of Its businesas
at ita post on the shores of Lake Tem-
iscamangie, near the hendwaters of
the Upper Ottawa River. Sweezey was
the man for the place. By hils genial
manners nnd eaxtreme courtesy, Mr.
Sweexey had the happy faculty of be-
coming ncquainted with almost every
person, and of having avery person his
friend. He remalned many yeara in the
amploy of that powerful and Aaggres-
aive corporation, enjoyving the confi-
dence of not only its officlals, but also
overy person who cama ‘within the
circle of his acqualntancs,

Mr, Sweezey was 2 fine writer, spoke
the Indlan, French and English lan-
gunages fluently, and was =ald to be
one of tha best judges of fur on tha
Upper Ottaws.
