But the stook
mnrkel was unable to resist fhoe topheavy
condition to. which It had bhesn brought
by the eWtension of the long interest and
ity deaire to realize profitm, while the elimi-
nation of the shoart interest which has been
driven to cover on the rise, daprived the
markot of the prinecipal source’ of demand
whioch hns heiped to smustain it for several

days panst The early mdvement of prices |

was orrallc and feverish with the muspicion
of manipulative measures to -sustain prices.
These were apparently abandonsd us the
day advanced and the whole st gave way.
An example of the imporiance given o
the showing of mallrosd sarnings was the
aotlon of the Missourl, Kansas & Texas
stooks on the publication of the ecarnings
