wageant of the type which I understand
the Festival Associntion of your clty pro-
poses to display this coming year.

“I am not famillar cnough as yet with
the spirit of Portland people to say
whether or not our work will be a suc-
cess, but I am convinced that the men
with whom 1 have already consulted ars
enlerprising enough to give this elity just
as magnificent spectacies as any com-
munity I have ever visited.
