Wilkes Tells of His Agreement.

Irvin Wilkes, of Forest Grove, was
the first witness called by the Govern-
ment yesterday poditively to prove the
fraudulent character of the homestead
entrice that were made by various get-
tlers who afterwards sold thelr claims

to the Butte Creek Company. Wilkes
tastifled that he had lived at Foasil from
180 until ufter proving up en his
oad In 1800. He expluined that
which he filed was in“

Government land thit

by the fence afterwiards
the Butte CUreek Com-

pany. He alleged that Clarence B.
Zachary, foreman for the company, heg
asked him to file on the ciaim and

afterwards sail It to the company, the
purposs of the company In acqulring
this plers of land belng to control the
wator supply within the enclosure.
Wilkes sald that Zachary had told him
that If he, Wilkes, would tile on the
¢laim and prove up on It and then dead
it to the Butte Creek Company, he
would be paid $200 above all of his ex-
penses,

This mgresment with Zachary, =ald
Wilkes, provided that the Butte Creek
Comp should make all of the neces-
rovements on the land required
by the homestead law. Witness testi-
fled that he had nothing to do with the

slight improvements that were made
and that he dld not live on the claim
at all. In fact, he admitted,that ho

had visited the premises only twice be-
fore he completed final proof in March,
1500, before Hamlilton H. Hendrlcks, an
officer of the Butta Cresk Company,
who was al=o United States Commis-
sioner ot the time. It was the recol-
lectlon of the witness that he made
final proof before Hendrleks when
nelther of his witnegges was present
and that most of thelanswers to the
questions proposed In the final proof
papers were suggested by Hendricks
himeelf. After flling on the clalm and
before making final proof, Wllkes
testifled that he was glven a horse,
valued at §15, by Zachary with the un-
derstanding that It should apply iIn
payment of the agreed price of $300 he
was to recelve for his land. " When he
had recelved the final receipt from the
Land Oftice, Wilkes stid he surrendered
his claim to the Butte Creek Company
and recgived the balance of the stipu-
lated conslderation of $300,

Judge Webster was particularly severs
his examination of Wilkes, whom he
arralgned nol only for swearing falsaly
when he muds final proof himself, but
becaumss he had advised his wife to swgar
likewise., But afrerwards, in answer (o a
question from Heney, Wilkes declared
that many of the questions had not been
asked him at all, the answers o o me-
jority of. them having been written In
elther by Hendricks or Zachary. He also
swore that the statuotes printed on the
finnl proof blanks and warning the en-
tryman against perjury wera not read to
him at the time he went through the mo-
tions of making final proof.

Wilkes wns excusied early in the after-
noon sossion and was succeeded by his
wife, who had also filed on & homestead
at the suggestion of Zachary, who ad-
vanced the necessary mor for fling.
Zachary also furnished wiiness the money
with which to commute her claim. and
afterwards when ho demanded the return
of the funds he had expended, Mrs.
Wilken testified that she sold her clalm
to him. reeceiving in cash $160. She testi-
tha finnl proof papers had been
d by Hendricks and all that sha

But befpre golng Into the deal
Morgan demanded that the company sup-
piy him with lumber to the value of §in
with which to construct & houss. This
was done, the understanding being that
the valus of the lumbsr should be de-
ducted from the purchase price of 500
when the clalm waa turned over to the
company. When the time arrived for
Morgan to commute on the homestsad,
thie company advanced him the necessary
300 and he completed the proof at The
Dalles Land Office. Wlitnéss said he
afterwards relinquished this claim also.

But he did not tell the interesting
transaction he enginsered between the
time he made final proof and the time
the relinquishment was filed. 1t s said
that about ths time Morgan applied for
his final receipt when he commuted the
clalm, the Government authoritles had
becamas susplcious and caused the whole-
sale suspension of final proofs. Bafora
the embargo against these entries had
been ralsed, Morgan acguainted himsell
sufficlently with the land laws to know
that by signing a relinguishment at any
tima befora the final proof hod been we-
cepted and a receipt issued, he could
draw down the 00 he had pald into the
Land Office when he commuted tha claim.
Accordingly, it is understood he went to
the Land Office at the Dalles, without
the knowledge of ths company, mads
the refwgaishment, and received the 0
the company had sdvanced him. This
terminated his relations with the com-
pany, which got some expensive ex-
perience In liew of a coveted homestead,
and is still looking for the return of its
3200,

Morgan proved a stubborn witness on
cross-examination and Judge Webstar
found It diffcult to maks him admit that
he had sworn falsely in making final
proof. In his direct examination the
witness hss said that he visiteg the
clnim not more than three times and that
his visits were at least six months apart.

“You say you only wislied your clalm
two or three times' commented Judge
Wehater. *““What did vou go out thera
at all for?”

“I went out to see if there was a ranch
there,” soberly responded the witness,
while the spectators tittered untll rapped
to order by Court Ballif Humphtreys.

“What was your object In trying to
viglt the clalm every six monthe?" fol-
lowed Judge Webster. £

“Oh, It was the custom of the country
about that time.,” repliad the witness,
amidst further laughter.

Witness Promised $300.
Cynthia B. Hamilton, who was the last
witnesa for the day, testified that she

bhad visited her clalm only once and that
sha remained there only 15 minutes. Mrs.
Hamilton now resldes at Mount Angel,
but at the time the confiscation of Ore-
gon's public lands was In full blast she
condueted a hotel at Fossll. Bhe testi-
fied that Zachary had asked her to file
on & homestead, advising her that she
could very readily do so without inter-
fering with her work in any way, He
told her that the company would not only
look after the care of the claim until
after final proof, but would pay her 30
far the land If she would deed It 1o the
corporation. Mrs. Hamllton, however,
did not econclude her deal with the Butte
Creek Company, but ralingquished the
clnim last Fall, somn time after the In-
dictment against Steiwer and others, in-
cluding defendants Hall and Msays, who
are pow on trial, had been returned.
