MUGH MONEY IDLE

Decline in Activity Shown by
Flow of Funds Eastward.

STOCKS NOT HELPED BY IT|

Wall Street Again Alarmed by Gov-

ernment’'s Attitnde Toward Cor-
porations—Steel Shows Most
Hesistance 1o Depression.

NBEW YORK, Jan. 21.—The sudden weakon-
ing of the stock market in the last few min-
utes of trading on Monday left Hw impres-
sion on the tone of the transactions ail day
toldsy. Thore were apparent at times offorts
to nurse the market and srrest the declin-
\ng tendsncy and to Invita renswed purchases
from outside sources which would further thal
purposs, but the propondérancs of speculative
Nquidation over ihe absorptive power of the
muarket could not be concealel. A factor in
arresting the decline was the check 1o the
viplent break Io American Emelting, after It
hind wold down to @38 nt which level a heavy
demand mprang up from Slhe over-extended
short [nterest the stock,s which lifted It
sharply above last night's closing price. The
growing dullnese of the markei on the rally
was a rellubls index of the part played by the
covering of short coontracts In bringing it
Abaut.

A report was current that J. Plerpont Mor-
gan was to leavs op & Eurvpean trip in &
few weaks and the bears drew auguriea from
this unconfirmed report that [mportant oper-
ations looking to the further rebabilitation of
stock prices wers not 10 be expected afler
the event.

Washington dispatches, whith wers con-
sidered unfavorable to an advance In prices,
sald that the Governmant's cans agalnst the
Harriman rallroad merger was to be an-
nounced =00t and tha: documenta were (o be
looked for at an early daie, offering new con-
tentions against sorporatiens. Of some effect,
also, was the opposition on the fcor of Con-
gress to the plan of leniency towards the coal-
carrying raliroads by the Department of Jus-
tice, pending the suits to discover the wvall@ity
of the commodity clauses of the Interstata
Commerce law amendments. These davelop-
ments were of groat effsct In wakeolng the
tone of the markt.

The continued fall of Interest rates for loans
of all descriptions was of no effect in holding
prices  of stocks as ths enormous meflux of
funds from the country's clreniation ia be-
coming portentoumly msignificant of the ex-
tent of the decline In trade activity. The
TUnited States Steel stocks showed ralative
powor of pesistance to the depressicn for the
Eredter part of the €ay The whols et sold
off late in the day and closed weak not far
from the lowest.
