wter made u forcible argument, speaking
for more than two hours. In which he re-
viewed In a general way the testimony
that had bheen presented by the Govern-
ment in support  of the conspiracy
charge. He insisted that the vieolation of
the liw on which the conspiracy charge
wis founded was of a character that
had been very generally and insidlousiy

carried out with the Indulgence of the
departmeni. He denied that Hall had
bosn negilgent in the discharge of his |

duty as a public officlal and referred ta
the fect that in the Interviews between
Hall and either Hendricks or Stelwer, it
had been represented to the District At-
torney that the complaints were the re-
sult of spitework on the part of settiers
and that the Butte Creek Company was
not malntalning unlawful fonces.
Naturally, contended counsel, Hall de-
gired further Informnation befors pro-
¢eading, ns there certainly was Insuffi-
clent evidence on which to base & crim-

inal prosecution. The obvwlous difference
of opinlon as to the conditions In
Wheeler County suggested cunllon on

the part
the case

of the prosecutor, who referred
to the department to which It
properly  belonged—the Interior Depari-
ment—and requested that Special Agent
Lywoomis maoke an Investigation and re-
port. Judge Webster further held that
there was nothing In the conversations
botween Hall and either Hendricks or
Stelwer that would show that Hall be-
eame & party to the alleged consplracy
for maintaining the unlawful fence. Tha
contention of the Government that the
alleged wmlawful agreemont was for the
purpose of giving Hall the advantage of
Steiwer’'s support of the candidate Hall
wanted elected Unlted States Senator,
he sald, had ngt been supported, since
it had not been shown that Hall exer-
clsed any influence over Stelwer In that
respect elther at the 15! or the 1503 ses-
slons of the Leglsiature.

Referring to the fact that Wheeler
County had not been mantioned In the
list of countles that were named In

Hall’s letter asking that unlavful fences
in BEastern Oreigon be examiued, Judge
Webater safd that Hali's request was of
s goeneral character and merely called
for assistance to inguire into conditions
in the eastern part of the stute.

In further support of his motion,
counsel for the defendsnt argued that
it Hall had joined the conspiracy in
19006 or 1801, the statute of limitations
had run against the offense, and, hav-
ing run, 1t could not be revived with-
out another overt act In pursuance of
the original agreement and In which
Hall had participated. There was no
evidence, he sald, from which the jury
wonld be justified in concluding that
Hall ever went Into any such under-
standing with the defendants or that
he had agreed to assist them in main-
taining the unlawful fences through
hls Inactivity as a prosecutor.

Tracey E. Becker Answers.

Tracey E. Becker, special asslsinnt
to the Attorney-General, followasd
Judge Websater and made his malden

speech In the Oregon Federal Court.
In It he concisely outlined the position
of the prosecution and logleally pre-
sented the contentlong of the Qovern-
ment on which It relies in establish-
ing the charge of conspiracy against
Hall. Seo thoroughly did Mr, Becker
cover the subject that Mr. Heney 4id
not deem it necessary to speak on the
mocion., which was decided adversely
by the court.

Mr., Becker declared that It was the
duty of Mr. Hall, a8 a public prosecut-
or., to punleh persons for maintaining
uniawfyul rlences The complaints in
themselves, together with the maps
that had been submitted by the com-
plaining = erg early in 1%0J, he ns-
sarted, = sufficient In themselves
<0 warrant either a oriminal or a eivil
prosecution without sny delay The
PMstrict At it was charged. had
delayed taking stlon until As late as
1503, even after Special Agent Dixon
had miade hls second restigation, At
that time Hall again notified Stetwer
that unless the fences were removed he
would e to prosacute, although in
the an letter he admitted haVing
given Stelw the same notioe aver two
yvears before. During this deluy the
statute of Hmitations was rapidly run-
ning against a criminal proceeding.

Fallure to Prosecute Urged.

It was further

18

vontended by Alr.
Becker that the fallure of a prosecut-
Iing offlcer to proceed agalnst violators
of the jIaw amountad to a particlpation
in A conspiracy and the execution of
the unlawful agreement for which the
consipracy might have been formed. In
support of this argument, the Asslstant
Prosecutor clted numerous cases that
had been decided unilformly favorable
to the Government's case in the Federal
Courts elsewhére,

“Tihe defepdant Hall," sald Mr. Beck-
er, “became ¢onnected with the con-
spiracy from the time of lils converaa-
tions with Hendricks and Steiwer in
1800, and by the admissions In his own
letters. From the day Hall found that
Stelwor and Hendricks were Important
and iInfluentinl men, that minute, by
his Inactlon, he fatherod, adopted, rati-
fied., confirmel! and entered into the
conapiracy, and of this there Is abund-
ant evidence to warrant the submission
of the case to the jurs.'

Judge Webster followed, reasserting
that there had been no inaction on the
part of Hsall as a prosecuting officer;
that Hall had mada no attempt to con-
ceal the Wheeler County complaints
and was In a regular way procesding
with an investigation of the compiaints
that hand been recelved In hls office.

Judge Hunt's Declsion. B

In denying the motlon., Judge Hunt
sald:

“TI will say I will rafrain from any
comment upon the testimony at this
time, further than to say that my mind,
belng refreshed by hearing these argy-
ments and by refaronce to these letters,

and by recalling the dates; is 'led to
the conclusion that put of these mat-
ters and the clrcumstances the court

could not say at this time, as a matter
of law, that there is not sufficlent evi-
dence to go to the jury: nor can the
court say that only one inferonce conld
he drawn from the whole evidence by
reasonable men dellberating upon it
And 1T procead upon the premise that so
far as the law is concernad, almoat par-
aphrasing one of the principles
down In the opinions of the courl, as
read by Mr. Becker, 1 take 1t that it
must be the law that In cases of con-
spiracy a continulty of omission to
rct, and the intent to accomplish &n
unlawful purpose, may become the af-
firmance of the uniawful act when
done, and co-operation with those who
do them. Such, sucelnctly stated, I taks
it to be & principis that must pervade
the law. I think the csse must go to
the jury, and that it would not be prop-
er for  the court now at this tlme to
updertalite to say nooly one legal view
could be attalned from this evidence.”
