Mr. Heney traged the nlleged conspir-

But the approval of
the vigorous denuncistion of Inactive
progecutors was mhort-lived for Judge
Hunt and Balllf Humphrevs tapped
sharply for order and Joadge Hunt
guve explicit orders to the officpra to
arreft for contempt of court any one

When ths Oregon country was being
seltled up, between 1550 and 1560, McDon-
id was weaithy, and furnlshed hundreds
of horses for the use of the mounted
troops during the battlea with the Indians,
The Government never relmbursed him
Tor his gunerosity, nor wete the horees ra-
turned to him. He also advanced money
In large amounts to the men who were
fighting the aborigines, when the Govern-
ment announced {ia intentlon of paying
the men off, but # is sald that bhe never
recelved a cent for hin puins.

According to the statement sworn 16 by
MeDonald, and placed on file at the
Courthouse, o was born on Prince Ed-
warl Island, and has no relntives here.
He ls teported to be a brother to Premier
McDonald, of the Dominiun Government.

GOURT APPROVES
MERGER PROJECT

German-American Bank ‘Given
Permission to Take Over
Oregon Trust.

DOORS WILL OPEN SOON

Order Removes Greatest Obstacle (o

Reorganlzation Scheme — Small
Depositors to Be Pald at Once,
Details of the Plan,

An order permitting ilie merger of the
defunct Oregon Trust & Bavings Bank
with the German-American Bank was
granted by Judge Gantenbein yesterday
in State Clreult Court. The declsion of
the court approves the potition arigin-
nlly submitted by Receiver Devlin, with
such modifications as have been sug-
gefited from time to time hy the court
or by attorneys for the two banks and
other partie=s in Interest. The court's de-
clsion favoring the morger, though gen-
crally expectid, wos novertheless re-
celved with muoch satlsfaction by Re-
¢eiver Deviin, Presfdent Reed, Louls J.
Wilde, and many depositors of the de-
funct Institution, all of whom expressad
themuselves ns believing the mergor néar
consummation.

Recelver Devlin belleves that the nce
tual opening of the bank’s doors neod not
be delayed more than o week. Within
that time, he belloves, all réemalning deé-
tajla may be arranged, directors chosen,
new books opened and business resumed.

Mr. Deviin has been confined to his
home by illness for the past two days,
but eéxpects Lo return to the bunk this

morning.

Contract® are now being prepared for
the signuiturés of the directorate of tho
reorgunized  bank and Receiver Deylin
embodying the terms of the settlement
approved by the court. By the agroe-
ment, the German-American Bank will
take over the nssets of the defunct Ore-
gon Trust and meot all Habilities within
two years. It = understood that the
smailer creditore of the bank will be
pald off firdt, As soon ns mny be, all
having accounts of not over $£5 In ihe
institution will be palll. Then those hav-
ing accounts of not over 50 will ba =at-
isfied. and so on up to svcounts of §00.

Must Approve Directorate,
Judge Ganlenbein, In his opluion, =pe-
ciftes that the new 'directorate of the

bhunk shalk conxint af not less than maven
reputable buainess men, who shall be
approved by the ¢ourt before the bank
resumes business, Furthermore, 1t Is
provided that tha recelver shnll continue
to serve until the labllities of the bank
are pald, but after the doors reopen the
receiver and liis attorney shall be  paid
by the German-American Bank. and not
ot of the gaeets of the Oregon Trust

Judge Gantenbein sats forth that as a
golng institution, the German-Amerlean
Bank will be able to get & falr price for
the honds and other assets of the close®
hank, whereas If the liguldation Is had
through a foreed receivership, only a
fractlon of the value of those securitios
can be obtained.

“Moreover,” sayvs Judge Gantenbiln,
“the creditors will have on additional
guaranty of 3400278, represanting the dif-
farence betwenn the assots and linbilitiea
of tha merged Institutions, according to
the detallod rfeport of the expert ascount-
ant now on file in this proceeding.

“Thoe court fully realizes that it repre-
spents all the ereditors, and not only
those who were present at the meeting
of January L, HOS, and at the scasion of
the court of Fobruary 1, 198, but ac-
cording to all fair rulea of inference, It
must arrive at the conclusion that it is
the sense of nn overwhelming msjorily
of the creditors that the merger plan
should be approved. Moreover, tha courl
in thoroughly econvinced that no better
terms tan be exacted from' the German-
Ameriean Bank than those contained In
the order submitted to the court, that
the approval of the merger will clearly
conduce to the best Interests of the cred-
ftors of the suspended bank, and that
they will thereby be pald dollar tor dol-
lar for thelr <laims, within two ¥years

at the latest
“It is Lherefore ordered that the pe-
titlon of the recelver be granted Lt

order be ontered.' .

Wil Turn Over Much Cash.

L. J. Wilde, president of the German-
Amorican Bank, says that |nstitution is
all ready to turn over all itk casn and
accounts to the merger, This will bring
to the new bank about $1060 In gold.
Mr. Wilde has been, perliips, the most
active promoter of the rearganization.
While I_m wiis in a positlon to Insist on
hizs people holding the control in the new
bank, he has not done so. on the con-
trary, directors In the new bank will

Ball was brought to under-
stand In court that unrequited and un-
solicited embraces are somelimes ox-
penaiva luxuries, for hiz offensa cost bim
exnactly $0.

Miza Eva Fischell, a young sdleswomun
of striking appearance, was the offended
party, and she told with miny n blush
how Sall detalned her after the other
employes had departed presumably te
discuss with her a question as to the
wages she 'should recelve In the fulure,
Instead of ontering on the proposed
business Interview, Miss PFischoll related
that Sall, who iz nearing 5, told hor she

pleased him Immensaly, and that he
hoped she was beginning to likese him,
Then he essayved to entwine hls arms

ahout her neck, and sucecceded iIn dolng
sp beforn she could effectively protesi.

Mizs Flachell said she lhiad some trou-
ble releasing herself. She left the pluce
atl once mnd told of her experfence to
relatives. This all cccurred on Monday.
Tuexduy she went to the City ‘Attorney’s
office and sepured a warrant of arrest
for Ball. 8he felt that the conduct of
her erstwhile employer was an affront,
she sald. for he assuredly colld not be
Eincere in his display of affection [n
view of tha fact that he Is already mar-
ried.
