Great Emancipator Among

the Masterful Men in

History.

HAD A DIVINE MISSION

Dr. Benjamin Young Says Ho Was

Called by God to Guide the
Nation Through Its Dark-

est Hour of Existence.

The "Life of Abraham Lincoln," chosen
by Dr. Benjamin Young- as the subject
for his address at the Taylor-stre-et

Methodist Church last night, was espec-
ially appropriate, coming, as It did, just
before the birthday of the great liberator,
which occurs next "Wednesday. The ad-
dress was as follows.

Thre la a Gospel of character and biog-
raphy. The life of a man which Is ex-

ponential of the thought and the feeling; of
an ago Is a fruitful subject for study. The
poise of men In critical oerlods of history
will always be viewed with Interest. A
Kreat life Is a Rreat text for men. Biog-
raphy is fascinating; and helpful; tt Is be-

cause of this that there Is so much biog-
raphy in the Bible. In character we see
the exhibition of that which is human and
near us. and find in It often the Picture of
life conditions.

His Life a Lesson.
In all the history of our country there Is

no study more thrilling than the later life
nf Abraham Lincoln. His antecedents were
humble. His father, though evidently ener-
getic, was in deep poverty. His mother was
a superior woman, but of a moibid tempera-
ment, which Lincoln seems to have Inher-
ited. H home was rude and uncomfort-
able, (lis environment was harsh and

Lincoln, however, had jrrit and
grip and a great purpose. He was enthusi-9."ii- c

in his efforts to obtain, knowledge andIngenious In securing material near at
hand. Many a pentiment was nailed in his
mind by the flickering light of shavings
burned on the Drlmitive cabin hearth. In

nung manhood he took a course in Englishgrammar, and later mastered surveying. He
became captain of a company of volunteers;
he achieved distinction enough in the local
community to b made postmaster. He was
ambitious, but he had to be careful, and
had to practice the, strictest economy.

was his aim. and his history
reveals a fine Intensity of purpose in this
direction. While a young man he was
ele.-t- to the State but did not
distinguish himself. He even seems to have
been somewhat Utopian, as is revealed by
his advocacy of certain schemes.

As a lawyer, he was not brilliant, but he
was honest and much loved. His law part-
ner has not given any too great praise of
his legal ability, although he says, "that
for some phases of a lawyer's work, he was
peculiarly adapted." He had an innate love
Tor truth and a fine appreciation or1 the
ethics pt the bar. He was lucid and logical,
ttnd generally hit the nail on the head. As
n politician in Congress, he did not make a
great mark. He had an introduction to
grave policies, and began to see the Im-
portance of great principes. It was a time
of strife. The abolitionists were deter-
mined end held that slavery was a league
with death and a covenant with hell. The
Whig party was dying. The South assailed
the North, and the North fulminated against
the South. The slens of the times- por-
tended the coming storm. The compromise
nii'usures of Congress, the border ruffianism,
the Infamous Dred Scott decision all helped
to stir passion to white heat.

Faced Great Problems.
So man ever came into a great office with

such grave problems confronting him. That
he was marvelously endowed with wisdom
Is evidenced from his first inaugural

in that period of turmoil how calm
and judicious is this great utterance: "The
power confided to me will be used to hold,
occupy and possess the property and places

to the Government, and to collect
the duties and Imposts; hut beyond what
niav be necessary for these objects, there
will be no Invasion, no use of force among
the people anywhere. In your hands, my
d is satisfied Is the mo-
ment ious issue of civil war. The Govern-
ment will not assail you. You can have no
conflict without being yourselves the ag-
gressors."

In those words how the character of the
man grew upon the people. Society might
ignore him. and some of the papers say,
"t hat his father w as an importud gorilla
from Mozambique." the crisis Into which he
was' plunged proved the words of the able
Chase, "that he was a man to be depended
on." His leadership of the Nation during
the settlement of the great issue, his eman-
cipation proclamation, his dealings withgreat Generals, his selection of Grant, his
tact with Seward and Chase, his messages
to Congress, his courage, his faith In the
darkest hpurs of the war exhibit Lincoln as
the man of affairs and the practical states-
man second to none In political wisdom and
genius for government in the history of this
great Nation.

The closing words of his second Inaugural
are enshrined in the heart of the Nation:
' Fondly do we hope fervently do we pray

that this mighty scourge fo war may
speedily pass away; yet. if God wills that
it continue until all the wealth piled by the
bondsman's '2T& years of unrequttted toil
shall be sunk, and until every drop of
blond drawn with the lah shall be paid
with another drawn with the sword, as was
said 3000 years ago. so still it must be said.
'The judgments of the Lord are true and
righteous altogether.' "

Man With Divine Mission.
lie was awkward, perhaps, as a man, but

beneath a human breast there never beat
a truer, nobler heart. His ideal was lofty,
his patience wonderful and his courage
sublime. He believed in the triumuh of
Justice and in a Providence who would
order all things well. He was raised up by
the great Father to stand on the criticalstage during the enactment of one of thegreat dramas of history.

God does equip men to stand In great
historic crises. He sometimes calls men to
stand in gaps to become bridges for prog-
ress. He does push men out Into the blind-
ing storm that they may develop qualities
adequate for his purposes. The events of
our history point to the development of
Lincoln for the salvation of the Union. As
long, as the world shall stand will his name
be honored, his memory venerated and his
praises sung. Said Stanton, weeping at his
bedside on that momerable 35th of April,

Now, he belongs to the ages."

8HOIXD IiTVE AT PEACE

Bishop Scadding Pleads for the
Quiet Life.

Only by placing extra chairs in all the
available space in , St. Stephen's

yesterday morning was ac-
commodation found for the large con-
gregation. The occasion was the annual
visitation of Bishop Scadding and theadministration of confirmation. The
bishop's sermon was on the art of liv-
ing peaceably, and his text was from
the Epistle for the day the Fifth Sun-
day after Epiphany "Let the peace of
Ood rule In year hearts," and "If it be
possible, as much as liveth In you, live
peaceably with all men."

At the close of the sermon ten candi-
dates for confirmation were presented
by Rev. H. M. Ramsey to the bishor.
seated in his chair. The women all wore
white veils ox simple pattern and the
service was devotional and impressive
Following the confirmation the bishop
gave a uriei cuarge iw me candidates on
the responsibilities and duties of the
Christian life. Announcement was made
that the members of the parish would
make an earnest effort to raise a large
offering for Easter with which to enlarge

and improve the building to meet the
needs ,of the growing congrefeation.

The sermon was in part as. follows:
Peace is not a fortunate isle of the sea

somewhere to be discovered. Peace is not
a year In one's life to which one hopes to
grow. Peace is not a certain environment
of outward circumstances. In short, peace
is not an objective place or thing, but a
Subjective condition. It is not an outward,
but an Inward, mental, moral and spiritual
condition peace being an Inward condition,
that which prevents our riving at peace with
others Is irritable temper and rash Judg-
ment, which makes us give one-side- nar-
row Interpretations to facts, thus creating
all sorts of horrid antagonism.

Not long ago, coming north over the
Southern Pacific, two men in our car got
into an altercation. Kach had a certain
amount of truth on bis side, but one was
so positive, so e, so out of
humor with, the other, and so irritable, so
pure that his view was the only right one,
that instead of gettltng any approval from
the rest of the passengers, whose attention
he had aroused, he had only their pity or
contempt for his lack of We
all left the car at Portland, I with the
hope that his wife would have a hot sup-
per awaiting him, and that the other man
was not his next-doo- r neighbor. Now such
a man might be able to live peaceably with,
some woman, patient, gentle and forbear-
ing, who always knew what subjects to
avoid, and who was ready to go to an early
grave, but he could not live peaceably withany man, much less with all men.

We often "Sigh with Tennyson:
"Ah; when shall all men's good

Be each man's rule, and universal peace
Lie like a shaft of light across the land?"It will only be in proportion as men try
to lire peaceably with others.

HEW CHURCH TOBE BUILT

FIRST rSTIVERSALiIST CONGRE-
GATION HEARS GOOD NEWS.

Rev. J. I). Corby Announces Dona-

tion in Prelnde to First An-

niversary Sermon.

Rev. James D. Corby, pastor of the
First Unlversallst Church of Good Tid-
ings. East Eighth and Couch streets,
yesterday celebrated the first anniver-sary of his pastorate In Portland by
announcing to his congregation that
the missionary board of the Universal-ls- t

general convention had appropriat-
ed J2000 to aid in the erection of a
new church building. The news was
received with much satisfaction by the
members of the congregation, as it will
make it possible to erect a modern
edifice in place of the present anti-
quated structure. At the annual meet-
ing the trustees were authorized . to
order plans for a new church and to
ascertain the probable cost.

Dr. Corby has entered enthusiastical-
ly Into all the Interests of his church,
and In the prelude to his morning ser-
mon he spoke of the City of Portland
as a place of residence and praised theenterprising spirit that makes it desir-
able as a field for religious work. He
praised those whose had
made possible the steady advance in
the number affiliated with the vari-
ous organizations of the church, andurged that there be no failure to keep
the real business of the church ever
in. mind, that is to win all to the spirit
of Christ and the service of humanity.

Using the familiar story of the wom-
an at the well talking to Jesus as his
text, the pastor said, in part: '

The woman" looking for the Messiah did
not expect to find him in the shape of a
tired traveler asklnc for a drink of water.
So we forever look for spiritual truth to
present Itself in special garb, speaking a
peculiar language. "When Jesus would ap-
ply religion to the life of this woman she
raises the auestion of the difference be-
tween the Jew and the Samaritan. But the
Master answers: "It Is not a Question of
worshiping in one temple or another, nor
is it a matter of taking all the Scripture or'part. Religion is responding to the sense
of right God has implanted In your soul.
Men and women will resort to all sorts of
measures to make a person a member cf
some orthodox body under the Impression
that that is the great and desirable thing.
Some of our people have been visited by
those of other churches who wished to pray
for them, not because they were evil, but
simply because they believed in God as tho
Father of all.

From the time Jesus spoke with the
woman by the well there has been a steady
change for the better in the expression of
religious truth. The externals of religion
are one thing, religion Itself quite another.
Religion Is the life of God In the soul of
man: a creed is an attempt to describe in
human language that life and the way it
works. Baptism, the Lord's Supper, Bible,
hymns and prayers are pipes through which
the living water of God comes to refresh
the soul: they are plates from which we
eat the bread of life. Man is in God's
image and God is in man's soul.

For many religion is nothing but words
and set phrases. Preach a sermon in which
the great truths of the gospel are pre-
sented. In which the noblest incentives to
human action and the clearest revelations
of God and the truest message of Christ
shall be given; yet. if certain words and
phrases are omitted, you will be told that
it is a good moral sermon, but has no re- -
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llglon in it. I wonder If these critics know
that we are taught in Scripture that "pure
religion In the sight of God Is this to visit
the fatherless and widows in their affliction
and to keep oneself unspotted from the
world": and. again. "What doth the Lord
require of thee but to do justly, to love
mercy and to walk humbbr with thy God?"

The Gosnel of Christ ss too simple for
most people. So theologians draw elaborate
plans of what they consider the scheme of
salvation. Hear some folks talk of religion,
and they put on a face and assume a tone
that Is rightly called sepulchral, because
they are talking about 'something that Is
dead. Hear a man talk about his wife and
children, then start him talking about God,
and note the difference. It Is the unreal
way in which we treat religion that makes
religion unreal to others. "By this." said
Christ, "shall all men know that ye are my
disciples, that ye have love one to another."
Not by your holy tone, not by your mode of
baptism, not by your label, but by the inner
principle of our life that you have love.

The man who Is truly religious does not
need to depend on a hymn book In his office
to have it known. It is not a set of words
or phrases. His religion goes where hegoes, for his life is hid with Christ in GodThat is the only religion that is reallyworth while, and It Is the religion for whichwe are working that it may be ImplantedIn every heart throughout this city

same road. These officials, together
with Chief Engineer N. B. Miller of
the same road, were at different tlmef
during the day in consultation with
Mr. Gardner and also with A. R. Farns-wort- h,

head of the railroad department
of Swift & Company, for tha purpose of
going over the whole situation so far
as this road was concerned. That ne-
gotiations so far conducted have been
satisfactory to both sides is intimated
by both parties to the conference.

So far as can be learned, the Swift
people have not opened any negotia-
tions of any kind with the Harrlman
people, and It cannot be learned
whether Mr. Swift or any of his party
will confer with General Manager
O'Brien during the present visit, or
whether this matter will be left for
the local Swift representatives to wrestle
with.

Talks With Hill Men.
Various members of President Elliott's

party of Northern Pacific officials have
had Informal talks with President Swift
and his associates, but whether they were
of an official character Is not given out.
President Elliott intimated that he would
probably discuss the packing-hous-e ter-
minal situation. If he had time, with the
Swifts, though he sold he was not per-
sonally Interested In this phase of the
local situation.

President Swift and some of hla asso-
ciates will remain here until Wednesday,
and others will remain for a longer time.
It is understood that President Swift and
certain members of his party will visit
Puget Sound 'cities before returning to
Chicago. Mr. Swift is traveling In his
own special car.

ST. LOUIS, Feb. 9. It was announcedtonight from the headquarters of the
International Brotherhood of Mainte-
nance of Way Employes that by the
automatic process of the organization's
constitution. First Vice-Preside- nt Arch-
ibald B. Lowe, formerly of Kingston,
Ont., but now of St. Louis, succeeds the
late John T. "Wilson as grand president.
Wilson died early Saturday morning
from the effects of two gunshot wounds
Inflicted by his brother-in-la- Frank
Engleman, of Kansas City, following
domestic troubles. The Brotherhood has
a membership of 80,000.

Fight Dissolution ot TJnlon.
CLEVELAND, Feb. 9. At a meeting

of tho Executive Board of the National
Window Glass Workers last night. It
was decided to fight the recent de-
cision of Judge Philips in Common
Pleas Court, which resulted in the dis-
solution of the old union, the Amalga-
mated Window Glass Workers of
America, of which the National Win-
dow Glass Workers are the succes-
sors.
