Old Arms Will Be Returned to De-
partment and Replaced With

High-Power Guns,

WASHINGTON, Fely, 12, — Acting

Dapiurtment 1% *at last in a ponition to
compliately arm the organised militia
of the country, 100,000 strong, with
the new high-power Army rifle or
muslket. The weaipon s afficlally
known as the model of 1902 recham-
bered for the ammunition of 1006, the
distingulshing fenture of which is the
new: aharply pointed llzht steel-clad
buliet with s snormous range and
tiat rajectorsy.
