It is immaterial to us thatBourne is fighting Fulton politically and
would rather see Chamberlain Senatorthan for Fulton to be Forour part the choice of Republican voters
for United States Senator, whether it be
Cake or Fulton, will be our choice, first,
last and all the time and we are opposed
to the kind of a deal that is being
worked by leading politicians of bothparties in this state whereby Republi-
can candidates for the Legislature are to
be tied up by pledge to vote for a Dem-
ocrat for United States Senator.

play the part of political cowardice? Will
It frame a direct primary law and then
allow a minority party aided by schem-
ers in both parties to construe the mean-lo- g

of that law in their own behalf to
the undoing of the Republican party of
the state? y

Ail this hullabaloo about Statement

No. 1 Is the veriest rot, and the Repub-
licans who run every time somebody
yells wolf are not worthy the name of
Republicans. The Republican party of
Oregon enacted the primary law, and in
that enactment two statements were in-

serted, neither of which Is obligatory,
leaving all parties free to do as they
please. Now shrewd, scheming politi-
cians of both parties the very kind the
law seeks to eliminate, are working
Statement No. 1 overtime in an effort to
frighten the Republican State of Oregon
into the Democratic eplumn.

In our boyhood days we believed in
ghosts, but in later years we have out-
grown the fallacy. Is Oregon Republi-
canism to be frightened and run to cover
by the Statement No. 1 ghost with poli-
ticians inside of it?

Is Oregon Republicanism no longer
able to care for Itself? Must It be nursed
on the Statement No. 1 bottle, while Ore-
gon politicians absorb the solid food ot
political preferment? That is all the
Statement No. 1 howl is made for. Don't
be deceived. It Is the duty of every Re-
publican in the state to support Republi-
can candidates for the Legislature who
In turn will support Republican voters'
choice for United States Senator. That
Is the real Intent of the law and all the
sophistry and noise from the opposition
in or out of the ranks cannot change it.

AH this harangue about taking away
from the people their right to name
choice for United States Senator be-
cause, forsooth, legislators do not sign
Statement No. 1, Is only a hue and cry
raided to befog the issue and help out
the minority party. The chief end of
the primary law, stripped of Its State-
ment No. 1 verbiage, is for no other
purpose than to permit the voters put- -
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ting- up to the Legislature the choice
of the two parties from which to se-
lect a United States Senator. In this
feature of the law the poOticians try
to dodge the real intent' of the law
which Is that through the direct pri-
mary the Republican voters of the state
within the party select their choice first
by elimniatlon of all but one Repub-
lican candidate at the pralmaries, then
voting for the remaining candidte at
the June election. That remaining can-
didate then becomes absolutely the peo-
ple's choice, the DODular choice of the
Republicans of the state for United
States Senator. The same rule applies
to the Democrats in making their party
choice. The object of the law in do-
ing this is to eliminate scheming poli-
ticians and boodlers from manipulating
Senatorial contests and precipitating
deadlocks. It puts each party's choice
for Senator up direct from the voters
themselves within their respective
parties for the Legislators to vote upon
and, moreover, it puts it up to every
Republican Legislator to vote for the
Republican voters' choice for Senator
and for every Democratic Legislator to
vote for the Democratic voters' choice
for Senator. The intent of the law is
so plain in this respect that none but
those who are in the game to manipu-
late the direct primary law for polit-
ical purposes and become greater
bosses and schemers than ever existed
under the old regime could be, refuse
to acknowledge the fact.

Therefore let Lane County Republi-
cans be on their guard. Look out for
the would-b- e friends who would trailyour party colors in the dust. Stand
up like men for the correct interpre-
tation of the primary law as enacted
by the Republican party of Oregon.

In the last Legislature campaign a
number of Republican Legislators
signed Statement No. 1 under misappre-
hension. Many of them now see the
Joker that was up the sleeve of the
inventor of that statement which is as
foreign to the Intent and purpose of the
primary law as the north pole is from
the south pole and refuse to be further
fooled by It. They see plainly that the
law means to put each party's choice
for Senator up to the Legislature di-

rectly from the people in order to elim-
inate the political manipulation In each
party with the expectation that the
Legislators bound by their respective
parties' choice will vote straight and
direct for the party choice in the Leg-
islature until such time as when the
Federal constitution is changed the
choice of Senator will be made the same
as choice of Congressman.

PROBLEM OF CITIES

Municipal Questions Difficult
to Solve.

OUTLOOK NOT PROMISING

Christ Would Weep Over Portland
as He Did When He Beheld Je-

rusalem, Says Rev. A. J.
Montgomery.

"The Complex Problem of the City"
was the subject of the sermon yesterday
morning by Rev. Andrew J. Montgomery,
at the Third Presbyterian Church, on
East Pine street. His text was St. Luke,
xix:41. "And when he came he beheld
the city and wept over it" After giving
an exposition of the text, Mr. Montgom-
ery discussed the complex problems of
cities In Europe and the United States.
He drew a somewhat Somber picture of
the city, not from a hopeless viewpoint,
but from a desire to solve the great
problem that confronts this and every
nation. Pie said:

The municipal problem Is a most serious
and complex one. because the city represents
the corruption of the age and tho tendency
of men to herd together. Jesus wept over the
condition of Jerusalem, but If he were hero
today he would weep over conditions In Lon-
don, Berlin, Parks, New York, San Francisco
and even Portland. As Jerusalem was de-
stroyed because of Its wickedness, so will
these cities be destroyed because of their
wickedness, and purer cities be established.

Tha flrat founder of a city was a murderer.
Men herd together. That la their natural
condition. It seems that fhe city contains all
that la wicked and corrupt. In this country
we have a complex problem. M'e have the
problem of many nationalities who have been
pouring Into this country In an endless stream.
In New York on Manhattan Island there are
700,00 Jews who have come mainly from
Russia. "

There are Italians and the Innumerable
ether foreigners. all speaking a different
tongue, 70 percent of whom can neither read
nor write. In Rhode Island- there is a town
whose people are SO per cent foreign born.
Philadelphia, Chicago and all the great cities
contain a large proportion of people who speak
a foreign language, and a large percentage
are illiterate and have no religion at all.
The anarchist and the nihilist find a welcome
In this free land of ours. The socialist comes
hero with his menace to our social conditions
and family relations. The problem is, what
are we going to do with this heterogenous
mass of people who speak so many different
tongues, who are Ignorant and who have no
religion of any sort?

We see corruption in our cities. Tenement
houses owned by the rich, some membens of
churches, are crowded with suffering families.
Inspectors of these places are successfully
bribed by their owners to report favevrably
on their condition. We see children In New
York, 5 and 6 years of age, forced to toil in
the factories. Mow can you expect boys of
such tender ages to become fathers, or girls
of such ages to become mothers? This is one
of the crimes and curses of the city child-labo- r,

and Portland is not altogether fres
from It.

We are going to have a beautiful Rose
Festival thia year, and yet do wo know all
the environments of the young In this and- in
other cities? New York was turned over
to Tammany, and San Francisco baa been in
the clutches of a most corrupt ring. Then
there Is the problem of the sweatshop, which
organized labor baa not been able to destroy.
So you aes we have a most complex problem.
I do not mention these conditions because I
consider them hopeless, but we must look for
the remedy. How can we solve the problem
and save our cities, with their teeming pop-

ulation made up from every country and dime
on the earth? It Is a problem only solved
through the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.
Godly men must lead these people to the feet
of the Christ.

UKCOLS'S BIRTHDAY SERVICE

Work of Freedmen's Aid Depart-

ment Exploited by Methodists.
A "Lincoln's Birthday Service" was

conducted yesterday morning at the
Trinity Methodist church, East Tenth and
Grant Streets, Rev. L. F. Smith, the pas-

tor, making an appropriate address. The
object of the service was to set forth the
work of the Freedmen's Aid department.
Mr. Smith told of the work that had been
done and is being done for the negroes of
the country through this department,
which is under the charge of the Board
of Education of the Methodist church.
The pastor said:

"Today there are 46 institutions with
lands and buildings valued at $1,991,569,

with 648 teachers and 12,200 students.
There have been nearly 300,000 pupils in
these institutions and over 12,000 negro
teachers and SOOO ministers have been pre-

pared for Christian work among their
own people. In most part schools for the
whites are In East Tennessee, Wrestern
North Carolina, Northern Geoergla and
Alabama, and 2300 teachers and ministers
have been prepared for work among the
mountaineers.

address the men's meeting of the Y. M.
C. A. yesterday afternoon on the ques-
tion, "Is Religion a Delusion?" General
Secretary Stone spoke for 80 minutes on
the lesson to be drawn from the chapter
of Genesis that tells of Terah's decision
to leave Ur of the Chaldees with his fam-
ily for Canaan. Mr. Stone said that
Terah was an r, according to
tradition, and that his resolve to get into
a more honorable business was a good
one, but that he did not keep It. Mr.
Stone said that what the world" needs
today Is "men who get there."
