The scasty attendance at the Stock Ex-
change gave iis time to the dlecussion of the
grounds for thls atutude. The ocomtents of
tha report of President Trusedale to the
stockholders of the Delawara, Lackawanna &
Western Rallropd, to which miuch space was
given In the day's news gave direcilon to thls
disounnion. It was known ecarly In the duy
that a message to Congress {rom the Proesl-
dent was 1o be sent In duaring the day, and
some represslve  Influence was nRasigned o
this.
