the first floor, the flames passsd upward
unt!l all thrée floors crashed Into a smol-
dering pile In the basement

Impossible to Identify Dead.

After the fre had practically burned
Itwelf out the work of resculng ths bodies
wae begun by firemen and railroad em-
ployes from the Lake Shore shops. The
raliroad company turned over one of lim
bulldings near by to be used 53 4 tempor-

ary monyue, and thither the charred and

broken little bhodles wers removed as fast
as they could be duy from the rulns.

Within five hours practically &l] had been
removed. Theyr were placed In rows In
thea Lake Shore shops.

Identificutions were made only by means
of clothing or trinkews. The fire had
swopt away nzarly all resemblance to hu
man featurés In the majority of Instancas.
Distracted parents xoon began to gather
and the work of Identification of the
blackensd and mangled corpsea began.

The grawsome task of taking out the
bluackaned torsoes and bits of humsn re
mains was one of horror. A lina of res-
cuers was formed. basked by half a dozsn
ambulances. As the bhodles were untangled
from the debris they were passed ulong
ta the sirstchers, thence conveyed to the
ambulances, whers they wera mercifully
covered with blankets and then taken to
the improvised morgues

Identified Only by Shoes.

At tha temporary maorgue the Lakno
shors ahops the socenes became fourfold In
the intensity of human suffering as fath-
ers, mothers. brothers and sisters passed

up and down tha lnes formod of 180
corpses, To facilitate |dentification the
bodles were numbered as they wera re-

The Arst identification was made hy tha
mother of Nels and Tony Thompeon, aged
f and 9. respectively.

Finds Back Door Loocked.

The statement that the tack door of
th= building was locked is made by
Walter C. Kelly., «ditor of the sporting

As soon
s the alarm was given, Mrs. Kelly ran
from her homn, which s not far from
the scheoolhouse, to the bullding. A
portion of the structure was u mass of
finmes and, frenzied by the screams of
the fighting and dying ohildren which
reached her from the Jdeath-trap at the
foot of the firat flight of stairs and be-
hind that closad door, 3Mra. Kelly ran
to the rear, hoping 1o effect an enitrance
thare and save hér children. She was
joined by a man whose name s not
known, and tha twa of them tugged
and pulled frantically at the door. They
were unable 10 move It In the slightest
and there was nothing at hand by which
they could hope 1o break down. in
utter despalr of saving any of the chil-
dren, they turned their attention to the
windows mnd by smashing some of
thess they managed fo save a few of
the papils

“They could have saved more”" sald
Mr. Kelly tonight. 1f the door had not
been locked. Nobody knows how many
of the chiidren might ha made thojr
way out brfors my wife had reachsd
thare f the door had not been locked,
If half & dozen meén had been there
when my wife and ber companion sr-
rivest at the wmschoolhousse perhiaps they
mizht have broken down ths door, but
the two couid do nothing. and the flames
rpread mo rapldly that It was all over in
s fow minutes
