Smith, in this
nftuiavit. swore thai Senator Fulton
was present at the Willamette hotel at
Salem when he was paid $K'M a part
of $3000 he was to get if he would
make a speech in the House urging an
end of the "hold-up- " legis-
lature.

amount down right now if you will go
into the House tomorrow and make a
speech exolaining that there has been

American Vrsl Makes Best Out-

ward Trip of Any Grain Vessel
in Several Years.

The American bark Homeward Found,
which willed from the Columbia River De-
cember 1! for the I'nited Kingdom, has
bern reported from the Liz:ird. The craft
was out just 107 days and completed the
fastest run to the United King-iio- that
bus been made in a number of years.
The Homeward Bound was in command
of Captain Thompson, a graduate of the
SVwall shiivs. and carried a full load
of crain.

The Homeward Bound was formerly the
German bark Otto Glldemelster. She
made a sensational passage several years
aeo which succeeded in runninjr dp re-
insurance to over per cent. After all
hope of her reaching port had been aban-
doned she was towed into 5an Dieso
dismasted and with scurvy in the crew.
Tlie underwriters, through some techni-
cality, declared her a total constructive
wret'k and those who placed money on
her as reinsurance received nothing. She
was later sold to a San Francisco firm
who refitted the vessel and
her the Homeward Bound.

IHillarhide. father ofMrs. Hobart. was called In to attend theyoun woman. On the occasion of thephysician s first visit, the atirl absolutelvrefused to underro an examination, and.from her reluctant statements. It was
believed that she was suffering from kid-ney trouble.

Saturday morning. Miss Barker com-plained of severe pains in her head andback, and was evidently suffering in-
tensely. Mrs. Hobart hastily summonedIr. Cnnfiold. who finally secured the girl'sconsent to an examination, leading to thediscovery of her renl condition! In spiteof the questioning of both the doctor andMrs. Hobart. as well as the latter'smother, tha girl maintained her denial ofany wrong-doin-

Guards Secret With Care.
The exact manner in which the girl se-

cured the poison that caused her death,
and also the hour at which she took thedeadly drug, cannot be learned. It ispresumed that she 'became utterly
despondent at the discovery of the secret,
which she had so carefully guarded, anddecided to end her troubles bv suicide.J. G. nollarhide, father of Mrs. Hobart.Is an invalid, confined to his home, whichadjoins his daughter's residence, and Mrs.
Hobart frequently visited his bedside. Itis believed that during one of her absencesSaturday afternoon or evening, the sickgirl secured the poison.

Coroner Finley was, summoned earlvyeaterday morning and decided to hold aninquest this' afternoon in order to dis-cover, if possible, who was responsiblefor the girl s condition. There is somequestion as to whether the responsibleperson resides in Portland or in Spokane.
Members of the family with whom thegirl lived declare that they did not knowof her keeping company with any man.
and are emphatic in saying that no faultcould be found with her conduct while
she lived with the Hobarts.

leather Is in Alaska.
Miss Barker first came to the home of

Mrs. Hobart in June. 1;. and at that
time secured employment in the central
office of the Pacific Telephone ft Tele-
graph Company. This position she re-
tained until September, when she went,
with her father, to Spokane. William
Barker, father of the dead girl, is now in
Alaska, and when he left Spokane for the
North, in December, his daughter re-
turned to Portland and again went to re-
side with Mrs. Hobart. She did not seek
her former position, hut assisted Mrs.
Hobart in the household duties. Noth-
ing suspicious ' waa noticed in the girl's
actions and when her condition was re-
vealed by Dr. Canfield Saturday. Mrs.
Hobart was greatly shocked. She was
loath to believe the physician, and uot
until the result of the autopsy, performed
by Dr. Canfield and Dr. Ralph Matson,
revealed the truth, was she satisfied.

The dead girl and her two brothers.
Roscoe and William Barker, Jr., were
bom in Tiilamook County, and eight years
atro removed, with their father and step-
mother, to Forest Grove, where Mrs.
Barker still resides. Th mother and
Roscoc came to Portland yesterday after
being notified of the girl's death, but
neither was able to shed any light on thecase.

According to the Hobbart family. Miss
Barker was a quiet, though cneerful girl,
and seldom left home except to attend a
theater or to visit the city with her
brothers, who visited her frequently, or
with Mrs. Hobart.

While he intends to hold an inquest in
the hope of discovering the identity of the
man responsible for the girl's cond!Txn.
Coroner Finley fears that there ia slight
chance of beinc successful.
