It will be
iniorestlne to observe how this, fight
shaprs up. The last round will, of course,
not be fought out before the closing days
of the session.

The passage of t!ie ship subsidy bill

If it does conif up and is passed, the
T'cmoorats will make the suNsidy ques-
tion an issue in the campaign, and such
an issue will not a:d the Republican
party in the Interior States, which have
never been converted to the principles
underlying the stih:dy proposition.

"Western men stood up for this branch of
the Government service; its friends balled
chiefly from states which have no forest
reserves. For a time the opposition, head-
ed by Representative Mondcll, of Wyom-irj- e.

held full sway and struck out all pro-
visions in the bill increasing the powers
and the authority of the service Put the
second day of the battle, the friends of
the forest service rallied, and the assail-
ants were put to rout.

The truth is that a vast majority of the
TV est em men in the lower branch of Con-
gress, while apnroring the general prin-
ciples of forest r . are disc run tied with
te way the service Is being administered.

The Peadtv Parlor Match.
Paitimore (Md.) Sun.

The 'parlor match burns to deata fna
women and children a year tn the United
States," said State Fire Marshal Uoyd
T. Maeoni. Continuing, he eaid:

"This does not include mothera who
d(ed from ravin- their clothing: ignited
while trying to save their burning chil-
dren. The number of buildings fired by
children with matches waa but,
comparatively, this aeems unimportant.
The mortality is greatest in children of
4 years of age. Flve-Tth- a of those who
suffered death in tbl most horrible form
were children playing with matches which
had been left lying- about and the re-

mainder women whose clothing waa Ig-

nited by glowing stick or fl" match
heads.

'The liability of the cottons, from
which tha clothing of women and' chil-
dren ;s largely made, to take fire and
burn them to death deserves general and
serious consideration, A professor in Scot-
land has found by experiment that flan-
nelette, which muslin with a nap raised
on it. s no more dangerous than ordi-
nary muslin or calico. The easy and ef-

fective way to terminate this slaughter of
the innocents by roasting Is to acreen
open fires and for women to demand
that cotton gtods for wearing be

by manufacturers.
Perhaps 3ft yefirs, ago the chemist In

Bellevne Medical Oollega Hoanltal, New
York. Inst a boy from his pinafore taking
fire. The professor, by experiment,
found that phosphate of ammonio used to
saturate cottons made them permanently
fireproof, and he spent years in efforts
by lectures and ramrhlets to get the New
England cotton mills to use it. This

can be done in the web or after
the goods are made up."
