Police Recelve News.

The news of the murder was received
at the pollee station at a time whon'
Captain Baty, the head of the dotective
bureau, and all of hisx assistants except
one wWers out Deteotive John Price,
belng the only plain clothes man on hand,
was dispatched to the scens by Captaln
Slover immediately. Detective Price was
Jolned in R few moments by Patrolmen
Hyde and Burke. Assisted by these men
Detective  Price found the bloody coollar
and tle, a discharged revolver shell,
with which Wolf had been shot, and
the other evidence on which the police
are now working. Captaln Baty reached
the scena within a short time, having
been recailed from another case,

Big Bungdle of Booly.

Sheortly after the arrival of the police
8 crowd gathered in front of tho store
and grew to such proportions that for
& few moments the street was blockaded,
and officers had to be ordered out to
dispersa the curiosity-seekers.

After the arrival of the Coroner and
tha remains had been taken away the
stors was turned over to Mr. Rhelnhart,
the dead man's brother-in-law, who at-
tempted to maks an Inventory of the
goods taken. From the fact that fully
a dozen trays nre misaing it i ceriain

to the store and getting no answer had
alarmed. *

Kept Wile Ignorant.

. "1 hastened back to the store. which

ing me into the store came Mrs. Wolrf
and eight-year-old daughter, who had
come from their home to learn the rea-
son for Wolff's deinyed homecoming. in-
ducing Mrs. Wolff to remnain In the front
part of the store, I made a further In-
vestigntion and found the mangled body
of Wolff I¥lng In a rear room. 1 then
telephoned the pollice and notiffed Mrs.
Waolff's hrother.”

J. F. Reinhart, brother-in-law of the
dend man, wns at his residence when no-
tified of thé murder. Discussing Wolff's
Badiita, he sald:

Got Probably £1800.

“Mr. Wolff, during the 3 years that I
have known him, was very regular In
closing his place of business at 6 o'clock
and returning home. Ha kept all of his
valuable jeweiry, including diamonds, in
the big safe, which was lockad. The booty
saoured by the robbers must have con-
sisted of a cheaper grade of jewsiry and
unredeemed pledges to the probahla value
of $31500. Two money drawers and the
cash box in ths ‘pledga’ safe ware robbed
of about §. It will be Impossible for ma

BRIDAL VEIL ROBBERS SOUGHT

Men Who Ransacked Postoffice Arc

Thought to Be in Portland.

Up to a late hour last night the two
robbers who ransacked the postoffice
at Bridal Vell and went from there to
Troutdale on a handcar had not been
found, although nearly the entire foroe
at the Bheriff's office was out scour-
ing the country. It ls now belleved
that these men are not those who stola
the boat =&t Menominee, and who
escaped after being arrested and con-
fined In an apple house,

Early yesterday morning Watchman
Baum, employed by the Bridal Vell
Lumbar Company, discoversd two men
robbing the postoffice, which i= in the
same building with the Aldrich &
Linnett otore. From what can be
learned of subseguent happenings,
Baum fired his revolver into the alr
to secare the robbers, They took a
hasty departure, obtained =« handcar
from the Bridajl Vell section house, and
sped off down the O. R, & N, track
toward Portland.

Fiagman McCarthy, at Corbett, had
baen notified to be on the watch for
the two men, according to accounts
glven here. He was statloned at =a
polnt & quarter of & mile east of the
tunnel, which lies batween Bridal Vell
and Corbett. Instead of having a plle
of tiee across the track to ditch the
robbers, or an open switch, there was
nothing but the red flag, which the
robbers Ignored. A number of sectlon
hands were at work Inside tha tunnel,
and, although the robbers flew past
the =signal, they stopped when they
saw the lights, ditched the car, and
made & detour until they came upon
another car belonging to ths work-
men. MoCarthy !s sald to have flred a
shot as the robbers passed and to have
recelved severnl In return.

Jumping on the handcar of the work-
men, the hold-up men made thelr way
to Troutdale, where they left the car,
and evidently came on to Portland on
the train or on an electric car.

The robbers obtained only $8 from
the store, and nothing from the posat-
offica, as far as can be learned, as
they were frightened away before they
hiad completed thelr work., Thara is no
meana of sscape from Bridal Vell ex-
gept to take the rallroad, or to cross
the river in & bont, so that had quick
and proper action been taken it Is
thought that the thleves could have
basn captured.
