Btruggle for Place and Show Fur-
nishes Only Excitement for Huge
Crowd at Finish—Track Iis
Heavy and Time Slow.

LOUTSVILLE, Kv. May 5, ~Finishing
well In hand and leading by from one
to three lengthe for the whole of the
inst half mile, Stone Strast, a bay colt
by Longeirest-Stone Nellle, won the
14th Kentueky Derby at Churehil]
Downs today over a track fetiock doep
In mud, The finlsh was never Ia
doubt, after the horses had trageled
three-fifths of their mucky route, and
the only excltemont at the finlsh wns
furnished by three horses struggling
for the plisce and show honpors.

Sfr Cleges, the favorite, finlshed sec-
ond, two and one-half lengths behind
Stone Strest and head (o front of Duve-
gan, who mude a final rally In time to

beat Synchronized for third place by
a mneck. ¥ifteen thousand people
cheered the contestants over thelr

fourney of a mile mnd a quarter, which

was covered in the slow tima of
2:16 1-&.

The total vgius of the stake was
§6000. The money wagered on the big

race totalled less than half the amount
that usually changes hands on a derby.
This was partly due to reducad attend-

ance due to threatening mveather, but
mainly to the Paris-Mutual betting
machines and auction pools. which, af-

ter having been banished for 20 years,
have been relnstated at Churchill
Downs, hookmaking on the Amerlcan
plan having been done away with.

BEight lhorses started in the derby.
o1 the nine contestants originally card-
ad, two, Dr. Mathews and Balbus, weres
soratchied, and a third, Galvedear,
shipped from Pimllco especlally for the
event, fulled to arrive In time for the
TACO,

They were sont away immedintiely
with & fair start, Milford In the lead,
Sir Cleges second and Banrldge third,
All the others were well bunched ex-
cept Frank Bird, who was last all the
way round, Milford dropped the lead
before the grandstand was reached, and
Banrldge moved out In front, followed
by Rir Cleges and Stonestreet in sasy
reach, Bunridge was Indulged with
the lead until three-quarters of a miig
had boeen covered, and then Dickens on
Stone Street, and Koorner on Sir Clegos,
hegan thelr ride. Stone Stroet pushed
in front almost Immediately, and stayed
there until the end.

WRITES TO BOURNE

Metcalf Explains His Policy
Toward Portland.

AFRAID TO SEND FLEET

Lane Replies to Letier in Which the
Secretary Déclares He Could Not
Guo Behind the Report of the
Navigation Bureau.

Mayor Lano recelved a communici-
tlon from United States Senator Bourne
yoesterday morning, to which was at-
tiched a letter from Secretary of the
Navy Metoalf, explaining in deotall the
reasons why the Atlantie battieship
flest was not ordered to visit Port-
land. Secretary Metcalf declares he
did his best for this clty, and states
that he urged the Bffrenn of Navigation
to report sctusl conditions on  the
river and bar, and that he rocelved a
reply that It would be dangerous to
order the batileships to Portiand.

After recelving the report of the Bus
reau of Navigation, Secretary Metcalf
declares, he again took up the matter
and told the chiof of the bureau he de-
sired to send some ahips here, and that
he ordered a detail of crulsers and tor-
pedo-honts to Portland for the Rose
Festlval, that being the best ha could
do under the circumstances.

Mayor Lane replled to
Bourne as follows:
