Wallace McCamant Outlines
Objections to Amendment
Before the Voters.

IN DEBATE BEFORE FORUM

Change In System Would Work a
Great Injustice to Property-Owne-
ers and Result in Endless Liti-

gation, Declares Speaker.

Wallace MeCamant made a forceful and
convinelpg argument against the pending
tax amendment in ap address befors the
People's Forum in the Selling-Hirsch
building inst night. After explain-
ing that the amendment proposed the ox-
emption of dwelling-houses, livestock and
manufactoring machinery from taxation,
Mr. McCamant insisted that the burden
of taxatlon must then be transferred (o
the owner of unimproved property In tha
same Increased proportion as the aug-
mented exemptions reduced the aggregate
of the taxable property of the state. The
speaker Insisted that It would be ex-
tremely inopportune for the voters In Juna
to adopt so0 radical A chenge in tha As-
sessment system of the state. The text of
the amendment, he contended, was not
clear, and If adopted undoubtedly would
result In endless litigation befors it could
be interpreted judicially, H. A. Mosher
and a number of others spoke In defenso
of tha amendment.

At the beginning of his address Mr. Me-
Camant commented on the fact that the
present system of assessment and taxa-
tion was the prodoct of many years of
experiment, and any proposed modifica-
tion of the system should be ordered only
after mature deliberation and a thorough
discussion of the merits.

Where Land Value Lics.

“Ones hundred years ago.' sald Mr. Mo-
Camant, "the most desirable land In Ore-
gon could not have been marketed for 35
cents an acre, What gave the land its
value? It was the people who came to
the state and converted the nereage Into
cuitivated tracts. The landowner 15 the
man who gives the land Its valuse. The
incremeént in land values has been given
the land by its owner, and the more peo-
ple there are In the settlement the more
value ls added to the land, not only to
his own property, but that adjoining. The
temporary resident adds nothing to the
value of land. It {8 true that the great
bulk of properiy In Oregon s owned by
men who paid for it something approach-
ing the value at which it s held. Every
dollar of the money invested in land lhas
bean [nvested In good falth, with thas
ldea that the owners were golng to be
allowed to hold It and that the =pirit of
the law would not be cluinged In & man-
ner unfriendly towards their interssts.”

Continuing, Mr. McCamant clted spe-
cific Instances of the injustice that would
result from the adoptlon of the amend-
ment. He polnted out the Iarge lumber
mill of the Bridal Vell Lumber Company,
on ths Columbia River, wiileh, under the
ameéndment, would be exempt from taxa-
tion with the exception of the land on
which the plant was located, while the
Warren galmon cannery, a few miles up
the river, would be required to pay taxes
on its property, In fact an additional tax
burden. by reason of the exemption of
the other mills. Another instance was re-
ferred to in Portland, In which another
lumber miil would be exempt from taxs-
tion on' its bulldings and machinery, while
on an adjoining dotk the tools and me-
chinery employed by stevedores In load-
Ing and unlodding shipa in the commerce

of this port would be asscssed.
“But are not tools also exempted by
the terms of the amendment?” Inquired

somebody In the pudience,
Is Misleading.

“In my oplalon they would he assessed,"
replisd Mr. MeCamant, referring to the
amendment. *"That 18 & questlon, how-
ever. In fact, the torms of the amend-
ment are misleading, and., if adopted,
wotld result In a great deal of litdgation
to determing It judiclal .‘-.ms'.rm:ln-n."

A rurther Instunce of the fallacy of the
single-taxers was expossd by Mr. Me-
Camant when he referred to the fact that
the amendment propossd assessing (he
cost of education, police and fire protec-
tion to oma class of property, while the
