RICHMONI, Va, May 12.—Though
deallng with the general topics the
section meetings of the ‘.\'Fi!urml Con-
ference of Charitles and Corrections
continued today to bring out new
views and expressions on the wvarious
phases of the work. Alexander John-
son. National Secretary, at the state
supervision session, showed the impor-

tance of more thorough work in the
Inspection of charitable [Institutions
operated by the states.

In his report on Staie Supervision,
Mr. Butherford H. Platt, chalrman of
the committes, spoke of the growing

tendency of the state to take over the
