EMMA GOLDMAN TALKS

“PATRIOTISM."

ON

Arrnigns General Fanston and Army
Officiuls for Court-Martialing”
Musan Who Shakes Her Hand.

The spacious hall in the Mergiid
bullding was fairly well filled lust
night by a erowd of curious ones who
assembled to hear Emma Goldman de-
Hver her wideiy-heralded address on
“Patriotism.” Many who expected a
flerce tirade against the Government
were only partially satisfied, for the
remarks of the “high priestess of
nnerchy’” were gquite moderate.

In the course of her address she
ook occasion to berate the United
Stales Army and the Government effi-
clals roundly for having tried and sen-
tenced an enllsted man at San Fran-
cisce o five years In a military
prison for having, as she termed ¥t
“merely shaken hands with me" at the
conclusion of one of her lectures at
San  Francisco, According to Miss
Goldman, the TUnited States Govern-
ment i85 to be ocompared with the
tyranny of ‘Russia in this I[pstance.
“*The cltizens of this United States of
America can no longer polnt the finger
of shame at Russia, Germany and other
European governmeants propped up by

aggreasive militarism ' seld the
woman advocate of anarchism.
Continuing along this line Miss

Goldman satd: “*This man, mind yosa,
an é&nlisted man in the service of the
United States Army, and who had put

In 15 years of hix life in the service,
was ‘condemned by court-martial to
serve filve years for hoaving shaksn

hands with me after oné of my lec-

tures. He dld not state that he be-
leved in the doctrines I advoente, but
merely did as many* of you here in

Portland have done—congratulated me
on presenting my line of argument In
favor of the doctrine of aparchiam.
Yet for this act he was sentenced to
serve five years In prison. General
Funston has commuted this to three
years, and no doubt General Funston
Is= a good, upright, honest Amerlcan
citizen. He probably goes to church
every Sunday, and while there atudies
out new plans for kllllng people on
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday., 1
tell you, brothers and sisters, we have
too much militarism In this countey
today, nand the time is coming when
the ery for a standing army will be
overwheliningly rejected. We have too
large an Army and Navy now, and do
not want any more soldlers for the
Government to répeat the scenes en-
acted wunder General Ball and his
troops In Colorado."

During her remarks Miss Goldman
was frequently Iinterrupted by ap-
plause, which came principaily from a
few of her fellow anarchists scattered
throughout the nudiénce., In eonclu-
sion she statsd that patriotism was n
mistaken Idea as.prevalent In  this
country today, and that anarchism
taught the only Eonuine styls of
patriotism extant.
