Tom Word, who also had the candi-
date hahit, defeated him for the Demo-
cralic nomination for Sheriff.

Bousting of the nameo of the new
party as the embodiment of &ll that is
good In polities, the Independence party
met and organized Jast night very
much as the old machine parties do.
And a2 eruel eritic might say that a
decldedly pre-arranged slate was run
through the convention clevarly enough
to make any of the REepublican manipu-
lutors in Chleago turn gresm

The suite was filled with enthusiastic
Independents and was called to order by
Hugh J. MclIsasac, Mr. Mclsance {8 an im-
portant and effective representative of
lilg party In the Weast and tours the en-
tire country arousing interest in the In-
dependence movement. He is a pleasing
gpedaker and a capable organizer. In pre-
siding last night, he outlined the purposes
of the meating, It was held, he ex-
plained, in order to effect temporary or-
ganization. It was held further, he
stated, for the purpose of organizing a
provisional state central committiee, and
nearly every parson who atisnded Iast
night wns o member of the committee. It
will be composed of  members, the re-
maining members to be selected from the
stante at large by those already chosen.

The committes will mect Informally ba-
tween this time and July 1 for the pur-
pose of electing delegates to the Natlonal
convention in Chicago. TImmediately after
the meecting electors are to be selected to

When the tima for electing officers of
the provisional state central committes
arrived, Mr. Meclsaance announced that
nominations were in order.

The eclection of a secretary resultsd
in the selectlon of Nelson Hughes. Mr,
Hughes also spoke briefly, expressing his
gincere bellef In the ultimate triumph
of the Independence movement. Other
spenkern foilowed and at the conclusion
of the regular order of business a tumult
of oratory was turned loose. Each of
the speakers congratulated the commit-
tee In ity selection of ofMicers and pledged
himself to unwavering loyalty.
