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MA BEYAN'S CRITICISMS,

In hls Commoner Mr. Bryvan joy-
ously notes that the Republican plat-
form does not fully atfirm the rec-

ommendations of Président Roosavelt
i Congress, but contrariwise ignores
several of them, as Congresa did, It
is a fair eriticiam. But it s known
that Congress refused to consider the
President the law-making power of
the country, and some of the mem-

bérs want 50 far as to hint that meén

might honestly differ with the Presi-
dent and =still be loyal to their coun-
iry.

The Oregonlan certalnly agreea
with Mr. Bryan as to publicity of
campalgn funds, the amounts, the

sourcea whence derived, and the dls-
position made of them.: But we doubt
whether any party will ever *“keep the
books” In this way, Mr. Bryan Him-
salf has not yet told what became of
$20,000 sent by Mr. Ryan, of New York,
to altg the Brvan ¢campalgn in Nebras-
Kn, nor returned the money as ha
suld he would, after inguiry was made
abour it. Al that is known is that
$5000 of the money was handed over
to & weekly paper In Nebraska. Both
parties have been accustomagdl to use
of very large sums of money in Pres-
idential campalgns the Républicans
durlng recent yvears doubtless gather-
ing in more than the Democrats, but
each party using all it could get. It
iI# known that the silver propaganda
contributed an enormoux sum Lo fur-
ther the efforts Lo elect Bryan, quite as
well as it ls known that Hanna gath-
ered and used other very large sums
1o defeut him. But an end ought to
be made of the abuses of this busi-
negs, or limitation of the abuses en-
forced by compulsory publicity. Nelth-

r party, howaver, has yvet shown any
anxiety to renounce or reject cam-
palgn funds, und each of the parties
will this year, as usuval, gather In all
tha moner it can and mnake the most
of it. But nelther party will really
want publicity

Of the injunction plank Mr. Bryan
EAyE It is a retreat from the position
taken by the President and by Mr.
Tuft In his speeches, But the Presli-
dent and Mr, Taft say otherwise. How-
ever, It must be sald that the injunec-
tlon plank does not go far enough, is
not radical enough, to please those
who demanded Insertion of such a
plank in the platform. It ls reason-
able, however, and In practice 1t will
bBe found that .no party can go fur-
ther and keep the process of Injunc-
tion at all. Preliminary injunction
can decide nothing as to the merits
of A case. it simply restricts the
party from dolng the alleged wrong
until the case can be heard and the
righis of the partles definitely settled;
but the Chicago piatform proposes
alteration of the old rule or practice
by the declaration that no injunction
air temporary restraining order shall
be lmsued without notice to the other
purty. Thiz will bring the whole mat-
ter to Issue at once—virtually setting
agide the preliminary injunction. 0Of
course this whale subject will be
threshed out, over and over, during
the campaign.

Mr. Bryan's next criticism 18 that
the platform is silent on income and
Inheritance tax. Many of the atates
now (ax Iinheritances, and doubtless
the remainder of them will adopt this
mathod of poliey, Taxation of in-

comes likewise l= open to the states,
wnd question is whether these two
methods of taxation and revenue

should mot be left to the states alone.
In the tustoms and exeises the gen-

aral Government now monopolizes
ihe best sources of revenue, leaving
to the states aonly direct taxation,

which some wish o throw entirely

upon land. Inheritance and Incoma
taxea would be excellent and really
ideal sourdes of revenue for the states,
and each state might adapt or adjust
the taxes to its own views or needs,
while the Federal tax would be unt-
form for all the states, not adjustable
to particular conditions. No state has
a right to complain that Congress
does not levy Inheritance and income
taxes, Each s=tate has the power In
i1s own hanids. Each state can muleot
predatory wealth by these taxes If It
will, and moreover may limit the
testamentary or will-making power
OVEer property, so as to compel divis-
ion of great estates and to prevent
such estates from being erected into
family trusts and held in perpetuity
for further and endless accretion.
Besides the Supreme Court has de-
clared Federal income tax unconsti-
tutional.

It 1= a rvight criticism of the Repub-
lican platform that it failed to de-
mand a change of the Constitution so
as to provide for direct election of
United Sisntes Senators by the popular
vote of the respective =tates, Tha
people generally are not yet awak-
ened to the neces=sliy of this change,
which Is refused by the Senate only
becausa the people have not Insistent-
ly demanded i{t. The Oregon expoe-
dient is in favor nowheras eclse, bechusea
it I=s not regarded as a practicable
method, and besides, the people do
not take kindly to efforts to eclreum-
vent the Constitution by dolng a thing
ostensibly in one way, while the Con-
stitution plainly says it shall be done
in another. The only way to bring
about this necessary change s to
amend the Constitution of the Unlted
St and the Republlean platform
ought to have demanded It. .

Raturning to Mr. Brvan and to Mr.
Roosevelt: How far soever below the
Republican platform may fall short of
Mr. Roosevelt's recommmendartions, he
will tell the country that it comes
neiresr to his views than Mr, Bryan's
platform will, and |If lonsevelt s
held up as an oracle and gulde some
will at least think it as advisable to
take hls word for it and vote for Taft,
as others will take Gowernor (Cham-
berlain’s example as & non-partisan,
and vote for Bryan

AMPHIMIXIS,

A remonstrance comes from a read-
er of The Oregonian against {is éx-
pression of doubt about the elaction
of Taft. There may he other readers
lkewise are to find any
expression of uncertainty on the sub-
Ject. This particular reader wonders
how {t is that The Oregonian, which
always has been *'a good fighter,"” can
doubt, or why It should e¢xpress a
doubt, sven If it feels it, instead of
trying to ‘“inspire all Republicans
with the bellef that they are golng
to win."”

What would this reader, who clear-
1y Is an earnest party man, have? A
view of the situation as it Is, or ex-
pression of a thoughtless desire, which
it 1s quite possible may fall?

GOVERNMENT CONTROL OF FISHERIES.

The Clackamas River fish hatchery
has been turned over to the United
States Commissioner of Fisheries, and
In the future will be operated by the
Federal Government This move
sgnin suggests the advisabllity of
turning ths entire fishery problem
over to the Government, where |t
would be beyond the jurisdiction of
clashing stste laws, and rival factions
of fishermen. The great trouble with
Government control of any enterprise
is the presence of too much red tape,
but in handling the fishery business,
especially that branch relating to ar-
tificial propagation, very satisfactory

results have been accomplished. Not
the least of the advantages of Gov-
ernment control of the industry would

be the assurance of the retention In
office of men who by years of expe-
rience had become qualified for the
posgitions they held.

In both Oregon and Washington the
office of fish commissioner has always
been used as a political asset, awarded
without the slightest regard for the
fitneas of the applicant with the
strongest pull. Government experts
in charge of the hatcherles would
naturally he expected to accomplish
more than political appointees who
were ignorant of the first principles
of the worl, but still more important
results could be secured in the way
of fishing restrictions, which would
apply equally to both sldes of a river,
Oregon and Washington fishery laws
have never been In harmony, and
with protection on one slde of the
river and unrestricted fishing on the
other, Columbie River fishery laws
are, for most of the year, 8 farce. The
amount of money that was spent at
the last election by rival fishery fae-
tlons wounld indicate that the privi-
lege of ecatching fish was well worth
paying for, and with the Government
malintaining »triet jurisdiction over
the industry, sufficlent dues could be
collected for licensées to make the
work self supporting. Aslide from an
improved system of Interstate regu-
lation over the fishery Industry., Gov-
ernment control would ba of great
advantage on Puget Sound, where
American hatcheries turn out millions

of Iry which later in life find thelr
way into British Columbila traps.

The sltuation In that field Is even
more compllcated than it Is on the
Columbia, for the resson that four
setz of officinls are involved. The
Canadian government, the provinecial
government, the Unlted States Gov-
ernment, and the Washington state
authorities all take a hand In the
proceadings, and usually suceced In
demonstrating the truth of that old
adage regarding the cooks and the

The total production of sugar in the
Phillppine Islandas in the game year
was 150,500 tona., The total produc-
tion of tobacco in the United States
in 1905 was 639,034,000 pounds. The
total production of tobacco in the
Philippine Islands In 19006 was 38,200,-
000 pounds, These figures prove how
little effect free Importation from the
Philippines would have on production
in the Uniied States. It would
imperceptible here, yvet favorable
the FPhilipplnes.

RESTORATION OF CONFIDENCE,

As but-two tranding days, and one
of them a Saturday, have passed since
the nomination of My, Taft, the action
ol the stock market can hardly with
falrneas be regarded as reflecting
Wall strect sentiment on the nomina-
tion, There were some pronounced
declines, but with Iberal gold ex-
ports, and the usual Summer apathy
in trading, it would bs difficult to
trace them to political causes. It
should be remembered that it Is but
nine months since this country was
enjoying the greatest prosperity it had
ever known. Within' the few months
that have passaed since the climax was
reached the country has been sub-
Jected to the most drastic course of
liguidation and demorallzation of
values that it ever experienced. Nat-
urally It would be unreasonable to
expect that all of the lost ground
could be Trecovered at once, It I=
doubtful even If the election of Mr.
Taft were assured beyond the pos
bility of a doubt, that there would
be an Immediate return of the flood
tide of prosperity that was sweeping
all before It about a yvear ago.

That the country is agaln on the
np-grade toward the eminence from
which It toppled last Fall Is a
talntv. Our financlers and business
men may continue under easy sall
until After the November political
gales have blown out, but their craft
will be nelther becalmed mor beached
in the meantime. Thers Is not much
likelihood of the reappearance at
Denver of the “‘cross-of-gold” night-
mare, and a3 our currency s soeund
and crops are good all that i2 neces-
sary is a little time and patience to
enable the “uplift” to gather head-
way.
