daye.

Fifty-slght young men snd women re-
celved the degres of Bachelor of Arts
and Bachslor of Science and In addition
16 these there was ona degres of Mining
Engineer and two of Master of Arta,
The class represents all porilons of tha
Stata of Oregon, as weoll az four osutside
states, and {8 oné of tha best ever grad-
uated here.

Many Witness Exercises,

Today's exercisesn were witnessed by
Governor George E. Chamberlain, Pr. W.
J. Kerr, of the Oregon Agricultural Col-
lege, Congressman W. C. Hawley and
numerous state officials, as well ax by
a delegation of 162 business and profes-
sional men of Portland, who came to
Eugeno on a spocial excursion train in
order to visit the university and attend
the exercises of Commencement Day.

The address fo the gradusting class
was made by Dy, Albert Bushnell Hart,
of tha Department of History of Har-
vard University. Dr. Hart spoke for
mora than an hour and held the close
attentlon of -the largs audlence. He
apoka particularly of the duties that cen-
front collage men and women In tha dif-
ferent waiks of life. Hia address was
replete with original lines of argument
and wias most Interesting.

Charge to Graduating Class.

At the conclusion of Dr. Hart's ad-
fress, Presldent P, L. Campbell dellv-
pred the charge to tha class, after which
ke conferred the degroes,

that Eugens along with the rest of Ore-
gon owes to citizens of Multnomah Coun-
ty, who gave th=s Univerziiy of Oregon a
magnificent vote of approval on Jung 1L

Everybody Jolns in Welcome.

Whila the programme of the day was in
charge of the Eugoene Commercinl Club,
the Ladies’ Auxiliury of the Commercial
Club and the University of Oregon, this
was merely to systematize the work of
caring for the hundreds of guestis, for
every mnan, woman and child who could
get awey from work to do so jolned in
the welcoma to the visitora and all were
ready to do. anything that would add to
their pleasure and comfort.

The excursion today was to mark the
completion of the fine new Southern Pa-
cific depot here, and to glve the cltizens
of Portland n chance ta visit the graduat-
ing exdrcises of the class of 1908 of tha
University of Oregon, and incidentally to
bring the business men of the two citles
into personal acqualntance.
