EXCURSIONS THE THING

Tralns and Boats Chartered 1o Get
Away From Torrid Weather in
Town—~Cooler, With Pos-
sible Showers Today.

As soon a= Portland people awoks yes-
terday morning., they hegan to plan an es-
enape from the humid atmosphere which
has envelopad the city for several daya
And no sponer had Portlanders begun to
plan than they began to carry the plans
out.

Most of the schemes called for an exour-
sion and as a result city folk became
country-mad and a wild scramble for the
grass and woods ensued. Out-going
tralns were loaded, steamers and other
river craft were burdened to thelr capa-
¢lty, teams and automobiles were In such
demand that many orders could not be
filled. and many even braved the tortures
of a torrid sun and walked to the shadlest
placa they could find.

It was one of the biggest excuraion dayna
of the season. Thousands left thes cily
and throughout the day the strestn were
dasarted. The few who remained In town
sought what sheiter they could from the
sultry heat of the day and remained thers
until night.

General Exodus From Town.

Trains 1o the beach in the early morning
were packed: Eastbound trains to points
on the Columbia were heavily loaded with
excurslonists, while the Estacada, Casza-
dero and other tralns 1o nearby points
were crowded until late in the day

During the afternoon the city park was
the resting place for thousands, while the
hills back of the clity were lined with
excursion parties. Many sought comfort
on the river at night heedless of the snick-
eranees of mosquitoes.

The exodus from Poritland taxed the
eapacity of all eraft plying on the river
Steamers were compelled to leave large
numbers on the docks and every gasoline
craft on the river was pressed Into service
and plienle partlies dotted the river banks
between Oregon City and the mouth of
the Wiliamette River.

The  passenger
license of the Gatzert has a limit of &5
people,

The boats af the Oregon Clity Transpor-
tation Company carried full loads betwesn
Portland and the city by the Falls The
lsunches on the river were  nearly all
chartered betores hand and took private
partiea 1o vartous points on the Willam-
etts and Columbla Rivers. The unchar-
tered lanunches reaped the harvest as rites
advanced and peopls who were dizsap-
pointed on excursions weare willlng to pay
any amount for & boat or any craft that
would float.

Excessive humidity. eombined with a
temperature ranging from £ degrees at
noon to § degreen at 4 o'clock, made yes-
torday ons of the most aoppressive days
of the season.

The Dominlon of Canada in Great Britain
has Lord Strathcona as Agent-General:
he rose from the ranks in the Hudson's
Bay Company's service and had spent the
greater part of his life in the Northwest
provincez of Canada. The other parts of
the British Empire have In London a
similar class as agents Oregon and
Washington will need agents poesessed
of theses attributez in order to secure
quicker results from such missionary
work among the well-to-do ciasses and
capltalists Hia position must hs such
thiat he cannot be viewsd In the light of
A land scheemer or promoter, or as a
mere agent for any Individik! land-
owner; but rather of the class of Joshua
and Caleb of old, who examined and re-
ported on the land of Canaan for Israel.

His mission would lis among the prin-
cipal agricultural districts and centers
of Industry and of Investment Ir: foreign
enterprises, such as railroads, Irrigation
and similar works of Natlonal and civie
utitity and necessity.

In order to obtaln the best results from
such missionary work In the BEmstern
etntes and especially in Great Britaln and
Burope. both the eye and the ear of ths
people must be excited; for, as a rule,
farmers and mechanics are better ls-
teners than readers. The agent's equip-
ment should conaist of & small, carefully-
selected exhibit of the present products
of Oregon In fleld and orchard; In ca-
pacity such as a raliroad exhibition ecar
could contain. and which could be moved
from market-town to markst-town
throughout the rural districts. The sent-
ing capaclty of such car should heold
about 100 people. Musle for singilng the
Natlonn] sorgs would be an attractive
feature at Intervals during the lecture
A well-equipped stereopticon apparatus
for {llustrating Oregon scenery and ob-
Jects is a desideratum. PhotogTaphs of
every sort pertinent to Oregon’s produets,
markets arf] homes; also maps of the
several countles and state showing the
topographical features, the roads, rail-
roads, clectric carlines, telegraph and tal-
ephone lines, electric power lines and sta-
tione, and the districts under irrigation
and projected; ail such information would
be useful.

The cost of such a system of adver-

tising Oregon and for canvassing for the
uphullding of the rural regions, the real
backbone of Fortland nnd the Inland
towns, would be a small one compared
with the wealth and population thus at-
tracted. This cost could be shared by the
present advertising element in Portland
and in the iniand towns, by the Stute
Land Department, by the Rallroad Land
Department, by the electric, telegraph,
telephone and power corporations, by the
road land grant companies and by the
large land-owners who desire to have
thelr lands subdivided Into amall farms
and eold. It i well known that outside
of the arid and seml-arid public lands
Oregon has little or none avallable for
settlement under the homestead law;
hence farms and homes have now to ba
obtalned by purchase at market rates
from presént owners

The Inducements Oregon can offer to
such desirable immigrants are (1) the
temperate climatic conditions throughout
the state as compared with those of seml-
tropical California lying east of the Coast
Range. and the far colder onea of the
Northwest provinces of Canada: (9 the
great natural water abundance and use
and power avallable Rh:;—rm’rnm; (3) tha
ever enlarging Portlafid city market and
inland town markets for hay. frult, beef,
mutton and pork; butter, milk poultry
and eggs, all of which being in local d=-
mand and not for export to forelgn parts
lilke wheat, barley and other griin, which
Are subject to Liverpool rates, commuand
remunerative returns to the farmer; (4)
Inereasing rall and etectric car service:
(3) Increasing water-storage and diffused
electric power and light therefrom, within
the reach of every farming community
In the near future.

Portland, through itz Chamber of
Commerce, Board of Trade and Com-
mercial Club, hns done a deal of useful
advertising for the benefit of the elty
especially and the state in general. I,
for one, am Inclined to think that this
activity and enterprising advertising
have tended more to the rapid up-
bullding of Portland in the super-
structure tharsof than in the =solid
foundation and structure of its com-
mercinl backbone, which lles primarily
and always In the multitude of real
farm homes and prosperity to the
farming c¢ommunity throughout the
vast agricultural reglons of the Co-
luymbisa River Basin and its great af-
fluents, the Snake and Willametts
Rivers. Portland merchants and busl-
ness men have, during thes past few
years, added greatly to their better
acquaintance with the state In gen-
eral and with the merchants and busl-
ness men of the principal inland towna,
with whom the farmers malnly do their
buying and selling, The published re-
ports of these interssting and ussful
meetings between the city and town
merchants and business peaple fall in
showing to what extent the real farm-
e¢rm of the several districts—who are
the backbone of these towns—were in
attendance. and from whom—being the
producers of the products of tha soll—
the Portland representatives could
learn of their market requirements.
These farmers are the citlzens who
mainly support the business growth of
Portland and of the Iniand towns. They
Are the ones who Ay the golden egg
and supply the wants of the consumer
through their Intelligence and toll. The
more they can prosper In their ealling
the more will Portiand and the towns
prosper. The marketing of thelr prod-
uets should not be sublected to any
drawbacks In the way of unfair dis-
count.or trade exchange, if any such
should now exist.

Farmers throughout the world are
the most backward class in combining
for their legitimate business interests.

Pioneer ways and barter svstam are
no longer sultable to the sgricultural
busineas in Oregon. “Out of the stom-
ach the mouth speaketh." The agri-
cultural population of the TUnlted
Etates today represents about one-fifth
of the entire population. Is It not the
highest wisdom for ths consumers—
representing four-fifths of the entire
population—to support the greater
well-being of the food producer? Let
us not forget that wise Levitical dic-
tum: “Thoy shalt not muszzle the ox
that treadeth cut thea corn.™

Returns From Conference With
Heney and Announces No
Further Delay.

R. A. BOOTH TRIAL FIRST.

Prosecution of ex-State Senator
will Begin Thursday, and
Docket Will Probably Be
Cleared by Next Fall.

Continued prosscution of pending Oregon
land-fraud cases will be the programme of
the Government according to Trasy C.
Becker, EBpecial Asaistant to the Attor-
ney-General, who meturned yesterday from
Ban Francisco where he has besn In con-
ference with Francis J. Henay sinco ths
closa of the James Henry Booth trisl a
week ago. While Mr. Becker would not
discuss the situation at any Jength, he is
nuthority for the statement that thesa
trinls will be held, beginning with the 1L
A. Boolh consplracy ne next Thursday.
It is the ovident imfention of the Govern-
ment finally to glve the varlous defend-
ants the trials zome of them have been
demanding ever sinesa the [ndlctments
were returned over three years ago.

*There Is not much to be said.” repiled
Mr. Becker vesterday, when asked the re.
sult of his conference with Mr. Henoy.
“*These land-fraud cases will be prose-
cuted. We will begin next Thursday with
the trial of R. A. Booth and others on a
charge of conspiracy as wns arranged be-
fore 1 went to San Francisco.'

“Has Mr, Heney altered his plans ra-
garding the land-fraud casea?' was paleed,

Heney Wil Try Hermann.

It fx the intention of Mr. Heney to
take the part in the further trinl of these
cases that he repeatedly has sald he
would. He will come to Portland person-

Inter than next October. Including tho
Hermann and Willlamson trials. Cunfir-
mation of this programme of action by the
Government I8 also Zound In tha dis-
patches from Washington last week an-
nouncing that T. B. Neuhaumsen, former
Specind  Inspector but now serving as
Special Agent and Attorney to the Gen-
ers]l Land Offlce, would be dismissed Op-
tober 1. next According to thesa dis-
patches, the resignation of Mr. Neuhnusen
would be asked without further delay but
for the faot that the Government consid-
erk hls sérvices wvaluable to the further
prosecution of the land-fraud trials and
for that reason no attempt I= to be made
to oust him until October,

May Drop Some Cnses,

In the menntime the Governmeant proba-
o'y will be able to conclude the trinl of
these cases or otherwise dispose of them
for thore long has been n rumor to the
effect that soma of the 16 or 18 untried
cases, In which Heney returned Indict-
ments In 1805, will never be brought to
trinl.
