WITH THE BODY

Dr. Dyott Opposes Theory of

Eternal Torment After
Death.

SCOUTS IDEA OF HELL

Believes Parable of Lost Sheep Ap-

plies to Whole Human Race

Rather Than to Individuals and
XMvine Love Infolds All.

A large congregation, considering the
weather conditions, attended the third of
the series of "Themes for Thinkers." de-

livered by Rev. Luther R. Dyott, at the
First Congregational Church last night.
Br. Dyott took as his text the line from
Hebrews 11:40: "God having provided some
better thing concerning us that apart
from us they should not be perfect." Ha
said in part:

It Is my Intention to set before you In
the very simplest way possible the major
premise of my discourse, "The Destiny of
the- Human Race In the Light ot God's
Character," the following few remarks In
order that It may be In keeping with my
remarks made before you on my two for-
mer discourses on "Themes for Thlnkera"
When we And a Christ whose compassion
iroes out to the uttermost, whose utter-
ances of the trinity of. parables. The Lost
Sheep, The Lost Coin and the parable of
the Prodigal Son, we can In no way recon-
cile that Christ with an eternal punishment
such aa the world le pleased to describe as
eternal torment, a punishment of nre and
brimstone. In other words, hell.

What argument can the world advance in
support of this awful fate in store as they
claim for all those who, through one cause
or another, are not Christians? Are we
to attribute to an alhnerclful God, feelings
which in our own better natures are unable
to harbor towards our fellow beings?
Could we wish that any of those loved
ones who have gone before might be con-
signed to such a fate? Then how much
less possible would It be for an infinitely
merciful God to entertain such feelings?

Some there are who quote Ezeklel xvlll:14.
"The soul that sinneth shall die." Now, If
a person goes Into Ufa with sin as the
dominant principle. It la possible that In
time that sin may kill the body, but If we
are to use Christ's teachings we must
pret them In the light of his entire teach-
ings. What are the real points which God,
through the medium of his divine Son.
sought to Impress upon us here below? Were
they not the essence of all religion, namely,
faith, hope and charity? Note the fact that
God's last and therefore the most easily
remembered precept Is charity.

We read in Isaiah. 1111:11: "He shall see
the travail of his soul and be satisfied."
There Is little torment promised us In that
passage of scripture. I believe that the sin
a man commits here In this mortal life dies
with, the body, just aa the life In all our
lower animals dies wlrh them.

Every passage quoted In the scripture, I
believe, goes to show that the love of God
seeks until It finds, and that the parable of
the lost sheep does not mean the Individual
but the whole human race.

I eaonot reconcile the thought that our
God Is a God of vengeance, a God who
could possibly be satisfied to see half of his
children suffering In torment while the other
half were In paradise. I believe that some-
how, some way, God Intends that each and
every- one of his flock, which means the
whole human family, shall enjoy the fruits
of Christ's suffering, and It Is but logical to
suppose that .this Is God's will also.

I do not nrteh by my remarks to convey
the Impression that we are free to follow
eur predatory Instincts, or In other ways
to go contrary to God's wishes, but I de
mean that you shall understand that when
the great Judgment day comes God will
have found a way for all of us to enter Into
the kingdom and glory of his presence,
which Is the blessing 1 wish you all.

NEW FORBES CHURCH OPENED

Funds Raised and $10,000 Struc- -'

tares Bnilt in Six Months.
The congregation of the Forbes Pres-

byterian Church. Gantenbein avenue
and Sell-woo- street. Albina, occupied
the Sunday-scho- ol apartment of the
new building yesterday, the main audi-
torium not yet being completed. The
former edifice, which stood on this cor-
ner, was destroyed by Are December
17, 1907. The same evening subscrip-
tions to the amount of nearly 15000
were received for the erection of a new
church, and from that time on sub-
scriptions continued to pour in until
about $10,000 was secured. Plans were
at once adopted and work on the new
building started. f

The old foundation of the main por-
tion of the former building was re-
tained, but the auditorium was built
with a higher celling, to give room for
a gallery when It should be required.
The Sunday school room was also built
on new and improved lines. While on
the outside the church resembles the
former structure, the inside has been
changed in many respects. The church
will be completed during the month,
and probably dedicated some time in
the near future. A fine organ will be
purchased for the auditorium. That
the money shquld have been raised
and the new church completed within
six months after the destruction of the
eld church, tells something of the
loyalty of the membership.

Dr. Whitman Speaks on "Men."
"Men" was the subject of the address

at the T. M. C. A. yesterday afternoon.
Dr. B. F. Whitman being the speaker.
Dr. Whitman is pastor of the First Bap-
tist Church of Seattle. He took for his
text Psalms vll, beginning, "O Lord, our
Lord, how excellent Is thy name in all
the earth." Dr. Whitman spoke of the
human soul as a ship at sea. He said
men should often stop and take their
bearings. Following the words of Sir
Isaac Newton, "O God. I think thy
thoughts after thee," the speaker said
that the divine thought through man is
often distorted, but that man must reach
the place where the divine will is per-
fectly expressed through the finite mind.

LINN HAS 4882 PUPILS

School Report for Year Has Just
Been Completed.

ALBANT. Or., July 12. (Special.)
There are 482 pupils enrolled In the pub-
lic schools of Linn County and the aver-
age daily attendance for the year just
closed was 4377. This statement appears
In the annual report of County School
Superintendent W. L. Jackson, completed
today, and shows that the average daily
attendance was 92 per cent. This is re
garded as an excellent showing-- . for the
entire county In view of the fact that in
some of the rural districts attendance
at school ie accomplished with consider
able difficulty.

According to Superintendent Jackson's
report there are 6568 children in Linn
County of school age, but many have
finished the eighth grade or are In private
schools, or the 4882 enrolled In the pub-
lic schools. 2436 are boys and 2387 girls.
There are 176 teachers in the county, 44

of them being men and 132 women. The
average salary of the male teachers Is
$61.60 per month, and the average of the
female teachers (41.63 per month. During
the year 209 eighth grade diplomas have
been issued, 123 of them going to girls
and 86 to boys.

There are 124 school houses in the
county and the total value of the school
buildings and grounds Is $176,075. School
furniture and apparatus In the county is
valued at 124,474.

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NEEDS NO APOLOGY

Gospel Weakened by Defend-

ers, Says Pastor. .

SPEAKS ON "LARGER LIFE"

Dr. Young Declares System of Apolo-

getics Is Desirable Only in
Sense of Broader View

Toward Other Religions.

That the founding of the American
Republic, was only made possible by
the principles enunciated by Christ,
that the gospel needs no apology, but
that the Christian church should rec-
ognize the weaknesses of humanity,
and treat other systems with deference.
were the statements made yesterday
morning from the pulpit of the Taylor
Street Methodist Episcopal church by
Dr. Benjamin Young, the pastor. His
sermon was upon "The Larger Life."
He chose for his text, Romans 1:16, "I
am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ,
for it Is the power of God unto salva
tion to every one that believeth
. . ." He said in part:

The Gospel needs a system of apolo-
getics In a sense thaVmeans a difference to
other systems, and ft recognition of the
weakness or humanity. The Gospel needa
thinkers to solve its problems. But In no
otner sense does It need an apology.

Men Driven From Church.
Because men have anolosrlsed for tha

Gospel we have had strange systems ema-
nating from It. We bave had all kinds of
fteresy. Men bave cut away from the
Gospel and have gone out to work for them-
selves. They have built up systems on
various oases, in the effort to And some-
thing more satisfying to the worldly heart,
the doctrine of the church has been modi
fied. Men have thought to bring the world
to their way of thinking. But the churchIs today greater than ever, and gathering
power and momentum as the days and
months come. The Gospel needs no apology.

Men have sometimes eliminated from theGospel the incarnation, and resurrection,
and have even assailed the divinity or
Christ. Remove these from Christianity
and what Is left? A system with no nower
at Its heart. Blot out the Christ, and what
nan cieuise xrom sin t the incarnation

is the only point of contact between God
and man. It la vital to Christianity.

. Christ's Divinity Keynote:
If you say that Jesus Christ Is not di

vine, then certain claims of Christ arepreposterous. In making such a statementyou say that he was not a good man: you
make him a liar. The reason the Unitarian
Church Is so weak Is because of the force
of this logic. It Is simply Impossible toget away from It. There is no reason for
the existence of any organisation on a
humanitarian basis.

Tear down the cross and we have no
way of solving these problems that come to
us from the thought of God's largehearted-nes- s

and Justice. How can he forgive sin
and help men In the tolls, whose lives areblasted, to better things? It la at Calvary
that God can. without violating precedent,
without breaking up his own government,
forgive transgression. The principles enun-
ciated by Jesus Christ have made possible
the Christian Church of today, the framing
of the American Constitution, and thefounding of this Republic.
