HONOLULU HARBOR

Great Cosmopolitan Crowd
Gives Atlantic Fleet a
Warm Welcome.

ALL CARRY OLD GLORY

Every Nation of Europe and Orient
and All States of Union Repre-
sented In Assemblage—City
in Its Gala Garb.

HONOLULU, July 16.—The Atlantle
battieship fleet arrived here st noon to-
day, completing another long leg in Its
world erulsse. Magnificent beyond eny-
thing ever seen In thess Whicrs WwWas
the arrival, as one powerful vessel after
another ross out of the Eastern horl-
Fon and came In the range of vision of
the thousands of spectators from the
whole Hawallan group of islands, who
thronged Diamond Head and adjoining
heights that streteh beyond Walkiki
eastward from Honolulu to the extrem-
Ity of the Island of Oahu. 4

The day opensd cloudy and threaten-
ing rain, but by 5:38 o'clock, when the
lookout on Diamond Head, through his
talescope, first descried the amoke of
the Connecticut, the msouthern hglf of
the sky was clear and only fleeting
clouds obscured the northern half. Bar-
Iy the ity was astir, and the pligrim-
aga to Diamond Head and other polnts
of vantage began, with stresatoars
jammed, automoblles and gally-decked
carringes crowded with eager poopla
Muany rode on horseback, while others
hastened on board excursion craft In
the bay

Crowd Is Cosmopolitan.

Upon the firat notification of the
sighting of the fleet, the excursion
ateameras hurrled out of the harbor, and
as the fleat roundad Diamond Head and
came into view of the clty, ita approach
wias. beheld from roof and tall build-
Ings by & great -cosmopolltan ecrowd,
men, women and children of all the
races and natlons that go to make up
Honolulu's population—Japanese, Chi-
nese, Coregns, Hindus, Hawallans, Por-
tuguese, Spaniards, Porto Ricans, Fill-
pinos and people from avery European

Zovernment.
