
PARKER ON TARIFF

Declares Revision One Great
Question of Hour.

WARM PRAISE FOR BRYAN

Quondam Democratic Candidate
Calls for Cutting Out or Cor- -

porato Campaign Contrlba
tton as Core of Evil.

L09 ANGELES. Cal.. Au. B.
Parker. Democratic candidate for Presi-
dent In 1904. delivered his first speech of
the rrsent campaign In behalf ol nviii
Urn J. Bryan an John W. Kern before
an audience of 2000 people at Temple
Auditorium tonight. He said:

We have at the head of the Democratic
ticket two men of character wen nou.
on of whom la especially well known, anil
who. in season and out. has fought against
the relation between Government and cor-
rupt corporation And with him la asso-
ciated a man whom I have known person-
ally since 1M5. and who. in my Judgment,
la In every way worthy of hie associate, and
who. la case an emergency of the kind
should arise, which God forbid, would be
In a position to take up tne nanuura
carry It on.

The reference to Bryan was received
by the audience with ttreat entnusiasm.
Cheers for the candidates came rrom all
parts of the hall.

Tarifr Great Black Cloud.
Speaking upon the Issues of the ram-naiir- n.

Mr. Tarker devoted practically
his entire speech to the tariff, which he
denominated "the one great question of
the hour" and the subject of campaign
contributions by corporations. Upon these
subjects he said:

There Is one (treat question of all ques-

tions to be solved hy the electorate in the
coming ampilin. Many years ago a small
black cloud appeared upon the horizon of
this country. It was a small one. but it
baa grown now to one of giant and menaci-
ng- proportions. A tariff was Imposed for
the oatenslble protection of Infant indus-
tries, which has been extended and en-

larged until under It has grown up a sys-

tem which now has the country completely
within Its grasp. The steel Industry, under
the guise of building up a business, has
levied a frightful tribute upon all the peo-
ple. The great majority of our people,
struggling perhaps with a dally pittance,
have been compelled to pay tribute to those
giant corporations.

Strike at Root or Evil.
How Is that agaln.it the Interest of the

people a party in power for more than 50
years has been able to shut Its eyes to the
fact that the people have been persistently
robbed by means of a statute which this
party enacted, but which It has not had
the courage to change? What does it mean
when Republican rranagers go to the man-
agers of corporations, hat In hand, and ask
donations of $30,000? What Is the agree-
ment? It la that the parties receiving the
money win take care of the parties giving
the money.

Continuing. Mr. Parker said of cam-
paign contributions:

This alliance between corporations and
Federal officials is one that must be stopped
or we will go down. You need not talk of
the Republican party's doing It. for It Is

. plain from their record that they will not.
If we will live, we must do away, with this
rottenness. Cut It out to the core. The Issue
Is pressing. We must do it now. The duty
of every citizen Is plain and there Is no
doubt as to which of the two National tick-
ets he should support.

AGREES TO SPEAK AT ST. PAtX

Bryan Receives iMedge of Support
From Johnson's State.

FAIRVIEW. Lincoln, Neb.. Aug. 5.
Of more than unusual significance was
the visit to Falrvlew today of Frank
B. Lynch, of St. Paul, Democratic Na-
tional Committeeman from Minnesota,
and manager of Governor Johnson'
campaign for the Presidential nomina-
tion at the Denver convention. Mr.
Lynch arrived about noon. In company
with B. F. Neleon. of Minneapolis,
president of the State Fair Association.
His presence at Falrvtew was at the
special request of Mr. Bryan. He lost
no time In conveying to the Democratio
nominee Mr. Johnson's assurance of
loyal support of the Democratic ticket
and Intention to take the stump In Mr.
Bryan's behalf.

"There is no animosity toward Bryan
In Minnesota," said Mr. Lynch. "While
I do not promise that the Democrats
will carry Minnesota this year, I think
they have a good chance."

Mr. Lynch declared that nothing
rankled In Mr. Johnson's heart because
he waa defeated for the nomination.

"He feels all right about It," said he,
"and all Minnesota Democrats are for
Bryan."

The business which brought Mr. Nel.
son to Falrvlew waa to invite Mr.
Bryan to attend the State Fair in St.
Paul and deliver an address. The In-

vitation was accepted, the date being
fixed at August 31. but with the under-
standing that there should be no charge
for admission to the grounds on that
day. The St. Paul speech will be the
only one that Mr. Bryan will make In
Minnesota during the campaign. The
subject to be discussed will probably
be the tariff.

JEWELRY BURGLAR INSANE

FRED HAMILTON SEXT TO PRI-
VATE S.VXITARICM.

Although Former Athlete Is De--i
ranged. Charge on Which He Was

Held Is Not Dismissed.

Fred Hamilton, the player,
was sent to Dr. Williamson's Sanitarium
yesterday afternoon. Judge Webster hav-
ing signed the commitment, which pro-
nounces the former athlete Insane. Not-
withstanding that he has been sent to
the hospital for the present, the charge of
burglary upon which he was held at the
County Jail, has not been dismissed. The
order committing Hamilton to the san-
itarium was Issued after the County
Judge had consulted with District At-
torney Cameron, and the latter had ex-
amined Hamilton.

Asked why the charge Is still held
against Hamilton If he is Insane, Judge
Webster said he held a different view on
the insanity question from that of some
people. He said that he believes a man
may be a candidate for the asylum and
still be responsible for the commission
of crime, for Instance burglar-- . He said
that great caution should be exercised In
cases where a man is charged with a
crime and Insanity Is pleaded in his de-
fense.

"But Hamilton seems to be In such a
condition as to be entirely Irresponsible."
he continued. "I have decided to send
him to the sanitarium, where his rela-
tives will bear the expense of the treat-
ment. It may be' that his health will
mend under proper treatment. The man
la afflcted with general paresis. He has

delusions regarding great gold mines,
timber claims, and diamond mines, with
a peculiar disconnectedness of thought."
