Councilmen Speak for Change
in City Government.

WOULD SIMPLIFY WORK

Four Out of Five Members of Street
Committee Believe Benefit
Would Resalt From Com-

misslon System.

Ths commission form of elty govern-
ment finds strong f{avor., even among
members of the City Councll. Four out
of five members of the Counci]l commlittes

on retreets, Interviewed yestarday, wex-
pressed themselves aa Ineclined to this
change in the muonicipal administration.

These are Councilmen Wallaee, Veughn,
Cottel and Driscoll. Councilman Kella-
her is not favorable to the change, ns he
says It concentrates too much power in
ths hands of & few.

No members of the Council arme in a
better position to judge of the need for a
change in the city government plan than
those who belong to the streest commit-
tee, a8 they ara famillar with the ins and
outs of tha charter provisions as to
streat Improvements, Thalr work Is very
heavy, as the commitiee on streets is the
one befors which the wast volume of
strent improvements, franchises and other
similar matters comes for consideration.
Thesa entnil 5 large amount of work and
require much time for consideration.

“From what I have heanrd and read of
the commission form of city adminlstra-
tlon, I am favorable to 18’ sald Mr. Wal-
lace. I do not know a great deal ahout
i, but T do realizge fully that Portland
must have some chungs In {ts administra-
tion As the charter now #tands, It
makes the municipal work too unwieldy.
We need a change that will give some
one power to do something, Take, for
example, the problems of a eoliy crema-
tory and City Jnil. ‘These are items for
which wa have been striving for years,
yet we are riow standing where we Etood
when wea first set oul Notwithetanding
the great need of thes¢ things, wa can-
not get them, and the ouilook is not st
all good that we will get them. ¥ou
cannot get 15 men to agres on any site
for either bullding, or.on the detalls of
the bullding. If you could segura sites.™

Messrs, Cotie], Driscoll 'and Vaughn ex-
pressed simiine opinlons All favor the
commission plan of * city administration,
from what they have heard of it. At any
rate, they say, something must be dono
soon to remedy the clumsy sysiem now In
YOoEgue.

Councilman Kellaher said:

1 do not helleve In the commission form
of clty government. It concentrates too
much power in the hands of a Tew men.
This 1 oppose. And T wiil also say that
the present city charter is a govd one, nnd
neods few changes, as [ see Il It needs
some nltering, but not much, and, If
great care s not exorcised, you will find
that the people will not stand for it:
thevy will vote down every amendment
and revigon that mey be recommended
by the charter commisslon, If the great-
est care Is not used.”
