OBEYS HIS WILL

American Aviator Makes

Longest Flight at
Great Speed.

TO FRENCHMEN'S DELIGHT

Aeroplane Soars for Three Minutes
and Makes Three Circuits of

Track. Landing: Exactly
WTiere Navigator Planned.

LEMAKS. mine. Auar. 11. This even-I- n

Wilbur Wright, of Dayton. Ohio, made
the longest and most successful flight of
the series of aeroplane trials which he Is

conducting here, remaining In, the air 3

minute and 44 seconds. The machine
circled the field three times at the rate of
36 miles an hour.

On passing a grandstand. Mr. Wright
gracefullT descended until within speak
ing distance of the spectators, who wildly
applauded his exhibition of mastery over
the aeroplane, after which he soared like
a bird to new heights and continued his
flight until, reaching the starting point
he finally gently landed.

As evidence of the Interest that Is be
ing taken In Mr. Wright's experiments a
crowd of 3rtX persons. Including many
women, patiently waited throughout the
day until he took his machine for a sail

The aeroplane soared down the course
and abruptly, almost recklessly, swooped
and turned and came majestically down
the field, following the lines of trees.
after which it returned to the front of
the grandstand. With admirable ease
and precision, the aeroplane descended
to a lower level, seemingly to drop the
spectators a polite aerial courtesy. Then
it rose again and resumed Its trip, de-
scribing zig-sa- here and there until It
completed three circles of the course.
Finally It came to the ground at the
starting point and Mr. Wright was again
receiving applause. There was not a
vestige of breeze while the flight was
taking place.

After the demonstration Mr. Wright
said to the Associated Press:' "My idea is to make longer and possibly
higher flights daily. I am feeling out
my machine."

Among the spectators today was M. J.
McCoy, the American aeronaut, who was
enthusiastic over the performance.

ANOTHER TEST BY BALDWIN

Flies Five Miles, Tacks Like Mariner
and Rises 1000 Feet.

WASHINGTON'. Aug. 11. The official
speed trial of Captain Baldwin's diri-
gible balloon was again postponed to
day, but a preliminary speed trial was
made with Mr. Curtlss and captain
Baldwin aboard. Captain Baldwin again
took a westerly course. In order to be-
come familiar with the official course
lvlng in the direction of Falls Church.
It Is estimated an average speed of
18.7 miles There was
a large number of spectators. Including
Secretary of War Wright and James
Allen. Chief Signal Officer, but the bal-

loon flights are becoming such an
everyday occurrence that many of the
Army officers who have been In attend-
ance heretofore were not present to-
day.

Greater interest seems to center In
the aeroplanes to be tried at Fort Myer
by the Wright brothers and A. M. Her-
ring. The latter has requested an ex-

tension of 30 days In the time In which
he Is to deliver his machine, which will
be granted. The Wright aeroplane Is
expected any day.

Before taking his dirigible up today
Captain Baldwin and Mr. Curtiss made
a thorough test of the motor. A speed
of 470 revolutions per minute of the
propeller was attained while the air-
ship was In Its place under the tent,
but Mr. Curtlss did not permit the
speed to exceed 400 revolutions while
in the ar. The airship remained aloft
23 minutes, and a distance of nearly
five miles was covered. A side wind
was encountered throughout the
flight and several times Captain Bald-
win had to tack, much the same as the
master of a ship. An altitude of
nearly 100J feet was attained.

Secretary Wright expressed hU
pleasure at the showing made in i's

flight, but said:
"While thse airships will be

In time of war for scouting
purposes, they will never revolution-
ize warfare."

AVR1GHT LOOKS LIRE BIRD

French Journalists Enthuse Over
Keats of Aeronaut.

PARIS. Aug. 11. The French press and
the aeronautic experts, besides extolling
the Wright Brothers' aeroplane, devote
much space to picturing with French art
the personality of Wilbur Wright. .

"This man," says Franz Reichel In the
Figaro, "is strange and cold, but It Is a
coldness that Is smiling and sympathetic.
He is tall, thin, severe a man that is
tempered like steel. The countenance is
remarkable, curious, the head that of a
bird, long and bony and with a long nose.
The face is smooth-shave- n and tanned by
the wind and the country sun. The eye
Is a superb blue-gra- with tints of gold;
honorahle. gentle, resolute and intelli-
gent. These golden glints bespeak an
ardent flame, for Wilbur Wright Is a
fanatic."

Mr. Wright's method of getting away
on a start, while not appealing to the ex-
perts as the most practical solution of the
problem of launching his machine,
pleases the French emotional sense.

"He is launched Into space." writes one
critic, "and there is nothing that can
stop him. He either flies or falls. The
danger of this moment gives one a quiver
of anguish like that experienced at the
sight of a cyclist jumping an abyss or
looping the loop."

CONFER ON RAISING. FUNDS

Hitchcock and Bliss Put Heads To-

gether In New York.
NEW YORK. Aug. 11. The subject

of raising money to finance the Re-

publican campaign was considered to-

day by Frank H. Hitchcock, chairman
of the Republican National committee.
Just before he left New York tonight
for Hot Springs. Va., where he will
confer with Mr. Taft. The question of
money-raisin- g: was taken up with Cor-

nelius Bliss, who was the Republican
National treasurer four years ago.

While neither of these men would
discuss the situation at the close of
the conference. It is reported that Mr.
Bliss consented to accept a place on
the advisory committee of nine, which
Is to be a ways and meana committee
operating in conjunction with the
chairman of the National committee.

Mr. Hitchcock will go to Chicago
to open Western headquarters on Au-
gust 15. At that time there will be
a conference with the heads of all the
bureaus of the Eastern and Western
headquarters present.

Senator J- - C. Burrows, of Michigan,
chairman of the committee which will
notify Mr. Sherman of hta nomination
as the candidate, to-

day conferred with Mr. Hitchcock, con-

cerning the ceremonies vhlch will
take place at L'lica. N. Y.. on August
18. The fact that a number of notable
speakers will participate makes the
event very important.

hla home there after the campaign is
over.

RESERVOIR HIGH IN AIR

Hillsboro Obtains Gravity System

With Storage la Steel Tank.

HILLSBORO. Or.. Aug. 11. (Special.)
Contractor D. B. Reasoner this morning
cemmenced the erection of the big steel
reservoir for the municipal water supply.
The steel frame upon which the reservoir
will rest will be 75 feet in height, and the
tank will extend 24 feet above this and
hold 30.000 gallons. This tank will be used
as a gravity force, and-I- s so constructed
that It may also be used In case a water
supply Is voted to be brought from the
mountains this Fall.

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TO BREAK STRIKE

Canadian Pacific Railway Will

Bring Mechanics From

England.

NOTIFIES LONDON AGENTS

Instructs . Them to Hire All First-- t

Class Men Obtainable No

Law to Prevent Their
Coming.

MONTREAL, Aug. 11. While no of-

ficial statement has come from the Can-
adian Pacific Railway, the announcement
was unofficially made this morning that
the company to preparing to bring sev-

eral hundred mechanic from England to
take the places of strikers. Agents In
London, however. It is reported, have
been notified to engage as many first-cla- ss

mechanics as can be obtained and
to send them without delay.

There Is nothing In the immigration
laws of Canada to, prevent this, provided
that every such Imported mechanic has
at least $50.

The company's officials are today pro-
viding additional means for housing, feed-
ing and protecting strikebreakers in
towns affected by the strike. Cars are
being used for shelter. There Is no
thought of compromise and the com-
pany will fight the strike to the bluer
end, said one of the officers today.

them ten from Detroit.

EPHRAIM HEDBERG DROPS
FROM SIGHT AT UMATILLA.

Nothing Seen of Wisconsin Man
Since Night of August 5 Had

Money in His Pockets.

PENDLETON. Or., Aug. 11. (Special.)
Carrying- drafts amountingr to more than

11000, and on his way from Cumberland,
Wis., to Ashland. Or.. Ephraim Hedberg
stepped from O. R. & N. train No. 5 at
Umatilla the night of August 5 to secure
a cup of coffee and disappeared as com-
pletely as if the earth had opened and
swallowed him.

Hedberg, who was a retired farmer, in
company with his daughter, aged 26 years,
was on his way to Ashland to Invest in a
small fruit tract. When he failed to ap-
pear the daughter supposed he was in
another part of the train, and as he still
failed to take nls seat, came to the con-
clusion he had missed the train and
would follow her on to Medford by the
next one.

When he failed to arrive at all she and
other relatives became alarmed and his
nephew. G. H. Hedberg. arrived in Pen-
dleton today in search of some trace of
the missing man. The officers have been
notified, but not the slightest trace of
him can be found.

"BEARS" IN APPLE MARKET

Eastern Buyers Have So Far Made
No Bids on Hood River Crop.

HOOD RIVER. Or., Aug. 11. (Special.)
The first of Hood River's early Fall ap-

ples are now being shipped out, but as
yet no sales of Winter fruit have been
reported. Usually by this time in the
season arrangements have been made to
secure the part of the crop handled by
Individual shippers, but buyers so far this
ear have made no purchases.
Authorities here on the apple situation

on the coast state tliar the same condi-
tions prevail in the other fruit-growi-

sections In the Pacific Northwest, and it
is also stated that buyers are holding off
in the hope of securing tower prices. Ad-
vices from the East are to the effect that
they have combined to bear the apple
market in the West, although Eastern
growers report small crops.

It is thought by many that some kind of
an agreement was entered Into by buyers
not to purchase any apples until after the
meeting of the International Apple Ship-
pers' Association at Niagara Falls. Au-
gust 5 to 8. It Is believed that later there
will be the same scramble for fancy
Western box fruit that there has been In
former years.
