COouncilmaf Belding, who s strongly In
favor of eurtalllng the hotels and restau-
rants where liquor I8 soid. sajd:

“T will not vote for the ordinance as It
simnds now 1 want to =ea a proviston in
it that will exclude minors from hotels
and restaurant dining-rooms where thay
serve  liguor Why ahould we nllow
minors In hotel and restaurant dining-
roome when we do not allow them In 3n-
looneT The iden is wrong, and I will not
vate for the passage of the ordinance
until 1 can sea that it Is golng to stop
a lot of dang#r that now confront young
peapis In hotels Wnd roestaurants where
they sall ligquor The Chinese noodle
folnts should not be allowed to sell liquor
under any circumstances, They aroe not
fit places for young people. nand we ought
to try to protect the young. After they
become of age, they can look after themn-
selves, but before that, It Is our duty to
ses that théy are kept from danger, as
miuch as possible.’”

women how to llve better, more com-
fortably, more hsppily and more suc-
cessfuliy.

Passing the question of taste and
Judgment shown in *valn imaginings"
of the condition of & human spirlt
wholly removed bevond mortal ken and
at rest with God who gave it, T will
deal with the career and conduct of
Russell Sage. a masterful man In the
world of business. The alluslons to
him show 4 plentiful luck of authentio
knowledge which ls at once notabie
and misleading.
born in the Mo-

Russel] Sage wan
hawk Vallay, New York, either in
Onelda or in Madison County. He wWas

born to poverty; he bad his fortune to
make; he had vigorous health and grit
He made his way to Troy, on the Fud-
son, to seek his fortune. RIight there,
as youth and man, he Iald the founda-
tion of his eminent sucvess by hls acute
judgment and by his diligence in busi-
ness, For that period, he made s for-
tune In the wholeszle grocery business.

s outgrow the opportunities of
Troy. He could do Iarge things, =0
he removed from Troy., He was a man
whom his nelghbors and fellow-citizens
respected and esteomed; they saw he
dld things, His immediate neighbors
in Troy elected him Aldéerman from
thelr ward,

An incident occurred while he was
in the Common Council that shows the
stuff he was made of. On & Fourth of
July a breathless messenger cama (o
his store and reported a bunch of' men
who had been drinking had become
turbulent and were threatening riotous
violence. The Chief of Pollce was ab-
sent. Mr. Sage was chalrman of the
commlittese on police In the Common
Council—hence he wis sought With
swift directness he went to the scene
of the Inciplent disorder, arrested the
lender (Quinn), and put him in & cell
in the jail.

He became a great raflrosd
bullder in the Weat He sald, over 2

years ago, that he reckoned he had bullt
two-thirds of the then mileage of Lhe
Chicagoe, Milwaukes & 5t. Paul Railrond.
He nlso did business In New York. Fe
thux acquired a great fortune: he was a
large investor In corporats undertakings;
teoama & director In many, and at the
sama time he wis a lender of money In
Wall strest on collateral securily. Who
saye that Wall street dld not approve
hiz methods? Surely no man who knew
his methods. They were those of &n up-
right man. He won nothing by tricks,
by snaps, by underhand games and art-
ful devices -

One aot which Mr. Bage did in ordinikry
business will sor forth the spirit, quallty
and declslon of the man. It was related
to me by a director of the Consolidated
Gas Company in New York, of which Mr.
Sago was also g director. The gas com-
pany had advertised for proposals to fur-
nikh a quantity of oll to It The hlda
were opened. at the dlrectors’” meeting.

—uand he dropped his hands heavily on the
top of the table—"1 have mever got down
here”—and he put his hands under the
tuhble. The pantomime and the words
routed the agent who goi no arder that

day. So much for his methods of busi-
ness,

Mr. Sage had his folbles; Wall street
laughed at them. He saved as closely

as If he were poor and had to, but that
did not cost Wall street and 1ts business
men anything. He did not dupe, and
triok and play the game with a lure. He
played abave board, on top of the table.
From poverty and need he came Lo gread
wealth. If he Ald not give freely, who
can tell whal aims he had, what purpassa
he had, what hopes he had that gave him
energy, that molded hin habits, that made
bim the man he Waa?

Mr. Sagoe wae a very self-reliant man,
The chaff and banter and criticlsm of
other men d4id not stlr him; he went his
own galt It ts hard to read such a
man. Why., In Western Massachusetits
at Northampton or Hadley a man worked
for years laboriously and bore with no
complaints the jollving and the glbas of
his neighbors. By his death his purpose
wan disclosed, the munificent endowment
of Smith Charities for helping yYoung men
and women by him founded one of the
greatest beneficent Institutions In New
England at Northampton.

Mr. Sage won a great fortune by his
natural gifts. God Almighty endowed
him rlahly. #He had a trust which he
Kept with fidslity. He belongs to the
class of men like Commodors Vanderbllt,
Andrew Carncgle, Ezra Cornell, George
Peahody, elc.
