EPRINGFIELD, T, Augr. 12 —Terror

prevailed In the homes of Springficld ne-
Eroca tonight The depariure of two
regiments of Infantry today and the an-
nodncement that two more organisations
will be sent home Tomorrow caused con-
sternation among the colored residents

“rhe mob will be hers sure, If the
soldiers go away.” they sald, and delegu-
tlons wege hasiily organized and sent to
the state, county and city officials to pro-
test against a relaxation of the militury
rezime. The authorities’ effurts to qulet
thls fear were only partially successful
and !n many a humble home there was no
hefore dawn.

Scores of the terror-stricken blacks
sought refuge in the arsenal Early In
the evenlng aimost twice as many appll-
cations for shelter hud been received
there as on previous nights, and about 300
negroes curled up fn the COrners of the
haleony, sleeping on the floor or in chalrs.

Negroes Flee to Filelds.

The exodus of negroes, which had be-
gun to abate, was renewed Tralns and
tro ars were used by those fortunate
enougl to possess o little money. but
many of the unfortunates took to tha
roads. tramping across ihe counliry, In
a drizgeling rain, untll, exhausted, they

weope forced to seek rest In rornflelds or
in wobdlots, The children and aged who
were driven to the open puffered sevarely
and 1t Is feared that many of thom will
sucoumb to the hardship=

Adjutant-Genarml Beott  insists  that
there i no good ground for the fears of
the negroes. He sald:

"There are plenty of troops here to-
night ard the force that will be available
tomorrow, sbout 1500 men, can certniniy
protect the aity agalnst any mob that
may form, Then, too, the presence of the
inrge body of soldiers was Irritating to
some sections of the community and there
was an slement of trouble there that
could not be overlooked.”

Not that the bullding of the canal is
at all atiributable to him, but that he
materinlly helped along the passagoe of
the canal blil and syhsequent adminis-
trative l=gixlation. Hansbrough &and
Long have left no tracks behind, save
as they. like Kittredge, have come to
the meari, at the behest of Aldrich, and
voted the way they were expected 1o
