THFT BEGINS TO
ENJOY CAMPAIGN

Nothing Pleasanter Than Mak-
ing at Least One Speech
Day, He Says.

NO CAR PLATFORM ORATOR

Portly Candidate Bars Whirlwind
Tour, Otherwise He Is at Na-
tional Committee’s Com-
mand Until Election.

HOT BPRINGS, Va., Aug 2-—"After
the first week of any speaking campalgn
has been gone through with, and ona
fAnds himself, as {t were, talking without
difficulty on all of the varions subjacts of
disoussion, 1 don't think there is any-
thing more enjoyabls than making at
lensit one speech a day."

This atterance by Mr. Taft today pre-
sents his attitude toward campalgning.
He ndded that In the 1804 campalgn he
made speeches doring a six weeks tour of
New York and New BEngland, and ‘‘en-
joyed every minute of L."

When asked If {t wers not a possibility
that & change might be decided oppon in
the announcement that he would not
leave Cincinnat] during the campalgn, Mr.,
Taft replied:

“Of course, there is nothing to prevent
& change of these plans.’™

Any change of plans nffecting the can-
didate, however, It was stated, was &
matter entirely with the National com-
mitfle. That Mr. Taf: & entirely willing
to accommodate himself to anything but
& whirlwind campaign, as he put It, was
made plain,

“There ls no harder work,” he addod,
“than making hurrled speeches from
the rear end of a train, and I doubt If
such work is effective.”

Brown Allen, of Staunton, made a final
Ipspection of the ball park, as chair-
man of the arrangements committee, at
tha close of the day, and placed his
approval on what had been done.

Judge D. D. Woodman See, Judge of

“Aside from. the fact that we have
had many cimpalgn openings Iin Ohlo
without our menlor Senator taking
part, It can at once be underatood that
s very Important question of party
polley arose this year. Everyone can
apprecinte that It was an embarrassing
sltuation. Senator Foraker in his
Chamber of Commerce speech delivared
in Cinolnnat! only a short time ago,
made a severs attack upon the policlea
of President Roosevelt.

“"How oould the party, which intends
to wage the fight standing squarely
on these policies as declared In s
platform, consistently Invite him to
take the most consplouous part In the
campalgn? It was practically Impos-
#ible, and most of Senator Foraker's
friends =ee It that way.

“I will yleid to no one in my admirs-
tion for Senator Foraker. The splen-
dld services that he has heretofore
rendered In behalf of the Republican
party cannot and must not be forgotten
and no one shall regret more than my-
self if he finds it Impossible to serve
the party during this Important csm-
paign.”

*The customs department has always
persecuted me and I have pald thousands
of dollars of duty upon objects of art aa
a result of their impositions. The goods
in Chicago belong to me. I had lent
them to Mrs. Chadbourna for her homs
in Europe, 1 doubt if the articles would
total $60,000 In value snd I think Mr.
