Proven Facis Admitted.

“In all the dealings betwesn tha abip-
por and carriér each cariosd was traated
as a dlstinot transaction and bandled
as & distinct plece of bhusiness,

“The published and filed rates on this
business were 18 cenis per 190 pounds ta
East . Louls and 184 cents to 8t. Louls
The Standard Olf Company actually set-
tled on the basla of € cents to East BL
Louls and Ti cents to 8t. Louls,

“Thesa facts were admitted.

“The Standard Ol Company Interposed
the <laim in Jdefensa thet the Elkins
Art was unconstitutional; that the tasiffs
had not Desn posted In two publie places
a: the statlons, and interposed many
technical defensen.

“Oin but s single point Involved In the
I up to the return of the verdict of
Ity ars the ruling of the trial judge
eriticized by the Court of Appeals, In
all other particulars his ruilngs are sus-
talned.

“The point on which the Trial Judge
ts reversed hy the Court of Appeals re
lates Lo his ru -3 on evidenee and his
charga to the y with reference to Ig-
norance on tha part of the Standard Oll
Company of the lawful rate as n defense,

Trial Judge Misstated.

“Tha Court of Appeals 'n Its opinion
has nm correctiy stated how the Judge
ruled on this sublect

“It {s sald In the apinion that he refused
to admiy evidenecs to the sffect Lhat the
Srandard Ol Company did not know what
the lawfu]l rate was, The fact Is, and
the record so shpwe, that all evidence
tending to show lgmorance on the part of
tha Standard Ol Company was admit-
ted for the consideration of the jury.

“rThis avidence was Jargely that of the
traffic manager of the Standard Oll Com-
pany, Bogardus, who swore 1o a con-
versation with Hollands, the rats clerk
of tha Altan, In which he sald Hollands
tald him that the rate had been flled.
The Government mat this testimony by
R gEreat urray of clroumstances which
tended to dlsprove it and the jury found
in favor of the Goavernment

“The Trial Judge ruled that jgnorance
on the purt of a shipper of what the law-
ful mate was could bs interposed as & de-
fenss, bug that it would not constitute a
defense If it appeared that the Ignorance
was the result of neglect on the part of
thes shipper or of willfu] fallure on the
par: of ths shipper to Tesort to the
sources of information which were svall-
mbhie,

“The
correct
subjert.

“The Court of Appeals lays down the
rule that it I8 necessary for the Govern-
ment to show beyond s reasonahle doubt,
ma A part of lta case that the shipper
actually knew what the lawful pubiished
and filed rate was.

Elkins Act Phantom Statute.

Government contended this s the
construction of tha statute on this

“The Government contends that this is
an !mposaible rule; that it i= contrary to
the purpose of the Hikins Act; that it Is
eottrary to the general rule applicable in
eriminal cases: that put Into effect It
would make of the Interstate Commerce
Act ‘s mers will-o'-the-wisp of legisla-
tion, a phantom statute, destitute of
strengih or substance.’

“The Government contends in the peti-
tion that the Court of Appeals has mis-
stated not only the record as to what évi-
dence was admitted, but has also misstat-
ed the construction which the trial judge
placed upon the statute, and that for this
reason theres shoold e a3 thorough rear-
gument upon the only proposition as to
which the ruling of the trial judge up o
the werdict of gullty, s reversed.

*The Government contends that an ex-
smination of the record will show that
the court did not rule out the testimony
tending to show want of knowledge, but
that on the contrary all propér evidence
tending to show that the defendant was
ignomant of the facts with raference to the
jagnl rate was admitted for the conslder-
ation of the jury, and that there was am-
ple evidance to show that the defendant
d1d know what the legal rate was

Would Nullify Interstats Act.

*In other words, the Government con-
tecds ¥ and with raferences to
the record that the reversal of the oass,
so far aa the rullng of the trinl judpe
with pefarence to ignorance on the part
af the shipper sz a defanss fs concerned,
ts based upen & misstatement by the
court of the record o tha case as to the
admiasisn of the evidence and to a misun-
derstanding by the court of what the trial

that the effect of the comstruction of the
statute announced by the Court of Ap-
peais ts to nullify the Interstate Com-
mercs Act so far as shippers are con-
cerned: to maks |ts enforcement impossi-
ble, and 1o plunge the country agsin Into
tha deplorable condition of raliroad dis-
eriminations and favoritism which existed
prior to its passage.

‘=rha Government ogntends that the
Court of Appeals has no right to place
{his construction upon the statute In fhe
face of the fact that the wvery question
involved In this case has been expressly
Ieft open~by the Supreme Court in the
Armour Packing Company case, recently
decided by that court. The precise ques-
tion invelved In this cass waa atatsd by
the Supreme Court in that case, It was
not decided by the Supreme Court, how-
ever, becauss It wae not Inveoived, bhut

was left open.
Circult Court Assuming Power,

*The Govarnment Insiats that before
laying down thls harsh ruls and practl-
ecally nullifying the law the Court of Ap-
peals should certify In accordance with
the statuts this question to the Supreme
Court for Its decislon; that mo court short
of tha Supreme Court should undertake
practically to wipe the Interstate com-
merce act from the statutes

"The potition states “befors the Gov-
ernment is required to try this cass under
the rigid rule of construction lald down
by this court, s It not manifestly falr
and right In the interest not only of jus-
tice in this case, but In the Intorest of a
final and definite construction of this
important statute, that judgment be
taken of the highest tribunal of the Na-
tion?

“*The Government takes lsspe with the
Court of Appeals that Judge Landls'
proceeding In this case ‘amounted to a
strange doctrine In_Angio-Saxon juris-
prudence,” and says that the proceedings
of Judge Land!s are In accordance with
the ruls of procadurs polnted out by Mr.
Bishap In his work on criminal law as
onge of the elementary principles of that
turlsprudence recognized from the earli-
ent daye.

Heavy Flne Not Unjust.

“The Government takes Imsue with the
Clreult Court of Appeils as to its prop-
ositlion that a defendant eannot be fined
more than the walus of the property
which he possessss and states that this
rule Is an Innovation in criminal law, and
if applled would destroy the enforcement
of mast statutes,

"*The Government clalme that the facts
Before the Court of Appeals justify the
Impoaition of the penalty inflleted by the
trial Judge.

“I1t appears from the record in the
Clrruit Court of Appeals that the net
profit of the business of the Btandard
Olf Company of Indiana, the ecorpora-
tlon that Judge Landls fined, for the
years (Juring which the vioiations of the
law for which It was convicted ware
committed and Including the year in
which !t was Indleted, amountefi to £3.-
553,208 8,

“The punishiment therefore I no more
aeverp than that s inflicted upon n Jet-
ter-carrier who steals a letter and Is
mant to the penitentiary for threa years,
theraby depriving him of his earning ca-
pacity for that time, It Is not hearly so
severs as thée minimum penalty of five
years in the penitentiary {mposed upon a
banker who misapplles the funds of hils
bank.

““The Government eclaims that on ac-
count of the slme of the fine alone, thera
is no necessity for a retrial of the case;
that the Clreult Court of Appeals may,
ltwelf, name the fine which should be Im-
pomsd and ealls uypon the court to do =o'in
cane it adheres to the view that Judge
Landisx abused his discretion in lmpos-
ing 80 large a fine."

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Council Will Vote Men for

North End Crusade.

YET CONSIDERS IT USELESS

Memhers Declare Campalgn Against
Immoral Houses Impracticable,

but Wil Not Prevent Mayor
From Trying Experiment.

Mayor Lane will have no difficulty in
securing whatever extra policemen he
may need to ocarry out his contemplated
action to close up all of the disorderly
houses In Portland and banigh ths wo-
men inmates, unless thers s n declded
change of views among members of the
City Council between now and next
Wednesday. Nearly all of the Councli-
men favor granting the Mayor additional
help, for which he has called. It & al-
most eertain his request will be granted.

One feature of the case stands out in
boid relief—not one member of the Coun-
ell favors the aotion Mayor Lane Is
About to take. So far as their siatoements
go, sach Councllman is opposed to the at-
tempt to drive sut the disorderly women
and keep them out of tha city, And it i=
al¥o & fact that not one preson in Port-
land has written or sald verbally to Mayor
Lana that they favor the experiment. It
looks as though the executive will stand
alone 1f ho orders the wholesale closing
and banishment order, which he avers ha
w11l do If the extra policemen necessary
are given him.

That the Mayor ls undertaking a task
g0 stupendous that it will never be accom-
plished, seema to be the almost universal
bellef. But he realizes that sentiment Is
opposad to the move. He has studied the
situation for several months, and his an-
nouncement st this time is his conclu-
glon.

“It 1s against the law for dlsorderly
houses to run, and as a call ha=s been
made upon me to act 1 will enforos the
law as I find It, if the Council supporis
me by granting enougn officers,” sald the
Mayor yesterday.

Councilman Vaughn, a staunch sup-
portar of the Mayor, arrived home from
Beattls yesterday and sald:

*1 wiil vote to give the Mayor more
pollcemen, of course, but I do not belleve
he eénn eradicate the eva almed at."

“1 do not favor giving the Mayor any
more pollcemen,” sald Councilman Drls-
coll. "He simpl¥ cannot drive thoss wo-
men out of town and keap them out, and
thera's no use trying ii. Let them stay
where they are.”

Councllman Wallace sald: "““What good
will It do to glve tha Mayor more polles
officers? Does he think he can control
such o situation by the pollce power? Of
course, If the Mayor oalls for more of-
ficers I suppose we will grant them, but
his effortz will bs In valn, It has been
tried bafors, with no avall.”

Couneilmen Rughlight, Ceilara and Dun-
ning are still oot of the city and thelr
views are not obtalnable.
