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"RUBBER LADY" I3 MYSTERY

PILES UP RICHES BY FOLLOW-
ING STRANGE CALLING.

Imporiz Old Raubber From Coan-
tries of World and Sells It
Again Successiully.

NEW YORK, Aug. 8.—(Special.)—The
“rgbber jady” has long been a creature
of mystery along the North River front.
They have called her the “rubber iady"
Bacause. for the lzst 10 years, consign-
ments of old rubber shoes have been
coming to her from abroad.

Had it been new Tubber they wonld
have thouglt hothing of’ it but they
wondereéd why & womsan should want to
import old rubber shoes from Europe.
According to the “rubber lady™ herssif,
the ssle of the apparently worthiess
stock nets her a large annusl income.

From all the countries of Europe, but
‘principally Russia and Turkey, she re-
ceives old rubber, whichh is senl to re-
claiming plants In various parts of the
country. THhere the good rubbar Is ex-
tracted and used over agaln in the
manufacturs of articias contalning
rubber,

Lays up Goodly Pile.

By this trade the “rubber lady.,” Mrs.
Augusia Matgner, has been made inde-
pendent. She has brought up a family
of six children. She is an authority on
this special branch of the rubber busi-
ness.

Beated before her desk !n her home—
Mra. Matzner dossn’'t believe in soparat-
ing her business Intersata from her
home, as she Is a mother first and =
busineas woman afterward-—she told
the history of her dbrief business career
in this country, which covera a period
of 12 years, Har business was started
by & chanoce query sent in a letter
from a friend across the water:

*Is there any . place In America
where 1 can dispessa of old rubbera™
was the guestion. It set Mrs. Matzner
thinking.

“I will ind out,” ahe sald to herseif,
and then startad out to visit some of
the big establishments that deal in rub.
bar goods.

“f at oncs discoversd,” s=said Mra.
Matzner, “that It was not oniy possible
to sell old rubbar overshoes but that
there was & big demand for them. At
once T wrote to my friend and told him
to send the rubbers mlong. Without
capital 1T carried on my business for a
couple of years, always carrying my
account at bne banik. At the end of
two years 1 went te tha head of the
pank and calmly asked for a good
many thousand doliars’ credit.

“ e you think you are good for L™
asked the banker.

“I told Wim I thought T was and then
éxplained my busainess, with the rosult
that he gave me credit without hesitation.,
From that time on I ¢id as much busi-
ness a8 1 could conveniantly handle.

“First, 1 got my stuff by the carloagd,
then by the 200 tona, and now I get many
thousand tons at ome time. By far the
largest part of my forsign stock comes
from Rusain. Now. I know you will ask
me why; every ones dobE

“yWell, It 1s thiz way, Nine-tenths of
the population of Ruksia wear overshoes
nine-tanths of the year. BHoth Summer
and Wintar rubbers are worn.

Big Supply in Russia.

8o whan It Ia understood that the
yveariy collection of oid rubbers In the
United States amounts to sabout 10000
tons, It may be judged what the expart
from a couniry like Russia might be.
Turkey comes pext in the amount of rub-
ber scrap exported.

“RBy far the largest reclalming plants In
the world are In the United States, and.
altogether, the 16 do &n snormous amount
of business. It Is said that one of them
expended within 2 months as much as
750,000 for 11,000 tona of old rubber ahoos.
The price of rubber serap variea from 2
cents to 44§ cents dellversd at the factory.

Tt Is a fact that the supply of old rub-
ber Is not equal to mix old rubber with
new in manufscturing many articies, New
rubber i= too heavy, for one thing, to
form the entite composaition, and then of
fate Fears the supply of mew rubber has
bean growing smaller each s2ason. The
sltuation will improve in time, for Im-
mense rubber . plantations, have been
started and old onfs renewed, dut it will
be At least 20 years before the new
harvest will be reaped.

Short Life to Shoes.

“Women are htard frequently to re-
mark that their rubbers don't wear so
long as they used to. The resson for this
is that there is a domand for light-welght
storm fool _coverings and consequently
Jesn rubber Is uned In tham than in the
old-fashioned rubber shoes. The result ls

that they do not wear go long.

“Thers is an increasing demand for rub-
bér ameh venr. T import betwesn 00,000
and $400,000 worth and am the mole repre-
gentative of Buropean firms. Some years,
of course, tha Imporlalion amounts to
more than that.

"1 have always superint2ndad the recep-
tion and unpacking of my conalgnmenta
In a way the business ls something like
solling graln or cotton, for I maka my
sales several months ahead, deal in fu-
tures, as it were, precisely the eame as Is
done on the exchanges, It may seém an
odd businéss for & woman, but It has
been a profitable ome, and ham enabled me
to ¢arn my living, bring up my family
and lay by something for my children
and for myself when 1 get too old to

| work."

BOLL WEEVIL LOSES GRIP

Damage Nol So Great as In 1907,
Says Report.

DALLAB, Tex., Aug. 20—The United
State Bureau of BEntomology has Jjust
completed a apecial Investigation to de-
termine the exact preseit status of the
boll weevil In this work entomologiats
have visitad 3 representative localities
Of these locallttens 3 wore in Texas,
seaven Iin Loulnlana, two In Oklahoma
end one in Arkansas.

The result of the examination indi-
cites the damage by the weevil to ba
considersbly less this year than In 1807
The most Important indleation f{s that
damage by the boll worm, though ex-
tensive, will not offaet the reduced dam-
gxe by the boll weavil., Al each of the
places visited careful examinations were
given a number of flelds which were
selected to represent the general condi-
tion of the locality. In almost all cases
flalds were vislted that had been ex-
amined earlier in the peason and also
ddaring preévious seasons. From this In-
vestigation It ls considered that tha es-
timation of damage has been reduced
1o &5 exact a basis as Iz practicadle.

The report was prepared by Dr. W. D.
Hunter, a special field agent for -the
Bureau of Entomology and in charge
of the boll weavil investigation In the
Bauth.

TRAITORS ARE BETRAYED

Chinese Mutineers Turned Over tc
Government for $17 Each.

HONGEONG, Aug. M —Admiral LI, of
the Chinese navy, with hiz fiagshlp and
several gunboats, salled from Wuchow
today for Canton, taking with him as
prisoners 60 of the mutinous soldiars
from Konghaw, where 1000 men revolied
on August 12 killing thelr commuander
and several others, routing a forees of
loya!l soldiery from a nearby town and
finally withdrawing to the mountalins of
Talking, where they Jjolned [orces with
the wild tribes of the hills

Admiral Li's prisoners were taken by
meang of the villagers nt Konghaw, who
betrayed them into the hands of the
government forces for 35 taels (about §17)
a head. Tho rebellious soldiers spoke
i strange dalect and thelr detection
and subsequent betrayal to tha authorl-
tles was an ecisy matier,

which have stood open for weeks past,
