THE HAQUE, Aug. 30.—Tha Nether-
Jands Rovarnment apparsntly Is quite
satisfied with the explanations made
by M. de Reus, its former minister to

tha Republie of Venezueln, relatlve to
the letter criticlaing Presldent Castro

Furthermore the Netheriands has no
intention of disavowing M. de Reuns
or apnlogizing for his actlon.

The reports recelved hero from other
